The TEXAS RURAL ROADS
ASSOCIATION will present a
program to the Legislature
which will raise the funds meces-
sary to have a rurall road build-
ing program to provide all weath-
er school bus routes, all weather
mail routes, and ete. The program
will be designed to build as many
miles per year as it ise feasible to
build. Such a program, with pro-
ceeds from the gasolinne tax, has
provided Texas with with ‘an ex-
cellent sistem of highways. It is
this kind of long range program
which we hope to get started for
uilding rural roads.
WHY SHOULD YOU JOIN?
‘Without presenting a solid front

. of voting Texans to the Legis-
<« lature, the rural people of Texas

would not today have REA lines.
‘We_would not have obtained bet-
ter schools and teacher pay. Yes,
even your R. F. D. mail was ob-
jected to and had to have organized
effort from the people to be ob-
tained. You should join this' As-
sociation and be a part of the
group making the request to the
Legislature for a rural road pro-
gram. The Legislators want to do
what the majority of you want,
but only through organization can
you show them what you want.
If your friends are on a mud-
dy road, a “Let George do it” at-
titude will never fill up that mud
hole. If you sit idly by and do
nothing to promote better rural
roads, then you have no right to
ever complain about that mud hole.
