Peanut Producers
Board Favors New
SPREA Committee

The Texas Peanut Producers
Board met in Hempstead, Texas
on December 7, 1970. A quorum
was present and the following
action was taken:

The Board favors a committee
to be made up of members of
the Southwestern Peanut Shellers
Association, Oklahoma Peanut
Commission, Texas Peanut Pro-
ducers Board, and the Texas and
Oklahoma Experiment  -Stetions
and Extension Services. This
committee shall be known as the
Southwesternn Peanut  Research
and Education Advisory Commit-
tee, and ifts purpose will be to
promote the development of the
peanut industry by encouraging
fostering, and conducting scien-
tific investigations and education-
al programs on peanut produc-
tion, harvesting, processing, and
marketing. This group is present-
ly working together in an attempt
to get more Federal research
money for the Southwest. This
will not be an action group, but
since many of our peanut prob-
lems are common to both states,
it is essential that efforts be made
to coordinate the research and
extension activities of the two
states for maximum efficiency.

The Board voted o fund $300.00
to the American Broadcasters
Association in appreciation of
their cooperation with the peanut
industry. This is a joint effort
of the ten grower groups in the
United States.

$680.00 was approved by the
Board to buy peanut seed for
research relative to seed germi-
nation The State Department of
Agriculture wil conduct this work
and there will be no other charg-
es to the Board.

The Board voted to seek an
amendment to HB 764 that would
give us the authority to divide
the State into districts. This will
be done as soon as the Legislature
convenes in January. It was the
decision of the Board to divide
the State into four districts with
two board members from each
district. This would leave one
member at large for the State.

$10,000 was set in the budget
for carrying out promotional ac-
tivities with the TAP people. Also
$1,000 was approved for miscel-
laneous promotion.

A few years later Dr. Rodgers
became a member of the corpora-
tion. The mext step was that of
heading the hospital, something
he has done for the greater por-
tion of his 32 years here.

Dr. Rodgers could have better-
ed himself financially many tim-
es The first year a deal was off-
ered him in which he would have
become a partner in a New Om‘-
leans hospital with a
raise in satus and salary each
year Three different cities offered
to put him in charge of a new
hospital if he would leave Gor-
man: He chose to stay in Gorman

because he felt he had more to

conttribute to Gorman. And con-
tribute he' has, sometimes working
as long as three days and two
nights in a row without sleep.
Countless times, after a - long
grueling day at the hospital Dr.
Rodgers would have dozens of
house calls to make. It was these
calls that Dr. Rodgers endeared
himself to hundreds of Gorman
residents. He always had a com-
forting word, regardless of how
tired he got, he always had a
quiet gentle manner.

He held some sort of record on
the number of babies he had de-
livered. As of 1969 he had de-
livered 8,850 babies.

A man of civic pride, Dr. Rod-
gers has not had time to be as
active as he would like to have
been. He did serve several terms
on the Gorman School Board and
was generous in helping financet
all community projects.

He was a well known register-
ed. Hereford breeder, and many of
his cattle took top honors in area
stock shows.

Dr. Rodgers, in the eyes of his
co-workers and fellowmen, pos-
sessed the qualities that made
him a great mam.

Citizens of Gormamn honored
him with a “Dr. D. V. Rodgers
Appreciation Week” in June of
1965, in a small way trying to
express appreciation for all the
things he had done for this com-
munity.

He was a member of the First
United Methodist Church and a
director in the First National
Bank of Gorman.
