The Gorman Lions club will sponsor a blood drive on Monday, April 18. The new Meek Blood Center
Bloodmobile will be at the City Park from noon until 6:00 p.m. “When the Bloodmobile was in the planning
stages, our main goal was visibility. When it rolls into town, I think the donors will agree that we met our
goal,” said Frances Baker, donor recruiter. Jerilyn Wilkerson, Blood Drive Chairman, will cut a ribbon, which
will place the Bloodmobile into service in Gorman.

According to statistics provided by Meek Blood Center, the need for blood transfusions is increasing more

quickly than the donations. While 60% of people are eligible to donate, only 5% do. Every minute, approxi-
mately three gallons of blood gets used in the United States. Blood donors make surgeries possible, help
accident victims, furnish treatment for those with a blood disease, as well as enhancing the quality of life for
cancer patients.

Those who have questions regarding eligibility are urged to call Meek Blood Center at 325-670-2798. *“We
re-evaluate the qualifications on a regular basis,” said Baker. “In fact we recently changed the deferral time on
tattoos, piercings, and permanent make-up. If the procedure was done in a facility licensed by the State of
Texas with a single-use kit, the deferral period is two weeks rather than one year.”

Each donor will receive a T-shirt and a complimentary total cholesterol reading. The cholesterol results are
available three days after the blood drive.

Criminal Mischief Nets Man Prison Sentence

Jay Allen Jones, age 22, formerly of Ranger, was sentenced to 18 months confinement in a Texas Depart-
ment of Criminal Justice State Jail Facility and ordered to pay $5,184.00 in restitution by 91* District Court
Judge Steven Herod after entering a plea of guilty to the offense of Criminal Mischief.

Jones and another person had rented a home from a Ranger resident and upon vacating the residence, the
two did substantial damage to it. Jones was recently sentenced in Palo Pinto County to 8 years confinement
for a probation revocation for the offense of Deadly Weapon in a Penal Institution.

Jones was represented at the hearing in the 91* District Court by local defense attorney Chad Edgington.

Jury Convicts Man of Manslaughter

This past week, twelve citizens, sitting as jurors in the 91 District Court, convicted and sentenced RONNIE
BERNARD JORDAN, 48, a former resident of the Morton Valley area, to 8 years confinement in the Institu-
tional Division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice with a $2,500.00 fine.

The jury found that Jordan recklessly caused the death of James Warren Odom, by shooting him with a gun
and convicted him of the offense of Manslaughter. The Texas Penal Code states that a person acts recklessly,
or 1s reckless, with respect to circumstances surrounding his conduct or the result of his conduct when he is
aware of but consciously disregards a substantial and unjustifiable risk that the circumstances exist or the result
will occur.  Jordan had been previously indicted by an Eastland County Grand Jury for Murder.

James Warren Odom, 38, was the stepson of Jordan and died on March 27, 2004, as a result of a gunshot
wound to the chest sustained during an argument between the two men.

Neugebauer Discusses Ag Budget,
WTO with Secretary Johanns

Congressman Randy Neugebauer met with U.S. Agriculture Secretary Mike Johanns Wednesday afternoon
to discuss budget and trade 1ssues important to Big Country and West Texas producers. The need to avoid
making changes mid-stream to programs enacted by the 2002 Farm Bill was at the top of Neugebauer’s list of
topics. '

“My goal going into today’s meeting was to make sure Secretary Johanns had a full understanding of the
impact that the Administration’s proposals would have on farmers and ranchers in the 19" District,” Neugebauer
said. “By drastically changing some of the Farm Bill’s commodity programs, a lot of farmers who, put bysiness
plans into effect based on that policy are going to be put in a real tough spot.”

In February, the Bush Administration sent a budget proposal to Congress that could reduce as much as 30°

the amount of financial support any one farmer could receive from the federal government. As the 19" district

is home to many larger cotton and peanut farms, these proposed changes would dramatically affect local
producers’ abilities to break even financially, especially during a year with low crop )'i::lds or low L‘:UI:I]HKN‘H_\
prices.

In March, Congress began to work on next year’s federal budget. Whether or not changes in farm support
payments go into effect will depend on debates that will play out in the House and the Senate over the coming
months.

Neugebauer also received an update from Johanns regarding the ongoing trade negotiations to reopen the
Japanese market to American beef products. The two officials also discussed possible next steps the Adminis-

.tration could take in response to a World Trade Organization (WTO) ruling against the federal government's

support of cotton producers.

“I stressed to Secretary Johanns the importance of reaching trade agreements that treat our farmers fairly,”
Neugebauer said. I strongly believe that our efforts that allow our cotton farmers to compete on a level playing
field in the world marketplace are in full compliance with WTO requirements. And the measures we've taken
to protect our beef supply against BSE exceed international standards. I told the Secretary that I would help in
any way that I can to resolve these two issues.”

Last year, the Gorman EDC collected approximately $22,000 off of the 4B sales tax. It has been about that
same amount every year we have had the tax in place. If you read the article from a couple of weeks ago, you
saw that having the EDC in place brought over $1,000,000 in goods and services to your community with no
cost to the citizens or very little cost to the City itself. Passing the 4A sales tax would enable a wider variety of
projects, and allow for more accumulation of funds to help either bring businesses in and/or assist the ones we
already have in place.

If you missed the article regarding grants awarded to Gorman in the past few years, here is a re-print.

Feb. 15, 2005—Several weeks ago during a City Commission meeting, the Gorman EDC gave a review of
grants that had been received since hiring a director and operating an active Economic Development Corpora-
tion in 2000. After that review, it was mentioned that it would be good to publish these awards in the paper, so
that the community could indeed see what the current 4B Sales Tax funds are used for. Some of the grants
required a match which came from the Sales Tax funds; some were 100% free to the community but the sales
tax paid the director’s salary, therefore contributing to the income indirectly.
