A Delegation of farmers and ranchers and their families who 
are Texas Farmers Union members in Eastland county recently attended 
the Texas Farmers Union Convention in Corpus Christi. The 3 day event 
was held in the Omni Marina Hotel next to the seashore of the Gulf of 
Mexico. The annual event is held for the purpose of farmers and ranch-
ers and anyone involved in production agriculture to get together and 
formulate policy of the organization in an effort to make our voice be 
heard in the legislative branch of government. Only by a cooperative 
effort of many people united in the cause of keeping the family farmer 
and rancher on the land, can favorable legislation even hope to be passed 
by the Congress and administration. 

Farmers Union, on the state and national level, is a grassroots 
organization with the members themselves setting the goals and policies 
of the organization by democratic voting. Each year the policy is re-
viewed, amended as needed to stay up-to-date with farm program chang-
es and new circumstances. Serving on the State Policy Drafting Com-
mittee were Dennis Hagan and Lyman Arnspiger from Eastland County. 
The state police which included changes made by this committee was 
accepted by the state membesr on Saturday afternoon, Jan. 26th. 

Also state officers were elected during the meeting. Wes Sims 
of Sweetwater, a family farmer and cattle producer, was elected to his 
7th 2 year term as President of the Texas Farmers Union. He was first 
elected in 1996 to lead the Texas family farm and ranch group. 

"I pled to continue a total commitment and effort to do all I 
can to bring economic justice to our family farmeers and ranchers" said 
Sims in his acceptance speech "Anything less than fairness and justice 
for rural America is totally unacceptable." 

Mike Oldham, a peanut and cotton farmer from Clarendon was 
elected to another term as Vice-President. From Eastland County, Den-
nis Clower is currently serving as District IV Director, Lynn Hagan is 
the State Treasurer, and James Schuman is serving as Eastland County 
President. 

Among several enjoyable activities afforded the members at-
tending the convention was a barbeque and sponsored tour of the colos-
sal King Ranch. Several candidates seeking a public office spoke at the 
meeting, as well as Mr. Tom Buis, the National Farmers Union President 
of Washington, D.C.
