Baptists To Have | Wins Blue Ribbon

Men Not Reqmred
To Register if 21
Since lﬁth of Oct.

Men who have become 21 years

of age since October 16, 1940, are

not required to register for
Selective Service training unless or
until another registration day Is
proclaimed by the  President.
Nevertheless, they may volunteer.

This announcement was made by
General J. Watt Page, State Di-
re ‘tor of Selective Service, because
of the numerous inquiries being re-
ceived at State Headquarters and
by local boards.

General Page pointed out that
the President’s proclamation speci-
fically designated October 16, 1940,
as the date for the *‘“first regis-
tration under the Selective Train-
ing and Service Act of 1940,” and
that the Act provides for sub-
sequent registrations only at the
call of the President.  Likewise
the Act and proclamation 'were
specific in limiting the first regis-
tration on October 16, 1940 to men
between the ages of 21 and 36
vears on that date.

“The law is clear,
he said, “that any who was
not 21 years of age on October
16, 1940, will not be required to
register until the President calls
for another registration. However,
any male citizen or declarant alien
the ages of 18 and
may volunteer for Selective

The Texas oil conservation pro-
gram is of lasting benefit to
Texas communities and to State
and local taxing agencies, a study
completed by the Texas Mid-
Continent Oil and Gas Associa-
tion shows. Conservation has
