Wash., D. C., June 1941—With 
word from the War Department 

that more men were on strike 

than at any other time since the 
beginning of the emergency the 

bill to stop strikes by Senator

Another examination just an-
nounced by the CoMmission is for 
cylinder pressmen for employment 
.in the Government Printing Office 
and the Bureau of Engraving and 

Printing of the treasury Depart-
ment. In the Government Printing 

(' ffice pressmen will be paid $1.32 

an hour for a 40-hour week. The 
Bureau of Engraving and Printing 
pays at the rate of $10.56 a day. 
Completion of seven grades of 
formal schooling and a 4-year 
apprenticeship or 4 years of prac-

tical experience as printing press-
man are required of all applicants. 
In addition 1 year of journeyman 

experience in the actual operation 
of flat-bed cylinder presses is 
necessary. However, because Of the 
exacting nature of the duties in 
the Bureau of Engraving and 
Printing, an additional 2 years of 
journeyman experience on flat-bed 

cylinder presses equipped with 
automatic feeders is required. 
Applications for this examination 
must be on file with the Comis-
sion's office not later than July 9. 
1941.
