Newspaper reporters in Wash-
ington learned today that Con-
gressman Omar Burleson has call-
ed for the resignation of Secre-
tary of State Dean Acheson. 

Queried on , this action, Burle-
son said that on the 7th of May 
he made a personal appeal to Mr. 
Acheson that he resign his of-
fice in face of the tremendous 
opposition to him. 

"The welfare and security of 
'this Country is greater than any 
one of us," Burleson wrote Mr. 
Acheson. Stating that in his 
opinion the President was a man 
who would not ask for his resig-
nation Burleson said that he be-
lieved the Secretary of State 
must take the initiative and ask 
to be relieved of his office. 

Congressman Burleson, the on-
ly Texan on the highly import-
ant Foreign Affairs Committee, 
said that "unless we keep our 
eyes on the true objective and 
stop running the Country on 
emotionalism, we are lost. We 
need to do everything possible to 
unify the Nation for the tremen-
dous tasks ahead. It is not being 
done. 

"Confidence in Government 
leadership is all-important, but it 
simply is not in evidence today. 
While we bicker and deal in 
hindsight; while we jockey for 
political position on issuses which 
separate us, our enemies are 
watching, but not waiting. They 
must be considerably encouraged 
by what they see," Burleson 
went on to say. 

Representative Burleson is the 
only member of the Foreign Af-
fairs Committee to seek Mr. Ach-
eson's resignation. On numerous 
issues he has opposed the Tru-
man Administration's policies and 
it is known that he has been out-
spoken in such opposition in 
closed sessions of the Committee. 
In response to inquiries on these 
actions, he replied that, "if we 
washed our dirty linen at home, 
our enemies would know less 
about us. Wars are fought and 
won, not alone on that which 
one side may have, but also, and 
equally important, on how much 
he knows about his enemy. For 
the first time in the history of 
any nation, we have been holding 
a council of war in the Senate of 
the United States, before the very 
eyes of Russia. I do not want to 
be a party to informing our adr  
versaries of any more than I can 
help. It is easy to berate, con-
demn, and vilify, based mostly 
on hindsight. To me, it smacks 
of politics and of seeking after 
popularity." 

Emphasizing his action in call-
ing for Acheson's resignation, 
Congressman Burleson said that 
Acheson should have left the of-
fice of Secretary of State "long 
ago," but now it is a "must," and 
"that it would be best for the 
Country if some others in highest 
positions would also step out." 

"This loss of confidence is, in 
my opinion, irreparable," Burle-
son said. "If it is irreparable, 
then we are living in a fool's 
paradise to continue to expect a 
unity of purpose—unity of pur-
pose in this critical time may 
mean our survival. It is as sim-
ple as that," he concluded.
