Upon completion of basic flight 
training, aviation cadets enter 
advance single or multi-engine 
pilot training now carried on at 
six bases. Single-engine flying 
is taught at Williams AFB, 
Chandler, Ariz.; Bryan .AFB, 
Bryan, Texas; Craig AFB, Sel-
ma, Ala.; and Luke AFB, Phoe-
nix, Ariz. At these bases students 
fly the F-51 Mustang or the F-80 
Shooting Star. T-28's are used 
for transition. 

An additional single engine jet 
base at Big Spring, Texas, will 
be activiated soon. Construction 
of maintenance facilities is in.  
progress now. A bombardier 
base during the war, it has serv-
ed as the municipal airport since. 

Subject to Congressional ap-
proval of appropriations, four 
new Texas bases will be added to 
the FIyTAF command.- The sites 
under construction are_ at Harlin-
gen, Del Rio, Laredo and Vic-
toria. All will be advanced train-
ing bases. 

Multi-engined advanced train-
ing is provided at Vance AFB, 
Enid, Okla., and Reese AFB, 
Lubbock, Texas, using the B-25 
twin-engined Mitchell bomber. 

The home of Air Force naviga-
tion trainin gis at Ellington AFB, 
Houston, Texas, and Mathehr AF 
B, Sacramento, Calif. is a post-
graduate school to cross-train 
navigations and bombardiers in 
each other's skills and add radar 
observation to their talents. The 
T-29 Flying Classroom, the C-47 
Skytrain, C-54 Skymaster and 
B-25 Mitchell are used at Elling-
ton and Mather. James Connally 
at Waco soon wi#1 poin these two 
stations in the AOB (Aerial Ob-
server bombardment) program. 
Missions of some other stations 
may be changed. 

Also under F1yTAF are several 
bases with specialized flying 
training missions. 

These include Nellis AFB, Las 
Vagas, Nev., where combat crew 
training is conducted for fighter 
pilots and aerial gunners, and 
Randolph AFFB at San Antonio, 
Texas—the famous "West Point 
of the Air"—where combat crew 
training is given B-29 bomber 
crews. 

Pilots and radar observers for 
the new two-placed Lockheed 
F-94 allweather fighter are train-
ed at Tyndall AFB, Panama City, 
Fla., and Perrin AFB, Sherman, 
Texas; aircraft controllers in ra-
dar interception techniques are 
also schooled at these bases. The 
F-94 crews and aircraft cntrollers 
on the ground work together on 
perfecting air defense tactics in 
the final phases of their training. 
The Air Force - wide instrument 
school also is located at Tyndall.

FTAF...FlyTAF...Flying Train-
ing Air Force. 

Those names designate one of 
the nation's newest air com-
mands, the administrative front 
office for the U. S. Air Force's 
rapidly expanding flying training 
program. 

In operation since May 15, the 
new headquarters has jurisdic-
tion over more than a score of 
bases dotting the nation from 
Florida to California and train-
ing all of the pilots, bombardiers, 
navigators, radar observers and 
combat crews for the Air Force. 

The commander is Maj. Gen. 
Warren R. Carter, a veteran air 
officer who was training military 
pilots before many of today's Air 
Force officers were born and who 
has been almost constantly asso-
ciated with the Flying Training 
program. 
• The Flying Training Air Force 
was created on recommendation 
of Lt. Gen. Robert W. Harper, 
commanding general of Air 
Training Command, when expan-
sion of ATRC—which necessarily 
preceded expansion of other ele-
ments of the Air Force, became 
necessary. Air Training Com-
mand reached the stage early in 
1951 that its headquarters at 
Scott Air Force Mase, Ill., was 
much too cramped to accomo-
modae supervisory personnel 
required to administer a steadily 
increasing number of bases and 
other training facilities. 

A component part of Air Train-
ing Command, F1yTAF was set 
up in downtown Waco, Texas, to 
take over reopened wartime bas-
es, civilian schools which have 
been awarded training contracts 
and all phases of t he flying 
training program. 

FlyTaf conducts—or will con-
duct—basic pilot training at sev-
eral of its bases, some of which 
are operated or will be operated 
by civilian contractors employ-
ing civilian instructors. The 
USAF itself conducts this train-
ing at one base, Goodfellow at 
San Angelo, Texas. Civilian con- 
tractors are handling training for 
the Air Force at Greenville, Miss., 
Columbus, Miss., Spence AFB, 
Moultrie, Ga., Hondo, Texas., and 
Bartow, Fla. The Air Force an- 
nounced recently that Mauldin, 
Mo., Bainbridge, Ga., Marana, 
Ariz., and Kinston, N. C. will be 
in operation soon. All will be 
addtional basic pilot schools. 

At these bases, aviation cadets 
learn the basic principles of 
flight in the single-engined T-6 
"Texan." Cadets receive 130 
hours of flying, including night, 
instrument and cross-country

If the Senate Crime Committee had gone no further than Chi-
cago in its quest, it could have written a complete report-in-minia-
ture on the picture of nationwide criminal and political corruption. 
For practically every example of rottenness found anywhere in the 
United States was duplicated in the capital of the Capone mob. 

Chicago remains the jungle of criminals who walk in the foot-
steps of Al Capone. Virgil Peterson, operating director of the Chi-
cago crime commission and former FBI agent, traced the history of 
the Chicago mob from the days of Big Jim Colosimo, who "had risen 
to power and influence through the operation of a string of broth-
els." On May 11, 1920, Big Jim was bumped off. Peterson noted

that there always had been sus-
picion that the bodyguard imported 
by Colosimo from New York, John-
ny Torrio, had engineered the kill-
ing. Torrio succeeded Colosimo as 
Chicago's underworld lord. 

He, in turn, imported as his body-
guard a cold-blooded little killer 
from New York's Five Point Gang, 
a then obscure, scarfaced hood-
lum of 23 named Al Capone. For 
four years, Torrio enjoyed a bloody 
reign in Chicago, waxing high on 
the profits of prostitution, gambling, 
beer and booze, But after Torrio 
was the victim of an ambush which 
almost cost his life, he lost his 
nerve and abdicated in favor of Ca-
pone. 

With Greasy Thumb Guzik as his 
paymaster and business adviser, 
and such stalwarts as Frank Nitti, 
Paul (The Waiter) Ricca, Louis 
(Little New York) Campagna and 
the Fischetti brothers as his lieu-
tenants, Capone was able to rule ef- 
fectively. The infamous St. Valen-1 
tine's day massacre of Feb. 14, 1929, 
was an example of how Capone 

I 
dealt with opposition. In 1931, how-

! ever, Capone was cut down by 
Uncle Sam on an income-tax eva- 
sion charge and was sent to prison. 

I Frank Nitti succeeded him, but in 
1943, facing prosecution on an extor-
tion charge, Nitti was found dead 
under circumstances that indicated 
he had committed suicide. Since 
then, the mob—known to this day 
as the Capone syndicate—has been 
run pretty much by a "corpora-
tion," in which Guzik, Ricca and Ac-
cardo wield great influence. 

Although the Capone and other 
mobs, in the process of getting rich 
on the wire service, "policy wheels" 
and similar "quiet" rackets, have 
soft-pedaled bloodshed, the under-
tone of violence still is there. A 
brutal example was the murder in 
September, 1950—still unsolved—of 
former Police Lieutenant Drury be-
fore he could appear as a witness 
before our committee. 

• • • 

A wave of suspensions and res-
ignations by higher-ups in the po-
lice department followed our in-
vestigation of great wealth accu-
mulated by a number of Chicago 
police captains. 

The most highly publicized case 
was that of Capt. Daniel A. Gilbert, 
referred to by Chicago newspapers 
as "the richest cop in the world." 
Gilbert was serving as chief investi-
gator for the state attorney's office 
of Cook county, and also was the 
Democratic candidate for sheriff. 

Captain Gilbert, a well dressed, 
breezy figure, told us he estimated 
his net worth was approximately 
$360,000, and that dividends on 
stocks and bonds he currently held 
were bringing him in about $42,000 
a year.

also were in trouble with the fed-
eral government on charges of in-
come tax evasion. The claims had 
to be settled before the gangsters 
could be paroled. At this point, the 
mob stepped in, and there ensued 
events as strange as a dime novel. 

• • • 
The attorney called in to settle 

the tax case was Eugene Bernstein. 
Many years ago, Bernstein had been 
with the Internal Revenue Bureau. 
When he obtained his law license 
and left the bureau, he specialized 
in tax cases. He accumulated a list 
of clients that read like the blue 
book of the Capone syndicate. 

With information obtained with 
Tony Accardo's help, he was able 
to effect a settlement with the gov-
ernment. Campagna's case was 
settled for $90,371.49; Ricca's, for 
$36,146.50, and accumulated interest 
brought the total settlement for the 
two cases to approximately $190,000. 
This was approximately $322,000 
less than the original deficiency 
claims. Anyway, the next question 
was how to raise the money. Bern 
stein went back to the penitentiary 
to talk with his clients about it. 
"They both took the position they 
didn't owe the money and wouldn't 
pay it." 

Bernstein returned to Chicago. Al 
most immediately, he s a i d, 
strangers started walking into his 
office and leaving packages of bills, 
usually wrapped in paper, in 
amounts varying between $10,000 
and $20,000. When the first batch 
of bills came in, Bernstein told us 
(in what seemed to be a master-
piece of understatement) he was 
"taken aback."

A. "I wouldn't think of asking 
their names, because it made no dif-
ference to me . . ." 

When all was settled, Bernstein 
went to Leavenworth again to see 
the boys out of the penitentiary. At 
the Kansas City airport, Tony Gizzo, 
the mobster and alleged Mafia 
chieftain, met them and drove them 
to the penitentiary. Gizzo also ar-
ranged for airplane tickets and hotel 
suites, as needed, for the Chicago 
contingent.

We ran up against a stone wall 
when we sought to learn from Ricca 
and Campagna—and later from 
Tony Accardo—who might have 
put up the $190,000. "Why I would 
be glad to find out who did that for 
me," the white-haired, 52-year-old 
Ricca innocently told us. 

Today Ricca is a man of consider-
able substance. He told us he owns 
a home at River Forest, Ill., an 
elaborate summer house at Long 
Beach, Ind., and an 1100 acre farm 
in Kendall County, Ill. which he 
said cost him approximately $230,-
000. These assets—plus certain 
stock holdings and 'he $300,000 cash 
Ricca said he had on hand when he 
went to the penitentiary—made the 
committee look with askance on the 
story we dug up about how Ricca, 
after his parole, borrowed $80,000 
from one Hugo Bennett, formerly 
Benvenuti, a $22,500-a-year auditor 
for the Miami Beach Kennel club 
and the National Jockey club at 
Sportsman's park at Cicero, a Chi-
cago suburb.

I remarked to him, "People don't 

understand how you get hold of all 
that money." Whereupon, the nap-
tain began explaining to us all the 
details of his badge-to-riches story, 
There was a little "honest gam-
bling" on the side, but mostly it 
was done through investments in 
stocks and bonds.
