WHERE WE'D LIKE 
BELT TIGHTENING 

President Truman says that we 
have got to tighten our belts, cut 
down our personal spending, buy 
more bonds, pay more taxes. 

Just who is included in his in-
junction? 

Well, let's take a look at the re-
cord and see who is doing what. 

Citizen Truman's personal bud-
get is now more than $3,500,000 
a year. Ii includes a yacht with a 
crew of 164, and a private plane 
that costs taxpayers $120,000 a 
year to keep at his disposal. 

We've been critical of his $50,-
000.00 tax-free allowance. But 
this is pin money compared to the 
tax-free services at his disposal. 
True, some of them are for Presi-
dent Truman, but Citizen Truman 
and his' family share generously 
in them.  

And what are we citizens who 
do not live in the White House 
doing? Well, last year each one of 
us paid taxes amounting to $360, 
all of which came out of the mon-
ey we might have spent for a 
yacht . . . or for new shoes for 
the kids. 

The manner of life which is a-
vailable to Citizen Harry Truman 
would require a personal income 
of around $25,000,000 a year. The 

1 average income of the American 
family is $4,300, out of which it 
must pay roughly $1,000 in taxes. 
The figure suggests that belt tight 
ening might well start with a 
family living at 1600 Pennsylva-
nia, Washington, D. C.

Mr. Roosevelt is said to 
have visioned the foundation 
soon after his purchase arid to 
have started the campaign for its 
beginning with two hundred thou 
sand dollars. 

The President saw the once se-
cluded area which he so mucch 
loved for the last time a few 
hours before his death when he re 
quested that his attendants leave 
him for a while. Seated alone on 
the mountain ridge he looked 
down over the Georgia pines to a 
peaceful valley below.

Black marketing—the ugly racket that plagued America in 
World War II—was threatening again to become a menace. There 
was reason to suspect that' racketeering money once again was in it. 

So midway in its investigations into 'the shame of the cities," 
the Senate Crime Committee turned to this phenomenon of national 
scope. 

We singled out a particularly flagrant case, involving illegal 
sugar operations, the shoddy story of Eatsum Food Products. Eat-
sum was a candy company owned by a manufacturer David George 
Lubben, of Woodcliff Lake, N. J. Roberts St. next to Bibby's

Lubben went to New York during 

the war years to go into business 
for himself as a candy wholesaler 
a n d manufacturer. The Eatsum 
!company which he bought had not 
'been in business long enough, un-
,der OPA regulations, to have any 
appreciable sugar quota. 

; Then he met William Giglio, a 
;smart operator, and Frank Livorsi, 
an ex-convict. The pair had ac-

iquired a jelly factory with a sugar 
quota of 14,000,000 pounds a year. 
!As Lubben told us, all he could 
think was that "14,000,000 pounds 
would make me as big as Hershey." 

Soon the operator and the ex-
convict were his partners in Eat-
sum, and then came the inexorable 
finale: Lubben w a s out and they 
were in. 

Livorsi, the 47-year-old ex-con-
vict, was an admitted friend of 
such underworld characters as 
Frank Costello, Willie Moretti, and 
others. He had been arrested, ac-
cording to his own recollection, at 
least 10 times, including twice on 
homicide charges. His only convic-
tion, however, was a two-year sen-
tence for narcotics peddling. 

Could Livorsi, we asked, think 
of any legitimate business he ever 
was in before he went to jail? "I 
can't think of any legitimate busi-
ness," he suddenly replied. In 1945, 
Livorsi teamed up with smooth-talk-
ing William Giglio, then 30 years old. 
They acquired Tavern Fruit Juice, 
a jelly manufacturing business. With 
the company came the precious 
sugar quota. 

Lubben made a deal to transfer 
a 50 per cent interest in his com-
pany to Giglio and Livorsi; the sale 
price was around $40,000, but Lub-
ben claimed his new partners ac-
tually paid nothing until they had 
drawn out enough profits to effect 
a "paper" liquidation of the pur-
chase price. In exchange for half 
of his business, Lubben said, his 
new partners "were to see that I 
got some sugar." But, he mourn-
fully related, he "never got so much 
sugar that you could sweeten your 
coffee with."

certainly you h a d not $140,000 
worth.' 

"In that office that day were 
Frank Livorsi, John Ormonte and 
a couple of other people. I looked 
around there, and Giglio said, 'You 
are not going to get my money.' " 

So Lubben, letting discretion be 
the better part of valor, walked out. 
The final snapper was that he never 
got his income tax paid by his ex-
partners, either. 

William Giglio was evasive. But 
step by step Counsel Rudolph Halley 
led him through an absorbing recital 
of his career. 

His Tavern Fruit Juice Co. en-
gaged in a sharp operation. The 
years before, Giglio ex-plained, man-
ufacturers were being encouraged 
by OPA to make as much jelly as 
they could: "In 1944 fats and oils 
and butter were in short supply 
and OPA requested of all jelly man-
ufacturers to manufacture more 
spreads, more bread spreads." 

Tavern manufactured jellies from 
sugar it received under OPA allot-
ment but, again in Giglio's own 
words, "all of our imitation-flavored 
jellies were sold to a very limited 
number of customers, only the top 
customers in the country." These 
customers, it developed, were large 
cookie manufacturers, short on 
sugar themselves, who were buying 
Tavern's products as "baker's jel-
ly" and paying, as Halley charged, 
a "premium price." 

At the time he testified, Giglio 
(his own corporation in bankruptcy 
and under investigation by the In-
ternal Revenue Bureau) had found 
a new position as general manager, 
he said, of a pharmaceutical firm. 

All throughout our investigations, 
the committee discovered evidence 
of infiltration of legitimate business 
fields by crimesters and their as-
sociates. We saw it in Chicago, 
where Joe Fusco, once labeled a 
"public enemy" by t h e Chicago 
Crime Commission became one of 
the cit'y's largest wholesale liquor 
dealers. We saw it in Miami, where 
hoodlums took over hotels. The 
committee found more than 70 sep-
arate types of businesses into which 
countless hoodlums had infiltrated.

Soon a number of things began 

to happen, all of which added up 
to grief for Lubben. Giglio insisted 
that Eatsum move out of its modest 
offices and into "a regular Holly-
wood suite." 

There was an infiltration into the 
firm of characters such as Big John 
Ormonte, who had been in jail with 
Livorsi, and another chap identified 
as "Big Louie," who wore a "race-
track suit" and scared off the wom-
en buyers. Lubben said he heard 
that Frank Costello, the New York 
underworld king, w a s the "real 
boss" of the Giglio organization. 
Whether it was true, Lubben never 
found out, but he did see Costello 
with Giglio and Livorsi. 

• • • 
Lubben was no angel. He con-

fessed that he set up arrangements 
for buying corn syrup by making 
under-the-table black market pay-
ments to farmers and selling it on 
the same basis. Everything was 
done for cash and, in five months 
of 1945, more than $400,000 in cash 
was received from these transac-
tions, Lubben testified. 

The money was kept in '"a little 
green cash box" hidden in "a panel 
in back of the bar in the wall" of 

• • • 

This pattern is a familiar and of-
ten a vicious one. It begins with the 
hoodlum finding himself with more 
money than he knows what to do 
with, accrued, of course, from his 
illegal ventures. 

A good example is Newark gang-
ster Abner (Lonnie) Swillman, con-
fessed rum-runner and strong-arm 
man of the prohibition era, named 
by former District Attorney William 
O'Dwyer of Brooklyn as one of the 
old leaders of "The Combination" 
which ran "Murder, Inc." 

Zwillman wound up the prohibition 
era with a fortune. Now he is a 
participant in a tobacco vending, 
machine company, a truck sales and 
parts agency, a trading company 
that buys and sells auto equipment 
and used machinery, another com-
pany that deals in scrap iron, and 
a company that places and operates 
some 700 washing machines in 
apartment buildings. 

He also has investments held for 
him in the names of other persons. 
He declined to give us information 
about these because "sometimes my 
name kills a deal." 

None of us on the Committee 
would deny the right of an honestly 
repentent wrong-doer. 	But there 
was too much evidence before us 
of the unreformed hoodlum gaining 
control of a legitimate business, 
then utilizing all his old mob tricks 
—strong-arm methods, bombs, even 
murder—to secure advantages over 
legitimate competitors. All too often 
such competition either ruins legiti-
mate business men, or drives them 
into emulating or merging with the 
gangsters.

The hoodlums also are clever at 

concealing ownership of their busi-
ness investments. A legitimate busi-
ness is a very convenient front for 
a gambler or criminal. It can be 
used as a "cover" for the profits of 
his illegal operations, enabling him 
to defraud the government of taxes. 

Another drawback is the basic 
unwholesomeness of having gang-
sters in control of companies that 
perform vital services or distribute 
necessary commodities to the pub-
lic. 

I, for one, do not like to think 
of food products necessary to .he 
health of my children, or of medi-
cine that can mean life or death 
to a great many people, coming 
from plants controlled by gangsters 
whose code of ethics is the j  dollar 
sign.

and distribution increase rapidly 
as the volume of gas decreases. 
This is a direct sign in big let-
ters which anyone should be able 
to read and understand. 

In recent years the switch to 
natural gas for home heating has 
been phenomenal. CorAumers ev-
erywhere look on it as the best 
fuel bargain. It is so desirable 
that last year in Salt Lake City 
5,000 waited all night in front of 
the gas company office to file ap-
plications to use it. In Detroit, 
106,000 consumers applied for gas 
for home heating in a 7-month 
period. In the Chicago area, 90,-
000 would-be consumers were on 
the waiting list for space heating 
connections. 

These consumers who wish to 
enjoy the blessings of natural gas 
should be able to get natural gas, 
and would get it but for the arti-
ficial barrier raised between the 
producer and the consumer by the 
threat of federal regulation. The 
proved natural gas reserves of the 
United States are estimated to be 
in excess of 185 trillion cubic feet. 
In terms of energy they exceed 
our reserves of oil. Furthermore, 
in spite of rapidly mounting pro-
duction our proved reserves of gas 
have increased each year. 

The advocates of federal regu-
lation maintain that the price pro 
ducers and gatherers receive for 
their natural gas must be feder-
ally controlled to protect the con- 
sumer against high prices. On the 
surface, any talk about keeping 
prices down is sweet music to con 
sumer ears in this era of inflated 
prices. What is -the necessity `'.or 
controlling the prices of produc-
ers and gatherers? Will it help or 
will it hurt the consumer? 

Most consumers know the a-
mount of their monthly gas bill, 
but not how little of it goes to 
the producer and gatherer to com 
pensate him for all the risks in-
volved in finding, producing, and 
gathering the gas the consumer 
burns. Let me illustrate the point 
My company produces and gath-
ers gas in the Texas Panhandle 
which it sells to Michigan-Wiscon 
sin Pipeline Co. for 8.10 per thou-
sand cubic feet. Michigan-Wiscon-
sin transports the gas to the state 
of Wisconsin and sells it at the 
city gates to local distributors for 
311/2 0. In 1950, the local distri-
butor in Madison, the capitol city 
sold this gas _to the home consum-
ers for an average price of $1.67 
per thousand cubic feet. In Mil-
waukee the consumer paid $1.43, 
and in Racine $2.18. Phillips the 
producer and gatherer, receives 
only one-seventeenth 	one- 
twenty-seventh of what the home

"I would like to set the record 
straight as to wriat federal, regu-
lation of natural gas producers 
and gatherers would do to the 
consuming public. Because of the 
ocean of words that washes over 
us daily, it has become customary 
to discount what a man says a-
bout his own business. Neverthe-
less, I feel impelled to clarify the 
facts and to expose the fallacies 
of the federal control advocates. 

Present and prospective natu-
ral gas consumers have been led 
to believe that producers and ga- 0  
therers have been trying to vic-
timize them in a "billion dollar 
gas grab." They have been told 
that federal control of producers 
and gatherers of natural gas is 
essential to protect their interest. 

There is not a word of truth in 
this and it is high time the facts 
were made known. 

The public interest, is being 
threatened—yes. But not by the 
gas producers and gatherers. It is 
being threatened by the self-sty-
led "champions of the consumer" 
—those unthinking, misinformed, 
or deliberately misleading colum-
nists, commentators, politicians, 
and even a few municipal, state 
and federal officials who sopnsor 
federal control of natural gas pro-
duction. They are trying to hood-
wink the public into believing 
that federal control will mean 
more gas at lower prices, where-
as actually it would mean less 
gas at higher prices. 

The federal control planners be-
lieved they had found the way to 
control gas producers and gather-
ers through a misinterpretation 
of the Natural Gas Act of 1938 
which set up federal regulation of 
the interstate pipe line compan-
ies. I say misinterpretation be-
cause Congress had no intention 
of controlling gas Producers and 
gatherers and said so specifically 
in the Act. But during the past 
few years the federal planners 
have maintained that the word-
ing of the Act can be interpreted 
to mean that producers and gath-
erers are subject to control when 
they sell their gas to pipe line

1950 restating and clarifying its 
earlier language and unequivocal-
ly exempting producers and gath-
erers from control. This bill, how-
ever, was vetoed by the President 
The Federal Power Commission 
has conducted a two and one-half 
year investigation to determine 
whether Phillips Petroleum Com-
pany is subject to its jurisdiction. 
In August of this year, after a 
seven-week hearing with 6,000 
pages of testimony, the Commis-
sion decided by a 4 to 1 majority 
that producers and gatherers such 
as Phillips are not subject to its 
control. The decision probably 
will be appealed to the courts. 

MeanwhilQ the natural gas pro 
ducer and gatherer remains un-
certain as to where or when the 
hand of federal control may reach 
out to seize his business. He is 
further disturbed by the fear that 
control of his gas production 
would result in direct control of 
his oil production, because they 
are inseparably entwined. These 
uncertainties have erected an arti-
ficial barrier between the con-' 
sumer and, the producer, threaten 
ing to impede the free flow of 
natural gas from the producing 
to the consuming states. If selling 
his gas for use outside the pro-
ducing state may make him lia-
ble to federal control;  then the 
gas producer pr'efers to sell his 
gas at home. This is not some-
thing that may happen. It is some 
thing that is happening. Gas pro- 
ducers and gatherers, large and 
small, today are seeking other 
buyers instead of selling their 
gas for export from the state. If 
the mere threat of federal con-
trol is already drying up new 
sources of gas for interstate mar-
kets, what will happen if federal 
control becomes an actuality? It 
will mean not only less gas for 
the interstate consumer, but high-
er prices for the gas he does get, 

tated by 
crats. 

There is another fact that few 
home consumers realize — and 
certainly the planners do not 
point this out to them. Substan-
tially all new gas reserves are dis 
covered by the unregulated pros 
ducers and gatherers, not by the 
regulated natural gas companies. 
The search for oil and gas is both 
competitive and hazardous. There 
are more than 20,000 producing 
companies seeking to out-guess 
each other as to where new fields 
will be found. Only one of every 
nine exploratory wells finds oil or 
gas, and the cost of each explor-
atory well ranges from $15,000 to 
$1,500,000. The profits of a single 
success must pay for numerous 
failures and provide the capital 
necessary to continue exploring to 
replace exhausted reserves. The 
freedom to explore and the free-
dom of producers to compete with !  
each other in this exploration is 
why America has more gas and• 
oil than any other nation in the 
world. Such freedom is the guar-
antee that as a nation we will 
continue to progress. 

Greater Kansas City is justly 
proud of its industrial empire, and 
Phillips 66 is proud to be a part 
of that empire. More than 1,500 
local employees operate our 65,000 
barrel a day refinery, large lub-
ricating oil plant, terminals of 
crude oil and products pipe lines 
and sales and distribution facili-
ties. The recent floods have dealt 
Kansas City industry a body blow 
and there is no tribute too high 
to be paid its citizens for the man- 
;ler in which they so valiantly 
are repairing the damage. Never-
theless, immediate circumstances 
must not obscure the problem of 
Kansas City's future gas supply 
which is equally important to its 
industrial progress. 

So long as the threat of fed 
eral control hangs over the heads 
of natural gas producers, Kansas 
City's industrial future will re-
main in jeopardy. New industry 
and expansion of existing indus-
try will pass Kansas City by in 
favor of locations in gas produc-
ing states where the gas supply 
is not imperiled by this threat. All 
interstate industrial markets for 
natural gas—of whiche 	Kansas 
City is one of the largest— must 
face the facOthat they are com-
peting with the rapidly expand-
ing industrial markets in the pro-
ducing states. Kansas City, con-
fronted as it is with an industrial 
crisis, should be in the forefront 
of he fight against federal regu-, 
lation so that new supplies of na-
tural gas will not be driven from 
its gates. 

Instead, surprising as it may 
seem to some of you, Kansas City 
has been 'playing a leading part • 
in the effort to establish federal 
control of natural gas production. 
To further that end it has offi-
cially intervened in talc Phillips 
proceeding before the Federal Po-
wer Commission. It is thereby aid 
ing in erecting a barrier between 
its isources of gas supply and its 
industries. It is choking off the 
life-blood of its industrial pro-
gress! 

Consumers in Kansas City and 
elsewhere outside the producing 
states must heed these facts. They 
must realize that their best inter-
ests lie in an unregulated produc-
ing industry competing vigorously 
in the search for and development 
of the new reserves which alone 
will assure them adequate sup-
plies of gas. Federal control of 
the producer and gatherer— the 
touted road to a plentiful supply 
of gas at depression prices—is in 
reality but a sugar-coated route 
to less gas at higher prices. I am 
positive that an informed public 
will not permit itself to be vic-
timized by those who tell them 
otherwisc 

ther. Suppose my company recei-
ved nothing at all for the gas it 
produces, gathers, and sells Mi-
chigan-Wisconsin. How much 
would the home consumer save 
on his monthly bill? 14.4a in Ra-
cine, 21.61 in Milwaukee, and 
23.70 in Madison—in no instance 
more than 6 percent of his bill. 
Does it not seem odd that these 
so-called "champions of the 'con-
sumer" should single out the pro-
ducers of natural gas .for control 
when they receive such a nig-
gardly portion of what the con-
sumer pays? 

Long distance interstate gas 
transmiVon lines came into being 
to provide markets for large vol-
umes of natural gas _ for which 
there was no Market in the pro-
ducing states of the Southwest. 
In recent years; however, great 
new markets have spung up in 
this area. These markets include 
not on '-y industrial plants which 

luse gas for fuel, but in addition 
1new perochemical plants which 
use it also as a basic raw material 
Ten years ago, the petrochemical 
industry was in its infancy in the 
gas producing states of Arkansas, 
Louisiana, Oklahoma and Texas. 
Today there are 720 plants in this 
area using natural gas to make all 
sorts of chemicals such as plastics 
synthetic fibers, fertilizers, ammo 
nia, alcohol„ benzene, and toulene 
In Texas alone, there are 434 such 
plants representing an investment 
of more than one billion dollars. 

These plants have a tremendous 
gas consuming capacity. For ex-
ample, my company operates a 
synthetic rubber plant near Bor-
ger, Texas, which uses more gas 
per day than all of the home con-
sumers in Kansas City, Missouri. 
Ammonia plants in the South-
west consume more than 400 mil-
lion cubic feet of gas a day —
enough to supply eleven cities the 
size of Milwaukee. A plant of Car
