AIR RAID Instructions 

Fire prevention is an important part of civil defense. If 
n enemy attacks this country, his bombs, whether they be 
tomic, high explosive. or incendiary, will cause more damage 
y fire than they will by blast. Hence, anything done to 
ake it hard for fires to start is a step towards preparing 
our community to protect itself if war comes. 
The majority of all fires start in*chimneys. Others are caused by 

rusted or cracked pipes and fit-
tings. Look over your heating sys- 
tem now. If your chimney needs 
it, clean it out. If the furnace 
pipes and connections are cracked 
and rusted, replace them. 

Teach your family not to put 
magazines, papers, or clothing on 
radiators or near open flames. 
Don't hang flimsy curtains near 
your kitchen stove. Don't allow 
lamp shades to come in contact 
with light bulbs. Remember that 
such things don't have to touch 
flame to burn. They will catch fire 
simply because they are too close 
to the heat for too long. 

Gasoline, benzine, naptha, and 
similar fluids should never be used 
indoors. When mixed with air, 
their vapors can be ignited by the 
spark of a light switch or an 
electric fan, or the tiny flame of a 
pilot light. Keep such fluids in 
tightly closed metal containers 
outside your home. 

And remember: oil-soaked rags, 
especially rags that have been 
used to spread quick-drying liquids 
such as turpentine, paint thinners, 
and some furniture polishes, can 
catch fire by themselves. Oily rags 
shoud be stored in air-tight metal 
containers. It is best to keep them 
outside the house.

major avenue of inquiry. The syn-
dicate, which itself admitted that it 
grossed $26,000,000 in 1948, w a s 
started in Miami Beach in 1944 by 
five "local" boys. 

For a long time, the S & G mo-
nopoly over Miami Beach bookmak-
ing was almost 100 per cent com-
plete. Even the then-powerful Frank 
Erickson, who had paid $45,000 for 
a three-month bookmaking conces-
sion at Meyer Schine's luxurious 
Roney Plaza hotel, came to grief 
when he attempted to buck it. 
Schine, after he broke off an ar-
rangement with S & G and made the 
contract with Erickson, was visited 
by Detective Pat Perdue of the 
Miami Beach police. Schine said 
that Perdue told him he should not 
let the contract go to Erickson. 

The hotel man made the mistake, 
he said, of defying Perdue. In two 
weeks, Perdue raided the Erickson-
Roney Plaza book out of business. 
Next year, Schine explained, the 
concession was leased "to some-
body who was supposed to be as-
sociated with the S&G . . ." 

• • • 
There was only one flaw in the 

S&G's highly efficient operation. 
It became so profitable that it 
aroused the cupidity of the pros-
perous crimesters from Chicago 
who, in the approved manner of 
upper bracket - hoodlumdom, win-
tered on beautiful Miami Beach, 
soaking up the sun on their daily 
walks from hotel to horse parlor. 

Then, as our Committee recon-
structed the story, the ubiquitous 
and sinister partnership of Guzik 
& Accardo entered the picture. It is 
the Committee's contention that 
Guzik & Accardo acting for the 
Chicago - Capone Syndicate, d i s -
patched Harry Russell, a Chicago 
gambler to S&G early in 1949. 

Understandably devoted to their 
$26,000,000 business, the S&G part-
ners didn't want to be "muscled." 
They declined. The Chicago interests 
were disappointed but gentlemanly 
about it. Nothing crude transpired. 

Their Mr. Russell simply began 
building up a syndicate of his own, 
and bookies at a number of plush 
hotels, dominated by the Chicago 
mob, flocked over to Russell.

Let us begin with the story of 
Walter Clark, sheriff since 1933 of 
neighboring Broward County, of 
which prosperous Fort Lauderdale 
is the seat. In Sheriff Clark's baili-
wick, there were three notorious 
gambling joints. Among the out-of-
state racketeers said to be associat-
ed with them—as well as in Miami 
casinos — were t h e infamous Joe 
Adonis, the brothers Meyer and 
Jake Lansky, Vincent (Jimmy Blue-
Eyes) Alo, and bookmaker Frank 
Erickson (since imprisoned), all of 
New York City and New Jersey; 
'and, from Detroit, Joe Massei and 
William G. Bischoff, alias Lefty 
Clark. 

I asked Clark why he violated his 
oath of office by ever letting them 
operate. He gave the brazen reply: 

"I was elected on the liberal tick-
et, and the people want it and they 
enjoy it" 

Clark went on to reveal he had 
been well acquainted with gambler 
Jake Lansky for 12 or 15 years and 
that Lansky among others, "con-
tributes to the campaign." 

We queried Sheriff Clark about 
his various investments. He men-
tioned a good number, b u t one 
'which he did not name was a one-
quarter interest in the Broward 
Novelty Co. The company, as the 
committee noted in a report to the 
senate, "operates an illegal bolita 
(a Cuban 'numbers' lottery) and 
slot machine business." 

I taxed Sheriff Clark with his 
,failure to tell us about the novelty 
company business when we exam-
ined him the first time. His reply 
'was, "I never thought about it at 
the time." 

In Miami (Dade County), we 

y looked into the activities of James 
A. (Smiling Jimmy) Sullivan, a 

'former traffic policeman who had 
been sheriff since January, 1945. 
The voluble Jimmy, who wasn't 
smiling much toward the end of his 
examination, admitted that his as-
sets jumped from $2,500 to approxi-
mately $70,000 during his five years 
in office.

Next, Governor Warren's crime 
investigator, W. 0. Cr o s b y, ap-
peared. Here things get a little 
complicated: His friend, Russell, 
Crosby conceded to us, started feed-
ing h i m information on various 
books that he might raid, and Cros-
by started raiding them. All were 
places operated by S&G bookies. 

Finally came the crusher: S&G 
was buying its wire service from 
the local distributor of the same 
Continental Press that already had 
undergone the experience of being 
squeezed by Guzik and Accardo. 
This service was abruptly shut off, 
leaving S&G paralyzed. 

In just about 10 days, the S&G 
partners took another look at Harry 
Russell and decided they had been 
wrong. They decided to recapitalize 
their business—though they admit-
ted to us that they really did not 
need any capital—and to let Russell 
have one-sixth interest. The price 
they asked for this one-sixth in-
terest in a business that had grossed 
$26,000,000 the previous year was 
$20,000. 

At the same time Mr. Russell 
bought into the S&G for $20,000, the 
S&G "boys" happened to buy a 
boat named the Clari-Jo. The price 
of the Clan-Jo happened to be $20,-
000, and the owner of the boat—lots 
of coincidences here— just happened 
to be Tony Accardo. 

Accardo, when we had him in 
the witness chair later, refused re-
peatedly to answer questions about 
it, Finally, however, Senator Wiley 
innocently inquired, "Who baptized 
that name, Clari-Jo? Accardo, mo-
mentarily off-guard, replied. "That 
is my wife's first name and my 
middle name." As spectators roared 
with merriment, t h e crestfallen 
hoodlum rubbed his jaw with the 
hand that has a dove tattooed be-
tween the thumb and trigger-finger,  

"I fell into that one!" he blurted. 
Guzik and Accardo's 1949 tax re-

turn showed a loss of $7,252 due to 
"S&G Service." 

Anyway, t h e S&G squeeze hit 
lemons instead of the jackpot. The 
combination of the senate commit-
tee's disclosures and the opposition 
of the law-abiding elements in Mi-
ami Beach finally generated a heat 
that even the powerful S&G syndi-
cate could not cool off. Abruptly, 
"the boys," without consulting their 
Chicago associate, Mr. Russell, de-
cided to go out of business.

on the witness stand, the committee, 
in its report, h a d to conclude: 
"Much of Sullivan's testimony was 
vague and evasive and the com-
mittee does not consider it credi-
ble." The fantastic aftermath, how-
ever, was this: 

After a grand jury indicted Sul-
livan, charging him with neglect 
of duty, failing to enforce gambling 
laws, and permitting deputies to 
accept bribes, Governor Fuller War-
ren, in October, 1950, suspended him 
from office. Early in April, 1951, 
however, the indictment having been 
dismissed on a technicality, t h e 
Governor reinstated him—just be-
fore the state senate was scheduled 
to take action which observers be-
lieve would have made Sullivan's 
removal permanent. 

A tragic sidelight was told us 
by George Patton, who, after serving 
his country honorably in World War 
II, became a Miami Beach police-
man and later a deputy. He de-
clared he had intended to be an 
honest officer but soon "learned 
that law enforcement didn't always 
operate the way I thought it did." 

Patton said that when he later 
became a deputy of Sheriff Sullivan, 
he collected "close to $50,000" in 
bribes over a period of nine months 
for protecting gambling on Miami 
Beach. He was the "bag man," or 
collector, h-  said.

erations of mobsters. One was the 
Sands hotel operated jointly by Al-
fred (Big• Al) Polizzi, one - time 
Cleveland mobster and Dave Glass 
and Benny Street, both of whom 
had convictions in Philadelphia as 
horse-book operators. 	We a 1 s o 
learned from questioning Polizzi that 
his good friend, John Angersola, 
silently held half of Polizzi's 25 per 
cent interest in the Sands. Anger-
sola, in addition to interests in the 
Wofford and the Sands, had a piece 
of still another mob-favored hotel, 
the Grand.

The answer is, of course, that 
news stories are easier to read, 
better understood, take less space. 
when they are written . to conform 
to a somewhat flexible pattern. That 
style, developed over the years, is 
fairly uniform in all newspapers 
because it was designed to evaluate 

news value and 
and clearly. 

A well writ-
t e n, 	straight 
news story pre-
sents its out-
standing infor-

mation In the opening paragraph, 
or lead. What follows after that is 
amplification, additional details. 

There are excellent reasons why 
news story style is best, among 
them: (1) The reader can quickly 
read the lead, and quit there if the 
story fails to interest him or her. 
(2) It permits cutting or reducing 
the length of a story, to get it into 
a particular place in the paper, by 
eliminating from the bottom. As 
these bottom paragraphs contain 
less important details, their re-
moval will not seriously reduce the 
information the story is conveying. 

The editor tries to pack his pa-
per with as much news as he can 
get, written in clear, readable style, 
and arranged to give the paper a 
varied and attractive appearance. 
Yet he cannot prepare the entire 
content of an issue in an hour or a 
day.

to Fit 	setting type, 
The Space 	putting the type 

in the page 
forms, and printing, addressing and 
delivering take time, they must 
start early enough to conclude at 
a specified time each issue. If news 
stories are not written so they can 
be made to fit the space assigned 
to them, much time will be lost and 
the paper will contain fewer stories 
and be less interesting. 

The editor is a specialist whose 
stock-in-trade is an understanding 
of what interests people. He wel-
comes news and does his best to 
present it in accurate, readable, in-
teresting form. 

Next time you bring in a news 
item, and it is "changed all 
around", remember that it was re-
written into news style to help you 
make it of interest to the greatest 
possible number of readers of the

Adequate Rat Control 
Through Use of Poison 

While there are several impor-
tant measures in ridding a farm of 
:rats, use of poison is the first step. 
Red squill and warfarin are recom-
mended for this purpose. 

Any poison program against rats 
ought to be combined with a gen-
eral cleanup of the farmstead to 
eliminate hiding and breeding 
'places. Ratproofing of buildings 
will keep the pests out and simplify 
the rat problem. It is best to observe 
a community control campaign, so 
the pests will not move from one 
farm to another, as so often hap-
pens. 

In poisoning rats, mix the poison 
in different kinds of food. Put this 
;bait out in small bunches—a tea-
spoonful at a• place. Be sure to put 
it where the rats feed, so it will 
be found easily. Don't put it in the 
burrows. Bait the whole farm with 
enough bait for all the rats. Put the 
bait out in the afternoon, then pick 
up any uneaten particles the next 
morning. Use fresh food for the 
bait. 

Moistened rolled oats, fresh bread, 
cornmeal, meat scraps, hamburger, 
fresh or canned fish, apples, car-
rots, tomatoes and cheese all make 
good baits. 

Red squill is an excellent poison, 
is safe to use and will not injure 
farm animals. Warfarin is the new-
est rat poison available and is also 
safe to use. Rats and mice can not, 
detect this poison in the bait and! 
will continue eating it. 

There are other poisons but more 
care must be taken in their use. 
Antu is one of these, but this poison 
will kill farm animals and chickens. 

ASK ABOUT OUR CHRISTMAS LAY-AWAY PLAN 

Many artificially bred calves 
now found on Eastland County 
farms were sired by the famous 
bull Estella D Benedictine of R 
V better known as J-2 according 
to A Z Myrick, Cisco, president 
of the Eastland County Dairy As-
sociation whose organization spon 
son this work. 

The bull has been in service on 
the North Texas Artificial Breed-
ing Farm near Dallas for some-
time and has sired over 10,000 
calves, Clyde Hickson, Cisco, ar-
tificial breeding technician for 
the organization was informed 
recently. 

The bull has seven superior 
sires in his pedigree and has de-
monstrated that he can transmit 
both production and type Hick-
man said. Many of his artificially 
bred daughters are milking five 
gallons of milk per day with 
their first calf it was reported. 

Any daiiry owner within a ra-
dius of 30 miles from Cisco may 
have his animal bred to this fa-
maous bull or to another one e-
qually as good or to a Guernsey, 
Holstein, or Shorthorn bull by 
calling 605W Cisco. 

The fee for such service is very 
reasonable, $6 for the first insem-
ination and fifty cents for each re 
peat if necessary. Owners should 
phone in for such service by 10 
o'clock A. M. on the day they 
wish such service as Hickson 
makes up his day's route after re-
ceiving the morning calls for ser 
vice reauested. They are asked to 
give their  name, directions as to 
how to reach the place and whe-
ther they want to breed the cow 
to a Holstein; Guernsey, Jersey, 
or Shorthorn bull.
