Provide Many Scholarships

wpirit of Babe Ruth wstill lives,

Motivating force behind the sus-
fained drive to perpetuate Babe
Ruth's memory Is the Babe Ruth
Foundation, an organization orig-
inally founded to foster and spom-
sor baseball “among the kids in
Ameriea ™

If present plans malarialize, the
foundation eventually will gramt
25,000 awards throughout the pub-
lic and private schools in Amerfea

“We are planning to give an
award In each high school to the
boy or girl who has coniributed
the moat to good sportsmanship
throughout the year, by vols of the
student body.” a wspokesman for
the foundation says. "It will be
known as the Babe Ruth Bports-
manship Award.

The foundation idea was originat-
od by the Babe 15 months before
he died. And he was the first te
contribule.

For years it has been sald in
bold type that baseball did little

I know
I will. But it seems to be pretty gen-
erally acknowledged that the Centennisl
deserves mome whoop-te-do, and that if
we're going to make s real oldtime cele
bratlon out of it. we might as well go
whole hog. So, |f whiskers help creale Lhe
1848 spirit, let’s go.

At first giaoce, the women folks might
not like this idea. But they, tdp, onght to
epler inte the spirit of the tmes and
encourage the spouse to at least try a
goatee or some mutton chops. Naturally,
this beard attempt has to be [airly uni-
versal or it won't achleve Its purpose,
There may be some “shaver's permits,”
which would permit a guy to keep on us
ing & razor every day, for a fee. But loo
many shouldn’t take out such a license.

After all, the military men ol 100 years
ago and most of the emigranis of the
time were well covered with brush efthor
from vanily or from necessity, And It
seema {vplical of frontier times thal the
males should demonstrate their manhood
with beards.

It seems only falr to report that the
growing of beards and whiskers Is not as
unimporfant as one might think. The En-
cyclopedia Britannica, 1 found, devotes no
less than a page and a hall to beards, ex-
ploring the historical aspecls of the cus-

tom In comsiderable detail. The Britan-
nica says that Adam was, by tradition,
created with a beard.
