PEANUT BRITTLE PIE

Pastry chefs call that day bless
ed when some genius of the cul-
inary department placed apples,
peaches, or pumpkins between
two layers of crust or pastry,
baked the concoction, and called
it pie - but they had yet to hear
of the glorious addition to the
pie kingdom.

That is Peanut Brittle Pie.

This is the pie that a football
player, or an athlete of asy kind,
likes to get his teeth irf; sink ’em
in and keep ’'em there.

Well, to Lelp mother out, and
put her at the top of the pie-
making mothers of the nation,
here is the way peanut brittle
pie- goes into production.

2 egg yolks and whites

3|4 cup brown sugar

1 envelope of gelatine

2 tbsp sugar

3/4 cup peanut brittle, crushed

Beat egg yolks with brown
sugar and add to scalded milk.
