When the legislature made it a
law to have a registered license
Liggett told me he would let me
have his books and teach me an
hour each day. Well, he did and
that’s the way I got my college
education. ‘Pretty reasonable.
Didn’t take much time or money
either.”

The Fosters had a/ son, Her-
man, who for years followed in
his father’s footsteps as a drug-
gist. Death came for him sudden
ly some years past. His young
daughter, now a lady grown,
comes now and then to share the
light-hearteness of her youth.

Folks about town, off and on,
have had Doc selling out for fif-
teen years. He sure could have
had a long “Going Out of Busi-
ness Sale.” But Doc is still going
strong. He doesn’t know how
many years are ahead of him
and the rest of the town doesn’t
know how many years are be-
hind him.

President Eisenhower in  his|
first Mesasge to the Congress|
said in effect, “We are going to

In that simple declaration is|
rexpressed a feeling which many
of us have shared for a long time
Almost everyone has had some
thing to say about the Message.
One of the shortest comments
came from a Southern newspap-
er editor who became so wound
up on what the President had
said that finally he threw up his
editorial hands in despair and|
wrote a one-word column,
‘Amen Brother.”

Although my space here is
short, I would not be content to
simply add another “Amen” with
out qualification. While a few of
his points are not entirely agree
able with my own views, his dom
inant and hopeful theme should
bring encouragement to the
hearts of all of us who seek re-
lief from the “gimme” attitude
and the “something for nothing”
philosophy of Federal Govern-
ment which has taken roots 1n
this Country in recent years.

In short, the President has
promised to work for a far-reach
ing program of decentralization
of Government authority and re-
sponsibility. He stressed the,
need and necessity for each "po-|
litical subdivision - community,
county, and State - to assume
the authority which it has to
look after its own needs, and for
each citizen to do the same. He
left the multiple problems of de-
centralizing Government square-
ly in the hands of the American
people.

As everyone knows, at least a
part of the responsibility for the
enormous transfer of Govern-
mental authority from local and
State hands into the Federal Gov
ernment has come about because
of th willingness of many to sac-
rifice the old American principle
of self-reliance, initiative, oppor
tunity, and reward, for the sake|
of security. In the last several
vears the Congress has gradually
yielded much of its power and
responsibility to the Executive

Cases and instances can be cited
on which a fair conclusion can
be drawn that our Constitution

As self-government in the!
States, counties, and cities has
diminished and moved to Wash-
ington, there has been a related
decrease in participation by the
individual citizen in his Govern-
ment. We cannot traasfer authori
ity and responsibility away from
home without in turn losing in-
terest, and ultimately, participa-
tion in Governmental affairs. ]

Now the President promises to
soft-pedal the Federal Govern-
ments role in many fields - agri
culture, labor, business, social
welfare, and even foreign aid.
The program he outlined in his
speech is not the expression of
theory alone, but is practical, be-
cause it calls for a wholehearted
resumption of responsibility by
the individual citizen. |

Examples of the President's
resolution to reduce big Govern-
ment are found in numerous
places in his address to the Con-
gress.

In the sphere of labor rela-
tions. for example, he made it
plain that ‘“American labor and
American business can best re-
solve their wage problems across
the bargaining table. Govern-
ment should refrain from sitting
in with them unless, In extreme
cases, the public welfare requir-
es protection.”

He extorted State and local
groups and organizations of citi-
zens to “restrain themselves in
their demands upon Congress for
funds.”

Abandoning his earlier con-
cept of “full parity” for farmers,
the President said in his speech
that “full parity” must be sought
“in ways that minimize Govern-
mental interference in the farm-
er’s affairs. . .and encourage far-
mers to use initiative in meeting
changing economic conditions.”

In foreign aid programs, the
President called for greater initi-
ative on the part of our  allies
whom we have sought to help.
“The needed unity of Western
Europe cannot be manufactured
from without,” he declared.

The President’s address re-
minded us that man throughout
the ages has sought security, and
upon attaining it, has wound up
losing some of his freedoms. The
oyster, enclosed in its shell, has
the highest degree of security.
On the other hand, the eagle
exists by his own initiative and
self-reliance, foraging for food
and building his own nest in the
rocks. One has security. The
other has not. Yet when our
founding fathers sought an ap-
propriate emblem for the young
United States, they chose the
eagle .- not the oyster.
