Rates Announced 

There will be a change in local 
Postoffice boxes beginning July 1, 
1953. Small boxes rentiing now 
for 60 cents will be 90 cents. 

Larger boxes renting for 75 
cents will be $1.10. 

Large boxes renting for $1.00 
will be $1.50. 

The basic schedule now in ef-
fect has not been changed since 
1907 and the increased charges 
are made to conform with increas 
ed cost of providing the equip-
ment and maintainiing the serv-
ice. It is believed that patrons 
generally will recognize that this 
is a proper step.

underneath part of the car. At 
3 m.p.h., the forward motion of 
the car creates a small wave 
running ahead of the front 
bumper, with control of the ve-
hicle greatly improved. 

When you encounter an inun-
dated highway, slow your car 
down.and approach with caution. 
As a safety tip, on driving 
through flooded areas, remember 
to try out your brakes at slow 
speed immediately after reach-
ing dry ground. When wet brakes 
do not respond to pedal action, 
hold brake-pedal down moder-
ately with left foot, while right 
foot feeds enough power to carry 
car forward and dry out brakes. i  ' 
This action, over a few hundred 
yards, should restore your brakes 
to safe driving condition. 

Although today's automobile 
has progressed far beyond the 
point where a severe spring rain 
will stall the engine, it still is 
not an amphibious vehicle. 

Failure of the engine to bring 
you through normal flood waters, 
which might cover highways, can 
be attributed mostly to water on 
the ignition system caused by 
splashing. Today's engines are 
better equipped to combat exces-
sive moisture and driving through 
water, by the use of such things 
as improved rubber housings on 
the spark plug terminals. 

These pictures show the splash 
effect when a car "plows" into 
a seven-inch depth on a flooded 
highway.

The Russian potash has been 
coming into the United States at 
East Coast ports,p such as Boston, 
Mass; New York City; Wilming 
t o n, Delaware; Philadelphia, 
Penn; Baltimore, Md; Norfolk, Va 
Charleston, South Carolina; Sa 
vannah, Georgia; and Jackson 
ville, Florida. 

For many years the United 
States depended on foreign coun 
tries, primarily Germany, for our 
potash suplies. Now, however, the 
domestic industry has developed 
to the point where it can met all 
foreseeable domestic demands. 

Testimony for the romestic com 
panies was presented to the Con 
gressional hearing by George E 
Petitt, vice president of the Pot 
ash Company of America, who 
appeared as spokesman for his 
own and four other major New 
Mexico producers. Ninety percent 
of the United States potash is 
produced in the Carlsbad area of 
New Mexico. 

Mr Petitt stressed the fact that 
the Aknerican potash industry 
was not asking protection against 
any fair competition, but pointed 
out that Russian potash produc 
tion is a state monoply which has 
neither to make a profit, pay tax 
es, nor pay labor a fair wage. 

"If the pursuit of this policy 
means sales for an indefinite per 
iod of time below costs of produc 
tion, that means nothing to the 
Communists," Mr Petitt declared. 
"They can ignore economic laws 
which we must obey if we are to 
survive. 

"And the record proves that 
they do," he added. "They gouge, 
the American user when supplies 
are short - - they undercut the 1 
American producer when that! 
suits their purpose. 	 1 

"In addition, I am absolutely 
certain no loyal American farm- 
er wants to buy fertilizer con- 
taining Russian potash when he 
knows the dollars thus taken in 
will go to buy war materials for 
possible use against American 
boys."

"Lay that whiskey down, babe" 
if you've got it in mind for snake 
bite. Whiskey speeds the flow of 
blood, increasing the spread of 
poison through the body, and de-
presses the part of the brain al-
ready slowed down by the venom. 

If there are only surface scratch 
es and no swelling, discoloration, 
or general reaction, the snake pro 
bably was nonpoisonous, and the 
bite should be treated like a 
scratch. But - if there are fang 
marks (puncture points), pain, 
swelling, and a purple color, or 
faintness.or other general disturb 
ance, call a doctor and give first 
aid as follows: 

Sterilize a knife or razor blade. 
Apply a band just above the bite. 
apply alcohol to the region a-
round it, and make a cross cut 
about one-fourth inch deep in the 
skin over each fang mark. With 
draw the venom with a suction 
cup, or with small glasses having 
a diameter of from 1 112 to 2 inch-
es in the foll6wing manner: Moist 
en the bite area with water, cold 
cream, or petroleum jelly. Light 
a small scrap of paper, drop it 
into the bottom of a glass, and al-
low it to burn a moment, then 
dump the burniing paper into a 
pan of water. Press the mouth 
of the glass over the bite area 
until the cooling air starts suc-
tion; leave it in place a few min-
utes, while preparing another 
glass to replace it. Continue suc-
tion until considerable fluid has 
been recovered or until the doc-
tor arrives.

He will decide what 
further steps should be taken. 

Victims of the heat require 
quick treatment. With heat stroke 
(or sunstroke) the patient has a 
hot, dry skin; high fever; and a 
strong, rapid pulse. He may com-
plain of headache. The patient 
with heat exhaustion has a moist 
cool skin; pale face; and a tem-
perature more nearly normal. He 
may faint. The victims of heat 
cramps, in addition to painful 
cramping of the abdomen or 
limbs, may have symptoms simi-
lar to heat exhaustion. 

Treatment of heat conditions 
require that the patient be re-
moved to cooler surroundings 
and a doctor called immediately 
if the patient seems gravely ill. 
The heat stroke victim will need 
to be cooled off rapidly with cold 
packs, a cold bath, or wet sheets. 

With a heart attack the patient 
may complain of pain, may seem 
to faint, or may have a hard time 
breathing. Pain under the breast 
bone may extend into the neck, 
the back, ,or either or both arms, 
or ft may be felt only in the ab-
domen. Pain as a symptom of 
heart disease is seen almost al-
together in people older than 35 
years of age; in those younger, it 
usually can be traced to some-
thing else. 

If the patient with suspected 
heart trouble feels better with his 
head propped up or setting, keep 
him in that position. He should 
be encouraged to remain quiet. 
However, if he feels better walk-
ing, he probably isn't haviing a 
heart attack. Pain'and fear of suf-
focating may make the heart vie 
tim nervous and apprehensive, 
and you should do what you can 
to calm him down. If he has med-
icine for an attack, give it to him. 

A stroke is caused by a blood 
vessel in the brain breaking. High 
blood pressure probably is pres-
ent. The patient is likely to be 
unconscious and paralyzed on one 
side, with mouth drawn to one 
side. One pupil may be larger 
than the other. The patient's pul-
se will be strong and slow, but 
breathing may be difficult. He 
should bQ laid on his back with 
head raised a little and kept 
warm. If he must be moved, great 
care should be taken to see that 
he dosen't exert himself. 

With either a heart attack or a 
stroke, it is important to call a 
doctor right away.

lAt this time and for the next 

several months, hundreds of thous 
ands of people will visit Washing 
ton. There are many, many inter 
esting places and the Capitol, of 
course, is the center poiint. 

To know the history of the Capi 
tol gives insipration, aria there is 
much -to be learned about it. For 
instance, few of us realize that in 
the War of 1812 the British oc-
cupied the City of Washington 
and took posession of the Capitol. 
The British Admiral Cockburn 
stood on the rostrum of the House 
of Representatives and shouted, 
"Shall this harbor of Yankee De-
mocracy be burned? All for it will 
say Aye." Since the House was 
occupied by British troops, they 
voted unanimously to destroy the 
• structure. Chairs, tables, books, 
and pictures were collected to kin 
dle the fire, and soon the Capitol 
was in flames. Many historical 
treasurers were lost, even though 
a downpour or rain came shortly 
thereafter and extinguished the 
fire. 

President Jackson barely escap 
ed assassination in the Rotunda 
of the Capitol in 1835 as he head 
ed a funeral procession from the, 
House Chamber. As he stepped 
up to speak, a. man by the name 
of Lawrence aimed a pistol at 
him from about eight feet distant  
ce, but the pistol misfired. It is 
said that "Old Hickory" would 
have knocked .his assailant down 
with his cane, but a young Naval 
Lieutenant beat him to it. 

On the ground floor of the Cap 
itol is a tomb that was built for 
George Washington, but his fam-
ily dedided not to use it for hi; 
resting place. Although George 
Washington was not buried in the 
tomb, I occasionally stop by its 
doors and recall• a prayer of the 
First President. I also think of it 
on occasions when I have stood 
by his grave at Mount Vernon, 
Virginia, and considered how ap 
propriate is the prayer for our 
country today..

Defend our liberties, 
and fashion into one united peo-
ple the multitudes brought out of 
many kindreTs and tongues. En-
due with the spirit of wisdom 
those to whom in Thy name we 
entrust the authority of Govern-
ment, that there may • be peace 
and justice at - home, and that 
through obedience to Thy law, 
we may show forth Thy praise 
among the nations of the earth. 
In the time of prosperity fill our 
hearts with thankfulness, and in 
the ay of trouble, suffer not our 
trust in Thee to fail; all of which 
we ask through Jesus Christ our 
Lord, Amen."
