gress and most Federal Judges
to $25,000 a yvear. I shall not sup
port such a proposition if it
comes to a vote in the House of
Representatives.

If the Congress would cut out
a lot of useless activities, pay
more attention to strict legislat-
ive matters, and less politics, it
would not be necessary for us to
remain in almost centinuous ses-
sion every year. It would be
cheaper for the individual Mem-
ber of Congress and to the Nation
if we did our work in six months
and went home.

Another thing more important
than increasing salaries for Mem-
bers of Congress would be to ex|
tend the term of office and pro-
hibit spending of huge sums of
money to be elected. Common
sense will tell anyone that a man
who spends thousands of dollars
to be elected is receiving it from
sources to which he will be obli-|
gated after he is in office. .r”\ti
least he should be if he is going
to accept such contributions.

Personally, I had rather have
a little time off in order to attendi
to personal business back home
than to have an increase in sal-
ary. It is true that in some parts
of the United States, only rich
men are elected to public office
because they can spend great
sums on a campaign. There are
a number of millionaires in the
Congress today, and I doubt if it'
would be good for the country if]
the Congress became a ‘“rich]
man’s club.” President Eisenhow-
er favors increasing salaries for
Senators and Representatives and
has said, “There is danger, con-
ditions being what they are, that:
only the well-to-do could afford’
to serve in Congress.”

Ancther argument is used that
many people in Government re-
ceive 1ore than a Member of
Congress. Many “bureaucrats” ap
pointed by the Executive and ap
proved by the Senate are paid
more than those who have juris-
diction over them. Congressman
Martin Dies has suggested that
no “bureaucrats” be paid more
than a Member of Congress and
maybe this is a good idea.

Be this as it may, I repeat, I
shall oppose an increase in salar-
les at a time when we are mak
ing great efforts to economize
