A Southern Firehall Tune Becomes The
Marching Song of The Union Army

To pass the time between fires, smoke-eaters
of Richmond, Virginia, sang everything in the
book . . . and some things that weren’t in the
book. Then, in 1855, a local musician named
John W. Staffe composed a tune just for the
firemen, But Staffe left the firemen to supply

their own words.

The moviug tune swept out of the firehall like
a prairie holocaust, In less time than it takes to
hitch a fire-horse everybody was singing it . ..

It was even taken up at
camp meetings and sung to the words of age-old
