For Kite Flyers

Safety rules for boys and girls

who fly kites were outlined to-

day by L. D. Stewart, Manager of
Texas Electric Service Company,
in anticipation of the opening of
the 1954 kite flying season. ;
As explained by Mr. Stewz:rt,
the five safety rules in order of
their importance are: First, fly
your kite out in the open where
it won't get caught in the wires
or trees. Second, use only. string
made of cotton, silk, nylon or ra-
yon. Third, use only wood in your'

kite frames. Fourth, fly kites on-,

ly in good weather. You don't
want to get them rain soaked.
Fifth, if your kite should = get
caught in the electric wires, call &
Texas Electric Service Company.
They will send someone to get
it down for you,

“Local youngsters who fly kites -

have been very careful in the il )

WASHINGTON, D. C, — This
session of Congress will produce
many heated discussions of and
arguments about the Fifth and
Sixth Amendments of the Consti-
tution of the United States. These
two amendments are integrated
parts of the Bill of Rights. It
would be well for all Americans
to acquaint themselves fully with
these two amendments, if you
have not already done so.
Fifth Amendment contains the

vears. The Sixth Amendment con |
tains the provision affording an
accused the right to be confronted
with the witnesses against him.
The spotlight was placed on this
particular amendment in the
speech made by President Eisen-

hower before the B'nai B'rith
Anti-Defamation League at the
Mayflower Hotel recently. The

Washington Post quoted him in
an editorial as follows: “In this
country if someone dislikes you
or acocuses you, he must come up;
in front, he cannot hide behind
the shadow, he cannot assassinate
you or your character from be-
hind, without suffering the pen-
alties and outraged citizenry will
impose.”

You may not have a copy of
the Constitution handy, so I am
going to quote these two amend-
ments as they appear in the Con-

stitution:

“No person shall be held to an
swer for a capital, or otherwise
infamous c¢rime, unless on a pre-
sentment or indictment of a
Gnand ‘Jury, except in cases aris-
ing in the land or naval forces
or in the Militia, when in actual
service in. time of War or public
danger; nor shall any person be
subject for the same offense to
be twice put in jeopardy of life
or limb, nor shall be compelled in
any criminal case to be a witness
against himself, nor be deprived
of life, liberty, or proberty, with-

of the accusation; to be confront-
ed with the witnesses against
him; to have compulsory process
for obtaining witnesess in his fa-
vor, and to have the Assistance
of Counsel for his defense.”

Actually,
it was a right enjoyed under the
English common law. K Its inclu-
sion in the Constitution' was to
preserve that right, but not to
broaden it.
