Shepherd Recalls Perils 

Not at all unlike the notches on 
a gangster's gun are the 28 big 
spikes imbedded in the shepherd's 
rod of Stephen A, Haboush. The 
difference is that each spike re-
presents a dead jackal, hyena or 
wolf - not a human life. 

During the first half of the last century it 
was not uncommon for the townspeople of Brix-
ham, England, to see a frail middle-aged man 
stroll thoughtfully along the seashore. The mild-
mannered man was the town's parson and he 
had taken his daily walks by the sea for 20 
years. That was the way he worked out his 
sermons. 

But on a Sunday afternoon in September, 
1847, the Reverend Henry Francis Lyte took his 
walk with a heavy heart. He knew it was the 
last time he would tread the familiar path. 
When he was 30 years old he had taken the little 
church at Brixham because he thought the salt 
air would help his health. Now he was 54 and 
his lung trouble had grown worse. Doctors said 
he would have to go to the warmer climate 
of Italy.

I wonder just how many people 
stop to think just what the pea-
nut means to Gorman. Where 
would it be without it? "Listen 
dear people and you shall hear 
how the Spanish Peanut put Gor 
man on the map." 

In our own town the Gorman 
Peanut Company will handle 
somewhere between ten thou-
sand and twelve thousand tons 
from the 1953 and 1954 crop. A-
bout one half of this supply is 
purchased locally. The cost per 
ton will be about two hundred 
and thirty dolars. The total cost 
for this season will be approxi-
mately two million six hundred 
and fifty thousand dollars. 'An 
average day of shelling is fifty 
tons but seventy can be handled. 

The number one and two pea-
nuts are used for peanut butter, 
candy, and salted peanuts. (These 
are the largest users of peanuts)) 
These are not the only users for 
the hulls are ground and sold to 
feed dealers who make them in-
to mixed feeds. The vine is used 
for hay. 

Peanuts are first cleaned then 
shelled after which they are sep-
arated by size and grade. Then 
they are picked by an eletric eye. 
Next they are weighed over an 
automatic dump scale and all 
bags evenly weighed. 

In six days six to eight car-
loads of Number one peanuts 
containing fifty thousand pounds 
each are shipped out. 

Of the thirty thousand peanut 
growers seventeen thousand be-
