Statement to Residents
Prnapased FHospital Dist.

The South Eastland County
Hospital Steering Committee so-
licits your support and believes
that your support is justified
based on the following facts:

1. Through your elected repre-
sentatives on the hospital board
you will be an active participant
in the operation of a modern,
well equipped hospital and ac-
companying medical facilities.

2. The lay hospital board elect-
ed by you will formulate policies,
employ personnel and generally
prescribe the rules for the hos-
pital.

3. You will have the right as
a resident of the district to re-
ceive preferential treatment with
regpect to use of the hospital fa-
cilities.

4. You will have a voice thru
your board representative in es-
tablishing hospital and medical
costs and in providing future ad-
ditional hospital space as may be
required. The .proposed hospital
would be constructed wholly at
ground level and planned so as
to be staffed and operated in
the most economical manner.

5. Taxes, if any, necessary in
paying construction debts, will be
assessed at the loest possible fig-
wres,. hopefully based on current
county property evaluations.

For Example: On 100 acres of
farm land valued at $7.00 per
acre (Eastland County valuation
on tillable land is $9.00 per acre
and on pasture land is $4.50 per
acre) the total 100 acres would

be valued at $700.00. By law the
maximum tax that can be levied
by a hospital district is .75¢ per
$100.00 valuation. Therefore, the
annual maximum tax on the 100
acres would be $5.25 if county
evaluation can be used.

On a residence valued at $800.
(approximate Eastland County
residence exaluation in proposed
district) a tax of .75¢ by the hos-
pital district would result in a
total annual tax of $6.00. Where
else can you invest a few cents
a day and receive the assurance
of having available medical and
hospital care for yourself and
your family 24 hours per day,
365 days per year.

You only have to look around
you' to observe sky rocketing
medical costs and ever increas-
ing mumbers of over crowded
hospitals. The opportunity is ours.
$300,000.00 in federal funds and
$100,000.00 cash to be donated
by the people of this area can
be available to us in constituting
two-thirds on the total estimated
construction cost of $600,000.00
for the new facility.
