Serious Peanut 
insect Makes 2nd 
Appearance in area 

AUSTN — Agriculture Com-
missioner John C. White announc-
ed today that Texas' most serious 
peanut insect, the lesser corn 
stalk borer has made its second 
appearance of the season in the 
large Central Texas peanut pro-
ducing area. 

The Texas Department of Ag-
riculture's entomologist at the De 
Lean Research Lab has caught 
the moths in the light traps for 
the second time this year. The 
first appearance of the moth was 
on April 5, 1969. The last ap-
pearance was on May 23. This 
is a forty day interval that should 
generally fit the early life cycle 
of this insect. 

Commissioner White again urg-
es peanut farmers to take pre-
cautionary measures to combat 
the borer. Due to the insect's un-
derground feeding habits, the bor-
ers can be present, but not 
noticed for quite some time. 

Farmers should cheek their 
peanut fields very carefully for 
the borers by gently raking the 
soil away from the sides of the 
plants. The three-fourths inch 
long turquoise and brown worms 
may be observed feeding on the 
sprouted peanuts, the roots and 
the stems. If the borer is a few 
days old, the insect's silken co-
coon may also be present. It is 
a small white tube about one 
inch in length and about one-. 
fourth inch in diameter. The co-
coon will generally be attached 
to a root or stem. 

Farmers finding the small, 
wormlike borers may have them 
positively identified by the De-
partment's entomologist at the 
Research Lab at 301 West Navarro 
Street in De Leon, Texas. 

Consult the Insect Control 
Guide at your local County A-
gent's office for proper recom-
mended control.

Water Rites Claims 
Must Be Filed 
By September 1st. 

The Texas Water Rights Com-
mission announced today that fin-
al notice of the recording dead-
line under the Water Rights Ad-
judication Act of 1967 has been 
given. Everyone who is using 
water from a public stream who 
does not claim under a certified 
filing or a permit from the State 
must record his claim by Septem-
ber 1, 1969. Users of water for 
domestic and livestock watering 
purposes are exempt from this 
requirement. 

Failure to timely record the 
claim will "extinguish and bar" 
the claim of water right accord-
ing to Section 4 of the Adjudica-
tion Act. All affected water users 
who have not already filed their 
claim are urged by the Com-
mission to - do so as soon•  as pos-
sible. 

Valid claims will be recognized 
to the extent of maximum use 
of water without waste during 
any year between 1963 and 1967. 
Where the user was in the pro-
cess of constructing a system or 
had facilities to use a larger a-
mount of water on the effective 
date of the Act than he had ac-
tually used, use from 1968 to 1970 
may be recognized.

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Early Filing Of 
Disability Claims 
Speeds Processing 

"Claims for social security dis-
ability benefits should be filed 
early," R. R. Tuley, Jr., social 
security manager, stated. They 
take a bit longer to process than 
most retirement and death claims, 
since the medical evidence in 
each case must be evaluated in 
detail to determine whether or 
not the disability is severe enough 
to meet the requirements of the 
law, he explained. 

Persons having disabilities 
which will prohibit their working 
for 12 months or more ought to 
apply for benefits as soon as pos-
sible. Since disability payments 
can begin no earlier than the 
seventh month after the disability 
began, a disabled worker has six 
months in which to apply before 
any claims are due. "The earlier 
the claim is filed, the more time 
you and the claims specialists 
have to get all the necessary 
facts to pay the claim," Tuley 
emphasized. 

He urged any worker who 
might qualify for such benefits 
to check with the social security 
office at Room 2321 of the Fed-
eral Building, Abilene, as soon as 
possible.
