Commissioner White repeated 
earlier warnings to farmers to 
inspect their fields frequently for 
the insect. The worms or larvae 

e are approximately 3/4-inch long, 
turquoise and brown and are very 
active. They may be observed 
feeding on sprouted peanuts, roots 
and  the stems of young peanut 
plants. 

On older peanut plants, a few 
dead or dying branches may be 
seen. This can be the first indi-
cation of the presence of the less-
er cornstalk borer. Farmers may 
have the larvae positively iden-
tified by bringing samples to the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
research lab at De Leon. 

While the pest has not yet 
been found in Eastland or Erath 
Counties, White said it can be 
expected that the larvae are in 
the same cycle there as in Co-
manche County. The larvae, first 
found 'this season at Proctor, were 
fully matured and the silken co-
coons wer firmly attached to the 
peanut roots. 

The County Agricultural Agents 
in the peanut areas have infor-
mation on a control program 
which the farmer can apply a-
gainst the insect, White noted. 
Insecticides used at the proper 
rate and time are effective in 
keeping down the borer popula-
tions.

ME EASTLAND COUNTY PEANUT 
PRINCESS EVENT SET FOR JULY 26 

John E. Todd, Jr. of Slaton 
has been awarded the Navy Com-
mendation -Medal for meritorious 
service in Vietnam, it was an-
nounced by the Secretary of the 
Navy. 

Todd, son of Mr. and Mrs. John 
Todd of Slaton and grandson of 
Mrs. J. R. Todd of Gorman, is 
an electronics technician first 
class, attached to the communi-
cations division of the U. S. Naval 
Suport Activity, Da Nang, Viet-
nam. 

The Slaton sailor was cited for 
coordinating and supervising ef-
forts to restore communications 
complex destroyed by the enemy 
fire at Cua Viet. The citation 
stated that "despite frequent en-
emy artillery barrages, officer 
Todd had communications restor-
ed in 72 hours, showing outstand-
ing leadership and devotion to 
duty in keeping with the highest 
traditions of the United States 
Naval Service." 

The medal, along with the 
Cambot "V", was presented to 
Todd on May 27. He is scheduled 
to return home in November. His 
father is deputy sheriff for Lub-
bock County. 

The following article was writ, 
ten by Todd to the editor of the.  
Slaton newspaper. 

DEAR EDITOR 

Dear Speedy, 
Just thought I would write you 

a short note to thank you for the 
write-up in the paper. I was 
pleased with it and also I was 
very pleased to realize again that 
the folks back home really care. 

This is a very controversial war, 
to say the least. A lot of people 
have gotten "Dear John" letters 
during this war who would nev-
er have received them any other 
time, or in any other conflict. 

I sometimes lay awake at night 
and wonder if it is all worth it, 
and then- I get out the next day 
and see the children and the 
older people of this war-torn 
country and I cry to think that 
I ever let a small doubt into 
my mind as to the worthiness of 
our being here. 

I challenge any of our people 
to put their children in the streets 

.with little or no clothing, and 
little or no care, to just look and 
see what the sight is like—it is 
depressing at the least. I look back 
and I think—everyone else had 
everything and I had nothing. 
Then I look at the children over 
here and I cry, I had everything 
they have nothing. 

I would give almost anything 
to walk up to these little children 
and say, "The war is over . . . 
you can have all of the food 
you want; you don't have to worry 
about being shot; you don't have 
to worry about being separated 
from your parents." 

True, I nor you, the citizens 
of Slaton, know anything—Or 
very little about this, but I do 
know that anything that we can 
do, be it so small, will help the 
situation for the peaple over here. 
In the 21 months that I have 
been over here, I have seen vast 
improvements in the environment 
around them. The U.S. is paving 
all of the streets in Danang, for 
instance. Before, the lower class 
people hauled gravel and hot tar 
by hand and spread it out, then 
a roller packed it down. Most of 
the people who were working on 
the roads were women who 
should have been home with their 
families. 

I guess that from reading this 
letter you might feel I am de-
pressed and feeling sorry for my-
self. On the contrary, I am de-
pressed and feeling sick about the 
way the Vietnamese people have 
been treated in the 'past and, in 
some instance, how they are be-
ing treated now.. 

Changing the subject, the photo 
shop here would like to have five 
copies of the June 5 Slatonite. 
Photographer's mate J. E. Hudson 
said he was unhappy with you 
because you didn't list his name 
as the man who took the picture 
of me. He said the photo should 
have been credited "U. S. Navy 
Photo by PH-2 J. E. Hudson, U. 
S. Navy Photo Lab, Naval Sup-
port Activity, Danang." 

He also added that for the size 
of the city, The Slatonite is one 
of the best put-together news-
papers he has ever seen. I feel 
that this is a compliment to you 
and also to the city of Slaton 
for having such a good paper. 

I remain, sincerely, in loyalty, 
protection, and service.

military in general. Fresh blasts 
occur against the Pentagon with 
every issue. The whole "Military-
industrial complex" is said to be 
dominating our society and ex-
hausting our wealth. 

THE PEACENIK STUDENTS, 
MANY COLLEGE professors and 
scientists and whole coveys of 
liberal Senators and Representa-
tives have climbed aboard the 
Juggernaut. A Congressional com-
mittee has been formed and in-
vites all Members of Congress to 
join in a plan to establish "pri-
orities." The "priorities" in this 
instance are domestic programs 
over military preparedness. It is 
noteworthy to observe that many 
of those involved in the attacks 
on military preparations on the 
basis of cost, have never before 
and do not now, really express 
a concern about the financial 
condition of our Government. 
They do so now only as it applies 
to defense expenditures. 

SURE ENOUGH, VAST SUMS 
OF MONEY have been poorly 
spent On tanks that won't run, 
some planes that won't perform 
as they were represented and 
some defense contractors have 
fudged as to the ultimate cost 
on some military items. Some-
thing is being done about it, but 
none of this should have occurred 
in the first place. It now serves 
as a vehicle for the critics to at-
tack our defense preparedness. 

THE SOVET UNION IS CON-
TINUOUSLY expanding her mil-
itary capabilities including an 
ABM system. The Soviets acted 
first to develop long range, inter-
continental, surface-to-cur f ace 
missiles. They acted first to test-
fire an ABM against an incoming 
nuclear-armed missile. This was 
back in 1962 and they are the 
only nation to have done this. 
The Soviets acted first to test a 
60-megaton bomb. The only na-
tion to possess anything like a 
bomb of that size. They were the 
first to develop and deploy a 
fractional, orbital bombardment 
system, a first strike oriented 
weapon and they are the only 
nation to have developed or de-
ployed such a system. Next, the 
Russians have acted first to de-
ploy an ABM setup and they 
have been testing, improving, and 
updating the system ever since. 
Today they have over 60 anti-
ballistic missiles deployed on 
launch pads. We, on the other 
hand, have not yet deployed an 
ABM setup of any kind. Yet the 

Texas peanut growers have re-
quested a hearing before Agricul-
ture Cornmisioner John C. White 
on July 16, seeking certification 
to hold a gate-wide referendum 
for protection and promotion of 
their crop. 

This is the first group to ap-
proach the Comissioner under the 
new "commodity check-off pro, 
gram" authorized by the legis-
lature this year, White noted. 

A public hearing has been set 
for 10 a. m. Wednesday, July 
113th, in Austin to consider the 
certification of the Southwestern 
Peanut Growers' Association of 
Gorman as the authorized organi-
zation to conduct a state-wide 
referendum. Evidence presented 
at the hearing will determine 
whether or not certification is 
granted. The petition to the Com-
missioner also proposes a nine-
member commodity producers 
board to represent peanut farm-
ers all over Texas. • 

If the Southwestern Peanut 
Growers' Association is recogniz-
ed as the proper group to con-
duct the referendum, the balloting 
on -a crop assessment is expected 
to be set after a lapse of 60 days. 
Voting procedures will be formu-
lated and given state-wide pub-
licity by the organized group, 
White explained. The vote of pea-
nut growers over the state will 
determine whether the growers 
will assess themselves to finance 
peanut research, disease and in-
sect control, educational work, 
promotion and marketing of their 
crops. 

All action by commodity groups 
seeking to organize under the 
check-off system must conform 
to House Bill 764, 61st Legisla-
ture, Commissioner White said. 
The program is  a  "self-help" pro-
ject, with the Texas Department 
of Agriculture merely certifying 
that an organization truly repre-
sents a majority of producers of 
a specific commodity. 

Any party needing information 
on the peanut grower's hearing 
should contact the Commodity 
Services Division of the Texas 
Department of Agriculture in 
Austin.

WASHINGTON, D. C.- THOSE
