Quarterbacks Disband
After 10 Years Service

In 1948 a group of young men,
a few only recently returned
from the Armed Forces, met and
formed an organization which
has completed many worthwhile
projects in our community.

The big project was “Ole Bass
Lake” which had been washed
away and filled up by flood
waters, The property was pre-
sented to the City of Gorman by
Mr. and Mrs. Henry Capers as
a Memorial to their foster son,
Frank A. Gray, and others who
lost their lives in World Wars I
and II.

The first two years these young
men raised $18,000 and built a
144 x 140’ concrete swimming
pool, built picnic tables, barbe-
cue pits and installed playground
equppment for children. They e-
rected a tile checking room and
18 bathhouses. Plaques in mem-
ory of a service man or woman
were placed over the doors of

sponsored the ‘“Peanut Festival”.
In 1950 the club sponsored a
Safety Campaigh and were in-
strumental in getting stop and
slow signs up at every intersec-
tion in town which has prevent-
ed many accidents.

During its ten years of activity
the Quarterback Club supported
the Athletic Department of our
High School by buying an auto-
mobile for football .players to
ride home after practice; pur-
chased wind-breakers; helped
buy a whirl pool to treat injur-
ies; purchased medicine Kkits;
footboll shoes, 'helmets for the
Junior High Team, and assisted
in all projects when called upon.

We believe disbanding the
Quarterback Club and organizing
the Junior Chamber of Commerce
is a good idea but the civic work
done by these youngmmen of yes-
terday will leave g lasting mark
on this community.

Snow Blankets

(Gorman Area
On Wednesday

One inch of snow blanketed
everything in the Gorman area
on Wednesday morning, but most
of the snow had melted by Wed-
nesday evening. The snow had
begun falling on Tuesday morn-
ing but most of it melted as soon
as it hit the ground. But on Tues-
day night the snow was heavier
and by Wednesday morning cov-
ered the scenery with a blanket
of white.

Rain fell in the area on Sun-
day and Monday, so there were
three straight days that some
kind of moisture was received
here. Most of the rain fell in a
slow drizzle so that only 0.20
inch was measured on the official
gauge by Tuesday afternoon. The
official measurement of the mois-
ture received from the snow was
0.02 inch on Wednesday, so the
official total for the 4 days was
0.22 inch.

CISCO, Feb. 11 (RNS) — The
0. L. Burden Construction Cor-
poration of Tulsa has been award
ed the contract to build a 16-inch

Guinn, superintendent of the
North Texas Division of Humble
Pipeline.

At the same time R. L. Pon-
sler, president of the Cisco Cham
ber of Commerce, reported that
the Burden Company had accept-
ed an invitation to make Cisco
its headquarters during the time
that will 'be required to complete
the project.

Approximately 100 employees
of the company will be housed in
Cisco during the construction per
iod, it was reported.

Extremely Overcrowded

The State Training School
for Boys at Gatesville is de-
signed to handle 575 boys. It
now has about 850. The girls’
school at Gainesville was built
for 180; it has 220.

The last Legislature pro-
vided dormitories for 160 boys,
a school building, kitchen, and
dining room.

Release Too Soon

No more boys, however, will
be accommodated. The new
buildings will simply serve to
relieve the present overcrowd-
ing. Many boys who already
need to go there can’t be sent;
many boys sent will be released
before their training is suffi-
cient. And with our ever-
increasing delinquency rate,
even more offenders will be
free who need to be confined
and trained.

At Gainesville three new
dormitories and a security
treatment cottage were pro-
vided to replace existing ones
considered extreme hazards.
But they will not provide room
for more girls.

Increase Facilities

With present facilities so
inadequate, whose responsibil-
ity is it for failure to rehabili-
tate? Isn’t it ours? We are the
people whose elected represent-
atives carry out our wishes.
What can we do to remedy the
situation? We can make our
legislators and our county offi-
cials (for county-level facili-
ties) understand clearly what
we want.

RALPH YARBOROUGH'S
REPORT

The American satellite Explor-
er is orbiting the great unknown
of outer space and we are all
proud of this great scientific
achievement. But we may still
miss a great opportunity if we
are not aware of the fact that all
mankind stands at a great cross-
iroads of history.

The potential of the good that
may come to all mankind from
the exploration and understand-
ing of outer space is so great as
to defy deseription. The treasures
of knowledge which our space
explorer will bring back to the
earth from the heavens will be
far more valuable than those car
ried lback to Europe by Colum-
bus or any other explorer of all
time. It is expected that the most
immediate and obvious benefit to
mankind will be meteorological
information which must lead to
improved longrange weather fore
casting, weather control and mod
ificatian.

In order that we may immedi-
ately (begin profiting by this
wealth of new knowledge I have
filed a bill known as the Space
Act of 1958. It provides for the
initiation .of inner and outer space
study and development program
for peaceful uses in industry and
commelice of information ob-
tained from' space vehicles. Ac-
tivities provided under the bill
are placed under the National
Science Foundation, and the bill
calls for appointment of a Coor-
dinator of Space Information.

The information we gather
from the satellite Explorer and
other space bodies may help fur-
nish keys to ‘weather control
which would assure that one day
great areas of our nation and
the world would no longer have
droughts and famine; that man-
kind would be amply warned of
hurricanes, tornadoes, tidal waves
and other severe weather. These
things seem far off, yet compe-
tent scientists report they are
within the realm of the attain-
able with this vast new know-

ledge of outer space. Texas,
which was smashed by 331 tor-
nadoes in a two-year period,

would benefit greatly by weather
modification* developments, And,
the weather phase isn’t the only
field of those to be developed.
