resentatives of the WTCC, and 
others - met in Dallas March 15 
to appraise the outlook in view 
of a large soil bank participation. 

They came up with a 2-point 
recommendation: 

Plant every available acre in 
cotton. 

Withdraw cotton acres from the 
soil bank while there is time. 

The U. S. Department of Agri-
culture, indicating belief that the 
soil bank sign up is greater than 
desrable, has extended the with-
drawal date to March 28, in or-
der to give more cotton producers 
more time to withdraw from the 
program. 

Loyan H. Walker, WTCC agri-
culture and livestock department 
manager, who attended the meet-
ing, said the group is urging cot-
ton farmers to reconsider their 
soil bank participation and place 
Soil bank acres into production. 

"Because of the excellent mois-
ture we've received thus far, and 
due to the present shortage of 
quality cotton, the promise of cot-
ton prices that will be consider-
ably above government supports, 
it is highly likely that the farm-
er can make a larger net profit 
by putting his acres in produc-
tion than he can placing his land 
in the soil bank," Walker said. 

"In addition, because the pro-
duction will create jobs in har-
vesting, ginning and such, the 
farmer will be helping to insure 
Texas and particularly West 
Texas from feeling the serious 
effects from the recession that is 
creating such hardships in other 
sections of the nation. 

"Perhaps equally important in 
the long run," Walker stated, "is 
the fact that unless we produce 
quality cotton in the largest pos-
sible quantities, we will be'losing 
more of our market to synthetics, 
and foreign produced cotton." 

Walker stated that presently 
there 'is a scarcity of high quality 
cotton, a condition brought about 
by last year's bad weather which 
lowered the cotton grade. Both 
domestic mills and foreign cus-
tomers are bidding for cotton of 
high quality, 'he said. 

"Increased world consumption, 
combined with the shortage of 
high grade lint, should cause the 
better grades of cotton to sell 
above the support price of $190 
per bale (for middling inch)," the 
WTCC agriculturist said.

It looks as though a 
very good price will be paid for 
quality cotton. 

Tens cotton farmers, faced 
with the best prospects in both 
moisture and prices in a decade, 
are 'being urged to plant every 
alloted acre in cotton this year, 
the West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce said today. 

A group of cotton industry 
leaders - including ginners, grow-
ers, shipers, buyers, Texas Agri-

$4.00 for each additional plot. 

Dates for this service 'have been 
set for March 1, 1958 to April 
15, 1958. 

If you are not interested in the 
pre-measurement service, just as 
in the past, we will be glad to 
help work out an acreage from 
the aerial photograph in the of-
fice.

Apportionment For Peanuts Revised 
1958 National Allotment 

According to USDA Notice OP-73, March 10, 1958, the apportion-
ment for 1958 national acreage allotment for peanuts has been re- 
vised. 

This revision was necessary because the reserve set aside far 
establishing 1958 allotments for new farms exceeded the require-
ments for this purpose and the unused acreage, which is 939.1 acres, 
is now available for apportionment. 

The acreage shown in column 3 of the chart may be used by ASC 
State Committees to establish allotments for new farms that were 
originally declared ineligible and are later found to be eligible, 
to adjust farm allotments on farms already having an allotment.

Seedbeds for sorghum shoo._ 
be firm, mellow and moist. In the 
sorghum belt, seed beds can be 
prepared by listing or a combina-
tion of listing and flat-breaking. 
In the cornbelt and southern areas 
prepare seed beds like those for 
corn. 

Soils should be tested and fer-
tilizer applied to balance the sou 
supply of plant nutrients.

land or in high annual rainfall Pasture areas. Sorghum seed should be 
planted one to two inches deep 
either with a lister or corn plant-
er with special sorghum plates. 

Cultivation should be shallow, 
just often enough to control 
weeds. Chemical weed control 
with 2, 4-D can be used. 

Any small grain combine may 
be used to harvest sorghum. Ad-
just cylinder speed to average 
850-99-RPM with 3116" to 3j8" 
cylinder - - concave clearance 
and 7132" round sieve. Combining 
can begin when moisture is down 
to 17 per cent. 

Sorghum will 'heat and spoil 
if stored with moisture above 14 
per cent. In many areas of the 
cornbelt, artificial drying may be 
necessary to supplement field dry 
ing and bring mosture down to a 
safe level for storage - - below 
14 per cent. Sorghum with 15 to 
16 per cent moisture may be held 
in bins for feeding - - ONLY 
during cold weather.

Fertilize Corn To 
Get Top Yields 

Top corn yields are made under 
a favorable combination of soil 
and climatic conditions in whidh 
plants can grow vigorously all 
during the growing period. By 
fertilizing corn dn adequate a-
mounts you can bring about the 
favorable soil fertility levels need 
ed fo rtop corn yields. 

Fertilizer for corn is applied in 
the hill or row at planting time. 
It should be placed at or slightly 
belowt he level of the seed one 
or two inches to the side. 

Experiments have shown an 
average yield increase of about 6 
to 10 bushels for this method of 
applying fertilizer. 

Hill or row applications are 
especially good on slowly drained, 
level soils that tend to remain 
cool and wet until late spring. 

Improperly applied fertilizer in 
the hill or row can injure or de-
lay germination and may retart 
early plant growth. DO NOT LET 
THE FERTILIZER CONTACT 
THE SEED. 

A plow-down of fertilizer can 
profitably be made in addition to 
that used in the hill or row. This 
plow-down application places 
these plant nutrients in a deeper 
soil zone which remains moist 
longer during the growing season. 

2,50i 1,795 1,805 93.4 To keep good alfalfa stands 
longer, top dress established al-
falfa fields with fertilizers rich 
in potash. More alfalfa dies from 
starvation than is lost from win-
ter killing. 

Feed your alfalfa 200 to 400 lbs 
per acre of a mixture such as 0-
10-30 B in mid-summer right 
after harvesting the first crop or 
in the fall before freeze-up. The 
"B" shows the fertilizer contains 
boron. 

Soils specialists say the need 
for boron has increased, cepecially 
on sandy }cams and du ing dry 
seasons. Boron in fertilizer mix-
tures is good insurance for heal-
thy, vigorous, 'high yielding al-
falfa.

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Fertilizing Small 
Grains Pays Off 

The increase in yield of your 
small grains may be enough to 
pay the full fertilizer bill when 
you apply a fertilizer properly 
balanced 'between N-P-K for a 
combination small grain - - leg-
ume planting. The correct amount 
of nitrogen can increase grain 
yields enough to pay to not only 
the nitrogen but also the phos-
phate and potash which will be 
used by the legumes. 

Having the right plant food bal 
ance is important. If too much 
nitrogen is used the small grain 
tends to 'be rank and is liable to 
lodge. This smothers the new leg-
ume seeding and much of the 
grain is lost when combined. 

On the other 'hand, adequate 
phosphate and potash, without 
nitrogen, stimulates the legume 
seeding at the expense of the 
small grain. In fact, it may prove 
to be mast difficult to harvest the 
small grain because of the heavy 
legume growth. 

There Are Several 
Ways To Apply 
Fertilizer 

Generally, the row or band ap-
plication of putting on fertilizer 
is used for row crops at seeding 
time. Not as much fertilizer is 
required per acre as compared 
with the broadcast or top-dress-
ing methods. 

Either before or after plowing, 
yo ucan broadcast fertilizer uni-
formly over the surface of the 
soil, working into the moisture 
layer, as the seedbed is prepared. 
Quite often high phosphate and 
potash fertilizers are broadcast in 
excess of current crop needs be-
cause these nutrients do not read-
ily leach away and stay available 
for plant use for more than one 
crop season. 

Corn growers and others who 
raise heavy feeding crops like the 
side dressing method cf opplying 
fertilizer because the crop re-
sponds quickly. Tests show de-
mand for plant food is greatest 
during a critical stage of plant 
growth, and fertilizer placed be-
neath the soil wheer moisture is 
available gets to plant roots quick 
ly. High nitrate fertilizers are of-
ten side dressed in split-applica-
tions. Because this form of nitro-
gen is very soluable - - it tends 
to leach out quickly if too much 
is put on at one time. 

The top dressing method is 
recommended to apply fertilizer 
on established hay and pasture 
lands. Best time to top dress these 
forage crops is in the spring and 
fall when rains carry fertilizer 
down to the feeding zone of plant 
roots. Most farmers report from 
40 to 60 per cent more forage 
from top dressing pastures. And, 
in addition, there's more feeding 
value in the forage crops produc-
ed. Phosphate is mined from vast surface marine 

deposits in Florida with the mammoth piece of 
equipment shown above. As one of the major in-
gredients in commercial fertilizers, phosphorous 
is an important plant food because it stimulates 
root growth and aids the reproductive processes 
of plants-formation of grain and fruit. After 
phosphorous ores are mined. concentrated and 
ground, they are usually treatesi With acid to 

were once sea beds, hundreds of thousands of 
years ago.

This Inter-
national potash mine, near Carlsbad, New 
Mexico, is reported to be the richest known 
source of potash in the United States. 

Most of the potash found naturally in our soils 
is in rather insoluble forms, and not readily 
available to plants. Because of its importance 
as a basic plant food, potash has to be supplied 
in fertilizer mixtures, if your crops are to be 
productive under today's intensive farming. In 
obtaining potash for use in commercial fertilizers, 
it is mined deep underground from deposits that 

make super or triple phosphate materials for 
greater concentration of P206 and greater solu-
bility. Then these phosphates are incorporated 
into the commercial fertilizers you buy. The
