SECURITY

This is another story in a series
of articles compiled by C. M. Vad-
en, Jr,, Field Rep. of the Abilene
Social Security Office.

The farm operator was covered
by Social Security beginning with
1955. He reports his earnings the
same as any other business man.
He must have at least $400 to re-
port the same as a man who op-
erates a store, for example.

However, he does have an op-
tional method of reporting his
Social Security which no other
business man has. If a farmer or
rancher has a gross profit of
$1800 or less, he can report either
his actual net earnings or two
thirds of his gross. If his gross
is $1800 or more and his net pro-
fit is less than $1200 he may re-
port either $1200 or his actual
net. If his gross profit is more
than $1800, and ‘his net profit is
more than $1200 this optfion does
not apply and he must report his
actual net profit. This reporting
is done on regular income tax
forms, 1040. Schedule F, etc.

In computing his Self-Employ-
ment income the farm or ranch
operator should include all of his
business income. This includes the
sale of all commodities produced
on his farm or ranch for sale,
custom work off the farm, patron-
age dividends, most agriculture
program payments, proceeds of
crop insurance and Soil Bank pay
ments. He deducts from this in-
come all of his business expenses,
including depreciation where ap-
plicable.

He should not include, on Sche-
dule F, income from the sale of
capital assets (such as buildings,
machinery or livestock held pri-
marily for draft, dairy, or breed-
ing purposes), wages earned as an
employee, or personal income
dividends, interest, or
|royalties on oil leases, etc. Also
he should not include cash or
crop-share renta:s unless he “ma-
terially participated” in the pro-
duction of the crop or livestock.

“Material Participation” means
that the farmer lives up to an a-
greement (oral or written) with
his tenant whereby he takes an
active part in the operation of
the farm. Factors considered in
determining material participa-
tion are: physical work perform-
ed, management decisions affect-
ing the success of the enterprise,
periodic inspection of production
epuipment used in the production
activities with the view toward
making needed changes, furnish-
ing machinery or equipment used
in the production activities, pro-
duction expenses furnished and
advice and consultation with the
tenant.

Farmers or ranchers desiring
more information should write to
the Social Security Administra-
tion, P. O. Box 1641, Abilene, and
ask for a free copy of the book-
lets “How does Social Security
Affect Farm Families?”, “The So-
cial Security Retirement Test for
Farm People” or “Farm Rental
Income Soil Bank Payments,
How Do They Affect Social Se-
curity.”

In the Executive Order the
“Buy American Act” is applied to
petroleum. The Defense Depart-
ment alone spent $1,250.000.000
for oil and oil products in 1957.
Of this sum, approximately $335,
000,000 was for foreign oil. The
“catch” in applying the ‘Buy
American Act” is that it does not
lapply when purchased outside the
United States. It is also difficult
to identify foreign oil because it
1s mixed with domestic oil. If
strictly applied and administered,
this Act would help, but it re-
mains to be seen.

This action of the President
may be intended to gain support
for the extension of the Recipro-
cal Trade Agreements, which are
soon to be up in the Congress. If
it works no better than it has in
the past, it is a poor excuse not
to write a provision in the law
to restrict the import of cheap
foreign oil into the United States.

As everyone knows, foreign
trade is an extremely complicated
matter. Many industries in this
country are having difficulty be-
cause of competition with goods
produced in foreign countries by
cheap labor and imported here.

The right of free trade is per-
fectly sound, but when the free
economy of the United States is
competing with Government own-
ed and Government subsidized in
dustry in foreign countries, it be-
comes imperative to prevent the
22¢ an hour wage from destroying
the market of the $1.88 per hour
worker.

Unless many American indus-
tries, including oil, have more
protection than they are now get-
ting from the Government, the
extension of the Reciprocal Trade
Agreements which have for years
sailed through the Congress, are
going to have rough sledding.
