Notice has just been recsive.d 
that officials of United States De-
partment of Agriculture have re-
fused the joint request of South-
western Peanut Growers' Ass'n. 
and Southwest Shellers' Ass'n. for 
an increase of some 142,790 acres 
in '58 allotments for Southwest-
ern Spanish peanuts. 

ITEMS OF

SWPGA and the Southwest Shea 
ers' Ass'n. from the Southwest, 
representatives of the grower as-
socation and the sheller associa-
tion from the Southeast, and a 
representative from the grower 
association in North Carolina and 
Virginia. 

Both grower and sheller associ-
ation representatives from the 
Southeast appeared to directly 
oppose an acreage increase for 
the Southwest. 

The request for increased acre-
age was presented to the Depart-
ment of Agriculture in early 
March and a hearing relative to 
the request was held in Wash-
ington, D. C. on March 14, 1958. 
The requested increase was to be 
effective during the 1958 crop 
season and applied on a percent-
age basis to producer allotments 
in all Southwestern States pre-
sently having allotments so that 
all peanut producers would bene-
fit. The hearing on March 14 was

Our City tax rate is $2.50 per 
$100 and by our Charter the 
money is allocated as follows: 20 
percent to the General Fund; 20 
percent to Street and Alley Fund; 
and 60 percent to the Interest 
and Sinking Fund.

City employees salaries amount 
to around $1400 per month.

The city has purchased new 
trucks, erected a quonset build-
ing, installed new water lines; 
and is in the process of install-
ing new water lines to new areas 
in Gorman. 

Plans are in the making to re-
pair and pave city streets.
