3. Fill one or more emergency 
tubs with water. 

4. Have at least two buckets 
ready just in case. 

5. Stand a mop or old broom 
close 'by. 

6. Now be sure there is no wind. 
7. Prepare to stay with your 

fire until you have killed the last 
spark. 

8, You are now ready to con-
trol your fire with the use of your 
hose nozzle spray.

Topping our four dozen and 
changing the Union from even to 
odd, Alaska joins the United 
States after some eighty years as 
territory. 

The United States came into 
possession of the Alaskan terri-
tory in 1867 when Secretary of 
State William H. Seward bought 
the area, 590,884 square miles for 
7,200,000 dollars. To many people 
of the State,  the purchase seemed 
utter foolishness and the penin-
sula came to be called Seward's 
Folley. Seward. however, lived to 
proclaim its worth and to regard 
it as the greatest service of his 
life. 

Gold found in the late 1870's 
has yielded more than fifty times 
:the purchase price and copper 
revenue has been above the gold 
figure. The new state yields other 
minerals. Fur seals have yielded 
millions and fishing is a thriving 
industry. Giant spruce trees fur-
nish lumber for shipbuilding and 
trees of lesser stature are used 
for pulp. 

The summers in Alaska are 
short but the days are long. Many 
hours of sunshine make for fast 
growth. Vegetables produced in-
clude beans, cabbages, celery, 
cantaloupes, prize winning blue 
berries and strawberries said to 
be the finest on the West Coast.
