FORGOTTEN WIDOW?

Was your husband (or wife) em
ployed by the United States Gov-
ernment or the District of Colum-
bia? Postal employees and Rail-
road Mail employees are included.
Did he work for the U. S. Gov-
ernment for at least ten (10)
years? Active military service
time is included in the required
ten years. However, death due to
military service ONLY does not
qualify.

Was he working in a postion in
which money was deducted from
his salary for Civil Service Re-
tirement? W. P. A. work would
not be included. Had he been re-
tired, and was he receiving an-
nuity payments as the result of
hiz working? Social Security pay-
ments are not considered in this
matter.

Did he die before Feb. 29, 1948?
If the answer to the foregoing
is yes, you may be eligible for a
Civil Service annuity, not to ex-
ceed $63 a month, providing:
(1) You were legally married
to the deceased at the time of
his death.

(2) You were legally married to
the deceased for at least five (5)
years before hiz death.
