TERRACE SYSTEMS BEING BUILT
BY SOIL CONSERVATION AGENCY

Several land owners of the
district are building terraces on
their croplands. The extremes of
weather for the past several years
has demonstrated a two-fold val-
ue of a properly installed terrace
system. Terraces on croplands
have proven highly effective in
handling rainfall of high intens-
ity and amounts by carrying sur-
plus water slowly to protected
outlets and on the smaller rains
a terrace system in conjunction
with contour farming greatly aid
in holding maximum rainfall in
place.

This immediate area has wea-
ther conditions such that a ter-
race system often gives both ad-
vantages to landowners within
a single season. A good vegeta-
tive program including crop resi-
due management and cover crops
further increases the value and
functioning of a terrace system.

Farmers who have most re-
cently built terraces on their
farms are as follows. W. D.
Brown, located six miles north-
west of Gorman, 3.1 miles of
terraces: R. D. Craighead of the
same general area, approximately
four miles of terraces in process;
J. B. Elder, located six miles
south of Cisco, 3.3 miles of ter-
races completed; D. A. Fawcett
of Ranger, completion on a small
field, and M. S. James, located
four miles south of Ranger has
constructed terraces with his own
farm equipment.

Terrace systems are needed on
many farms and this has been
recognized by the landowners.
Terrace construction might well
be regarded as a seasonal

Trouble and Faith

Lesson for February 22, 1959

T IS A thousand pities, but it is

a fact, that the Christian church,
which ought to be united by the
Bible, has become split over it. Not
split by it, but over it, in varying
and discordant interpretations of
what the Bible means. No passage
in all Scripture has been the sub-
ject of more de- -
bates and differ- ;
ences than this |
13th chapter of |
Mark, along with |
the parallel chap-
ters, Matthew 24
and Luke.21.
These are the
chapters that re-
port what Jesus
said as he looked
down the vista of time to the “end
of the age”. (That is a more literal
translation of the Greek expression
sometimes translated ‘““end of the
world.””) Many Christians, despair-
ing of getting any unanimous ex-
planation of these difficult sayings,
have just given up the whole busi-
ness as a waste of time. Yet these
chapters are not a mere puzzle.

Let us stick to one general help-
ful truth which meets us here,
namely the relation of trouble and
faith. First of all, as Jesus looks
down the years, he does not sce the
light growing brighter and bright-
er.

Jesus very carefully.

If Jesus had seen only the times
of darkness he would have been a
pessimist. If we follow his lead we
shall by faith see not only troubles
as a certainty (though what trou-
bles, and when, only God knows),
but also we shall see beyond all
troubles. Most important, we shall
see God on his throne. There is a
famous story of Martin Luther,
whose wife once appcared at the
table in deep mourning. Martin
was astonished. “Who's dead ?"” he
asked. “God must be dead,” she
answered. “At any rate you have
been going around for the last
week looking and talking as if He
were dead.” Martin Luther got the
point. God is not dead . . . yet how
many Christians we see today who,
looking ahead, see only the trou-
bles, and not the God of love and
wisdom without whom not a spar-
row falls. Beyond the troubles too
we see Christ coming again. It is
not true to Christian faith to think
of the future as stretching out end-
lessly, a never-ceasing battle with-
out victory, between God and evil.
All that Christ lived and died for
will come to pass. “Through many
tribulations we must enter the
Kingdom,” Paul said (Acts 14:22).

Faith Outlives Trouble

Jesus did not play down, discount
or underestimate what the men and
women who follow him may be
called upon to undergo. There are
many troubles before the End-time
troubles, as he pointed out. He used
expressions like “the beginning of
the sufferings . .. the end is not
yet . . . Even in an ordinary
Christian’s ordinary life, the life of
one who dies centuries before the
“end of the age,” there will come
troubles which will be absolutely
crushing apart from the help of
God. But the point of these appal-
ling chapters on the End is that
even though heavens (the universe)
and earth pass away, God's people
—the men and women of faith—
shall not pass away. Look around
you, wherever you are. Are you
afraid that these things you see
may be swept away? So they will,
so God's word assures us. Whether
swiftly or by slow degrees as water
wears the solid granite, all things
visible are destined to decay and

destruction. But not all things in-
visible! You, the real and invisible
You, will outlive all destructions.
But how ? In terror, calling for the
rocks to cover you, or in fearless
faith?
