after being officially dead, a return 
to life does not in itself arouse the 
wonder it once did. Furthermore, 
is emphasis on the physical resur-
rection an emphasis in the right 
place? Visitors to certain hospitals 
can see things in the shape of 
human beings which nevertheless 
never act like human beings; they 
are more like vegetables. That a 
body is alive may be a tragedy, if 
the spirit and mind are not alive 
too. So the really important thing 
about Jesus is that he was and is 
alive, not that his mere body lived 
again. 

Meaning Without Facts 
On the other hand, suppose we 

emphasize the meaning of the 
Resurrection, that Christ lives—
more than that indeed—that be-
cause he lives we shall live also. 
Then we shall be striking the cen-
ter of the message of Easter. But 
what happens if we say, at the 
same time, 'We believe in the 
Easter Faith" (meaning some sort 
of belief in immortality, perhaps)" 
but we are not interested in the 
Easter facts" ? Strange as it may 
seem, there are people who have 
just that point of view. When we 
get rid of all the fancy language 
they use, what they are saying 
comes down to this: We don't know 
what happened on the first Easter, 
and we don't care. We are con-
cerned with the meaning of what 
never happened. 

To put all one's faith in the facts 
and disregard the meaning of 
Easter is to build a solid founda-
tion and leave it, a useless curios-
ity. 

The Meanings of the Facts 
A study of the New Testament 

will show any reader that the first 
Christians prized both facts and 
meaning. They never did say much, 
if anything, about the empty tomb, 
in sermons or letters; only in the 
Gospel stories. Christ is risen! was 
the cry. But that joyful cry 
pointed to something loftier and 
more precious than a plain living-
again. The New Testament writers 
dwelt lovingly on the meaning of 
the Resurrection: it was God's 
stamp of approval on his Son; it 
was the triumph of Christ over 
sin and death, a triumph in which 
all his people will one day share; 
it was a sure token of a future 
beyond death; it was the Chris-
tian's glimpse into the meaning 
of heaven; it was a pledge of God's 
love and power.

Fact Without Meaning 
Consider what the effect is if we 

concentrate en-
tirely on the fact 
that the tomb 
into which Jesus' 
body was put on 
Friday evening 
was empty on 
Sunday morning, 
and that it was 
empty because 
the body of Jesus 
had miraculously 
come alive again 
Now the evidence for this as a fact 
is strong. More than one person 
who set out to show that the evi-
dence is unconvincing, has wound 
up by believing it. A few years ago 
some one wrote a very learned 
article intending to prove that the 
body of Jesus could not possibly 
have been put into a separate tomb, 
and that the women were quite 
mistaken when they found an 
empty tomb — mistaken, because 
the body had never been there in 
the first place. But how did that 
writer arrive at such a conclu-
sion? Only by the skeptical writ-
ing-off, as worthless, all the testi-
mony there is in the Gospels that 
the women did know, very well, 
where the body was supposed to 
be, and that a mistake under the 
circumstances was impossible. 

Nevertheless, if we never get 
our minds off the empty tomb and 
the physical resurrection, we shall 
miss too much. Nowadays espec-
ially, with all the medical miracles 
that are reported about people who

water and another fifteen are in 
the process of building ponds. 
Five landowners have completed 
approximately 14 miles of ter-
races and three are now in pro-
ces of constructing terrace sys-
tems. 

A good terrace system, sup-
plemented with a vegetative p.ro-
gram is a must on many -farms. 
Terracing may well be regarded 
as a "neccesary evil" to any land 
owners, yet without them, many 
fields will be lost from produc-
tion due to excessive gully and 
sheet erosion. A properly con-
structed tererace system during 
the drought years often times 
held enough additional rainfall 
in place to mean the difference 
between a fair crop and a com-
ple tefailure. During excessive 
rains thes same terraces take 
runoff water off the land in an 
orderly manner to proteect out-
lets. 

Both your ASC County Com-
mittee and supervisors of your 
local Soil Conservation District 
wish to encourage all danowners 
to apply conservation practices 
based on the needs of their land.

The rewards of practicing con-
servation on "sandy land" were 
most evident during the sand 
storm, Friday, March 20, 1959. 
Conservation farmers who strip-
cropped their peanut fields and 
planted cover crops soon after 
peanut harvest had little or no 
soil movement from the high 
winds.

They are 
not only inexpensive but are easy 
to care for and they are long-
lived, too—many of them having 
flourished for well over a hun-
dred years. What is more, the 
trees come with a built-in bonus

iest nut of all. 

You can purchase a young five 
to six foot tree from a reliable 
nursery or nearby shelling plant, 
the latter offering a ready mar- 

Eastland County now owns its 
courthouse "lock, stock and bar-
rel" as the saying goes. Final 
payment on the bonded debt, due 
in 1961, was made on March 17 
by order of the county commiss-
ioners court, it was announced 
by County Judge John Hart. The 
payment, amounting to $15,241.89, 
retired the last of a series of re-
funding bonds issued on March 
15, 1954, and saved the taxpayers 
of the county some $600 in in-
terest charges, Judge Hart said. 

Since 1951 $150,000 has been 
paid on the debt. The refunding 
bonds, issued in 1954, reduced the 
interest on the outstanding obli-
gation to 2.2 per cent which in 
itself meant a saving of $9,000 to 
the county. 

This is the first time in 60 
years that the county has owned 
a courthouse free of debt. The 
building, a beautiful limestone 
structure of four stories housing 
county and district offices and 
courts and the Eleventh Court of 
Civil Appeals, was erected in 
1927 and 1928, replaced an old 
red brick building that dated 
from 1897. There was still $16,000 
in outstanding bonds against the 
old building when the decision 
to replace it was made. An elec- 1 
tion authorizing issuance of $300, 
000 in bonds to pay for the new 
building was held on July 9, 1927 
and carried narrowly by 1220 for 
to 1190 against. Maturity dates 
of the bonds were fixed from 
March 15, 19'28, to March 15, 1967. 
Refunding in 1954 moved the 
maturity date up to 1961 and the 
payment of the final installment 
last week effectively reduced the 
maturity period by two more 
years. 

Members of the commissioners 
court which ordered payment of 
the last of the bonds consists of 
Judge Hart, R. •L. (Bob) Carter, I 
Rising Star; Carl Lamb, Cisco; 
Tip Arthur, Eastland; and B. M. 
Bennett, Gorman. 

At the  time the bonds were 
issued Ed Pritchard, now of Fort 
Worth, was county judge. J. T. 
Poe, now living in the Long 
Branch community, was commiss-
ioner of the Rising Star precinct. 
He is the only commissioner of 
the earlier court now living. 

The present court house is the 
fourth for the county. The first 
was a frame building built on the 
square at Eastland in 1883. It
