Next year will mark the 100th 
anniversary of the birth of Will-
iam Jennings Bryan, the only 
man ever nominated three times 
by a major political party for 
the presidency cf the United 
States and the greatest crator of 
his generation. 

No other man in American 
history exerted as much influence 
on national affairs for so long a 
time. Besides being the candidate 
himself in 1896, 1900 and 1908, 
Bryan was - - more than any 
other - - responsible for the nom-
ination of Woodrow Wilson in 
1912 and he played a decisive 
part in Wilson's re-election in 
1916. At the conventions of 1920 
and 1924, Bryan was still an out-
standing figure. 
' For almost 30 years, the spot-
light shone upon him and not 
one act ever marred his good 
name. He was a man of integrity, 
of nobility, of deep religious con-
viction. 

Only Clay and Blaine - - in all 
the long sweep of American pol-
itics - - rival Bryan in the en-
thusiasm which he inspired, a 
devotion which successive defeats 
could not shake. Known first as 
"the Boy Orator of the Platte"," 
he was called "the Great Com-
moner" and "the Peerless Lead-
er." The mention of his name 
was all that was needed to set 
off a demonstration.
