PEAR SWEET PICKLES

Have you misplaced your sweet
pizkle recipe. With pears so fine
and so cheap, make pear sweet
pickles. Here is the recipe.

Use 28 to 32 medium size pears.
This will fill a Presto ccoker. To
2zich pear add one clove or less
if you prefer. To this amount
add 2 cups sugar and 1/2 cup
white vinegar. Process 15 minu-
tes at 15 pounds pressure. Can in
the usual mamnmner.

For variety select ripe peams.
Cut int 1/2 in. cubes, Sweeten to
taste. When almost dicine adid red
food coloring. Next batcdh add
green coloring. These are not
only taste tempting but will add
color to your fruit salad and
would make wonderful Christmas
gifts.

Have you trnied makinng your
pear preserves by cooking in a
very small amount of water un-
til tender. Then adding sugar 1/3
at a time, boiling rapidly a few
minutes after each addition. You
will be surprised at how quickly
they will make and what bright
preserves you have.

Roy F. Townsend
Dies In Big Spring

Roy F. Townsend, independent
oil operator, died suddenly at (his
home at 804 Edwards im Big
Springs, at 11:45 p. m. Saturday
after suffering a heslrt attack.

He had been in Nl health for
pevernal yeans and particularly flor
the past two, but his dezth Sat-
urday 'was unexpeoted.

Services were held at 4 p .m.
Tueoday in the - Nalley-Pickle
Chapel with Dr. Jordan Grooms,
Fin{ Melzodist pastor, officiat-
‘ng. Burial was in the Trimiby
Memormial Cemetery.

Surviving him are his wifey the
former Jessie Lee Crow, to whom
he wais matried in Gcrmean where
they griew up; a sister, Mns. Clara
Cicckrill, Niew Orleens, La.; a
trother, A. E. Townsend, Waco.

After Wicilld War I, Mr. Town-
gsend opened an agency for the
up-and-coming automobile at
Gorman. About that time, the
hizl'oric Ranger oil bcom hit and
hie got a case of oil fever which
stayed with him the nematinder
df his life. Moast of his activity
was ocnfined to side trades while
he continued his automobile busi-
nless. He did come in contact with
soms adventures ‘which have be-
come milestones in the petroleum
business. One was the puldhrase
cif the Heg Creek Oil Company in
Eastland County by Magnolia,
launching the latter company &b
a petroleum power. The idther
was the completion of an 18,000
barrel gusher, largest in the field,
by T. B. Slick.

He finst went to Big Spring in
1937 anid began dealing mostly
in production. Later, he drilled
nearly three Score wells in the
Sharon Ridge 1,700 area both un-
der |his mame and that of R. F.
Teownsend, trustee. He had lease
and other oil interests in a dozen
West Texas occunties over the
yiears,

Mr. Townsend had operated the
Ford agencies at Stamford and
Seymour, and later moved to Dall-
las before going to Big Spring.
He was a member of all the Ma-
scnic boidies, inicluding the Suez
Shrins Temple with membenship
[ at San Angelo. Before illness in-
tervenied, he had 16 yeans of per-
fect attendance at the Big Spring
iRotary Club.

In 1947 he suffered a severe
yeart attack and was moinths over
coming its effects. Afterwards his
physician advised him to quit bus
iness, to which he replied: “When
I reach that point, I'll really be
quit.”

My, Townsend is a former citi-
zen of Gorman. His father was
a partner in the Townsend-Old-
ham Mercantile Co. which later
sold out to Higginbotiham’'s.

Defense Mobilization, Mr. Hoegh
says: ‘‘In an atomic war, blast,
heat and initial radiation could
kill millions close to ground zero
of nuclear bursts. Many more
millions—everybody else—could
be threatened by radioactive
fallout. But most of these could
be saved.”

Mr. Hoegh pointed out that
the Federal shelter policy is
based on the knowledge that
most of those beyond the range
of blast and heat will survive
it they have adequate protec-
tion from fallout.

The OCDM booklet contains
building plans for five basic fall-
out shelters, One is a do-it-
yourself project with solid con-
crete blocks. Cost of the shelters
ranges from $150 to $1500.

For Family Protection From Radioactive Fallout
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AN OUTDOOR aboveground fallout shelter may
‘be bullt of concrete blocks. It is recommended
for houses without basements or for regions
where water or rock is close to the surface, mak-
ing it impractical to build an underground shelter.
Two walls of concrete blocks are constructed at
least 20 inches apart. The space between is filled
with gravel or earth. The walls are held together

are bulilt, The roof is a six-inch slab of reinforced
concrete, covered with at least 20 inches of gravel
or earth.
