To achieve this degree, Carol, 
Janice and Gretchen each pre-
pared a typed notebook about an 
inch thick describing her activ-
ities in all phases of school 
church and community life — •the 
book itself was quite a feat, but 
being an active enough person 
to accomplish sufficient goals to 
fill it was really a feat.

Emphasizing the need of 
farmers to have an organization 
that only farmers could belong 
to and hold office, Mr. Bletcher, 
who was reared on a farm in, 
West Texas and is now farming 
in Denton County, gave a brief 
summary of the work being done 
by the Farmers Union. 

The Gorman Jaycees also an-
nounced plans for the opening 
of Frank Gray Swimming Pool 
on Saturday, May 20.

AT SAN DIEGO, CALIF. 

SAN DIEGO (FHTNC) - James 
L. Blackshear, son of Mrs. Izetta 
M. Blackshear of Gorman, was 
graduated from recruit training 
April 28 at the Naval Training 
Center, San Diego, Calif. 

The graduation exercises, mark 
ing the end of nine weeks of 
"boot camp", included a full 
dress parade and review before 
military officials and civilian 
dignitaries. 

In nine weeks of instruction, 
the "raw recruit" is developed 
into a Navy Bluejacket, ready 
for duty with the fleet. 
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The weathering of wood is 

brought about through the com-
bined effects of rain, wind and 
light. Weathering can result in 
color changes, roughening and 
checking of the surface, and in 
warping, if boards are exposed 
for long periods without pro-
tective coatings. Wood which has 
been weathered assumes •a gray-
ish color, often with an attrac-
tive silvery sheen. All species of 
wood tend to warp and split 
when weathered. Lumber sub-
jected to weathering conditions 
should have a thickness no less 
than one-eighth the board width. 

Surface roughening of exposed 
wood results from the difference 
in the hardness of the spring-
wood and summerwood. The 
springwood, or early wood, is 
characterized by a cell structure 
having large cavities and thin 
walls. This is lighter in weight, 

weaker and softer than the thick-
er walled summerwood. Conse-

114 cup shredded sharp cheese 
114 cup finely chopped peanuts 

Prepare pie crust mix accord-
ing to packaged directions; add 
cheese and 112 the nuts before 
stirring in water.

Make the topping first: Get a 
heavy 10-inch skillet, one that 
can be put in the oven, add but-
ter or margarine and heat until 
melted. Stir in brown sugar and 
water smoothly and mix in both 
chopped and whole peanuts. 
Smooth over bottom of skillet 
evenly. 

Now make the cake batter: 
Start your oven at 350 F or mod-
erate. Sift flour, baking powder 
and salt together 3 times. Beat 
eggs slightly. Start adding sugar 
to eggs gradually and beat vigor-
ously (use an electric or rotary 
beater) until mixture is very 
smooth and thick. Stir in flour 
mixture, a portion at a time, al-
ternately with water and lemon 
extract. Pour over peanut top-
ping and bake 30 to 35 minutes 
or until cake feels springy when 
touched. Loosen cake with a 
knife and invert over a serving 
platter. Delicious warm or cold.

t• Deductions For Motorists 

In making out your 190 Fed-_ 
eral incpme tax returns, have you 
deducted all the automobile ex-
penses allowed to car owners? 

Here are some allowable deduc-
tions: * 

You can deduct your state gaso-
line tax. If you don't know how 
much gasoline you bought last 
year, divide the average number 
of miles your car gets per gallon 
into the total mileage for the year. 

You can deduct Your state regis-
tration fee. Local sales taxes on 
cars and their accessories are also 
deductible. So are losses from 
theft, fire and accidents not com-
pensated for by insurance. 

You can deduct driver license 
fees, and all interest charges paid 
on automobile loans during the 
past year. 

If you use your car exclusively 
for business purposes, you can de-
duct all operating and upkeep ex-
penses. If you use the car for both 
business and pleasure, only the 
business part of the operating cost 
is deductible. 

Although state gasoline taxes 
are deductible, Federal taxes are 
not. When you figure tax deduc-
tions, remember that the Federal 
tax on gasoline is now 4 cents a 
gallon.

DESDEMONA FAITHFUL 	 SIXTH GRADE NEWS CATTLE THEFT, A PROBLEM 

OF THE MODERN RANCHMAN 

Helena, Montana, May 4 - A 
Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association inspector told 
Western Law Enforcement Offi-
cers and Attorney Generals, 
meeting here May 4-6 for their 
annual conference, that appre-
hending and convicting cattle 
thieves is one of the primary 
problems confronting the cattle-
man today. 

J. T. Hamby of DeKalb, Texas, 
explained that modern transpor-
tation methods, tranquilizer pel-
lets, and "shade tree butchering 
places" have made the cattle 
thieves' job both more easy and 
more simple. "This means that 
the man whose job it is to catch 
these thieves is much more com-
plex than in years _past," Hamby 
said. 

Hamby is one of 31 TSCRA 
field inspectors located in Texas 
and Oklahoma, and he cited a 
number of actual cases where 
thieves had been apprehended 
through the cooperation of these 
inspectors with local law enforce-
ment agencies. 

"This requires not only a thor-
ough knowledge of cattle, but a 
working knowledge of modern

The Association also 
leases signs which serve as a 
warning to any thief," Hamby 
said, "and most of the thieves I 
have talked with said that they 
try to skirt those ranches which 
have these signs posted."
