MORE AND MORE STEERS NOW
BEING FATTENED IN TEXAS

AUSTIN — The reason that a
Texas steer becomes a “Kansas
City sirloin” or “New York strip”
steak may be changing because
Texas is fattening more of its own
cattle.

That is the latest report of the
University of Texas Bureau of
Business Research on Texas beef
cattle fattening processes.

In the past, nearly all the Texas
steers have been shipped north-
ward and eastward to the feed
lots of the corn belt. The steaks
that come from them get a name

that cuts the connection with
Texas.
But bureau research assistant

James D. Gordon said more and
more Texas steers are being fat-
tened in Texas. For one thing,
Texas cattle have increased 1In
grade over years.

“The current cattle are much
better equipped to convert grain
to meat,” Gordon said. “No lon-
ger does the quality of Texas
lag behind that of the animals
bred in the North or East.”

And for another thing, Texas
has now a vast supply of feed
grains available for cattle.

Grain sorghums produced in
Texas go to feed lots for cattle in

increasing quantities.

“Today,” Gordon said, ‘“Texas
has assumed a more prominent
position in grain sorghums that
Iowa has in corn. Over the past
half century, Texas has increased
over 30 times its annual harvest
of sorghums and now produces a
full one-half of the nation’s total.”

In addition, Gordon said “The
state’s slaughter and packinghouse
facilities have increased manyfold
since 1936 and the industry is go-
ing through a geographical re-
alignment.

The relatively dry climate also
is desirable in feed lot operations,
and makes sanitation easier to
maintain.

Major local interest is centered
on the duel for the Precincet 2
commissionership between Dick
Foster and Glenn Justice.

In the first Democratic Primary
heat on May 5, Buck Foster car-
ried the Gorman precinct but was
third man in the five-candidate
scramble for the Precinct 2 post,
receiving a total of 275 votes in
the four boxes — Kokomo, Car-
bon, Desdemona and Gorman.

Leading the quintet of hopefuls
in the initial ballot derby was
brother Dick Foster with 326, fol-
lowed by Glenn Justice with 299.
Foster carried Kokomo and Des-
demona and Justice led in Carbon.

A total of 1,201 votes were cast
in the Precinct 2 commissioner
race inthe first primary. Gorman
voters cast a total of 719 ballots.

County interest is focused on
the spirited campaigns of incum-
bent District Clerk Roy Lane and
challenger Mrs. Ann Justice who
is contesting his bid for another
term. Lane has held the office for
16 consecutive years.

B. M. Bennett of Gorman, the
third candidate who was eliminat-
ed in the May 5 Primary, said he
is not lending his influence to
either candidate in the run-off,
feeling that ‘“the people of East-
land County are able to make up
their own minds.”

Other races due to aid in pulling
out the voters in Eastland County
Saturday include the run-off for
Justice of the Peace, Precinct 2,
Ranger, between Ruby Springer
and M. D. Underwood, and the
Precinct 4 contest for county
commissioner between incumbent
Carl Lamb and C. B. (Runt) Dill.

In the four state contests to be
listed on the Second Primary bal-
lot, most interest centers on the
race for the Democratic nomina-
tion for Governor. The candidates
are John Connally of Tarrant
County, former Secretary of the
Navy, and Don Yarborough of
Harris County, a young Houston
attorney making his first bid for
political office.

Contesting for the Lieutenant
Governorship are Preston Smith
of Lubbock County and James A.
(Jimmy) Turman of Fannin Coun-
ty.

Tom Reavley of Travis County
and Waggoner Carr of Lubbock
County are vieing for the Attorney
General post, and for Congress-
man-at-Large, candidates are
Woodrow Wilson Bean of El Paso
County and Joe Pool of Dallas
County.

WASHINGTON, D. C. — FOR

The letter advises that a
full page advertisement including
the names of all those who join
will be run in the New York
Times and The Washington Post.
The letter says that they hope
other groups will be organized
over all the world and that “pub-
lic pressure’” will be sufficient to
achieve a realistic solution of the
terrible situation which now faces
the Chinese refugees.”

OF COURSE, EZEVERYONE
WANTS TO RELIEVE SUFFER-
ING HUMANITY wherever, to
whomever and whenever it hap-
pens. Our Government has spent
hundreds of millions of dollars in
the care and replacement of refu-
gees and escapees over the last
several years. It should be repeat-
ed that we could hardly be called
a Christian people if we did not
respond to the plight of any hu-
man being, but it is something
else to run the risk of bringing
people into this Country, about
whom we know nothing, or even
assisting people in their own
country, whose government is our
enemy.

Austin, Texas,--Eight tired men
will sit down Saturday night but
not to relax.

tions will no longer be considered
exempt from the 10 per cent ad-
mission tax.

The Dallas Symphony society
was first to be taxed. They paid
$12,999 back admission taxes un-
der protest.

Now symphony groups in Hou-
ston, San Antonio, Abilene, Ama-
rillo, Austin, Corpus Christi, El
Paso, Fort Worth, Lubbock, San
Angelo, Tyler, and Wichita Falls
are under survelliance of the Com-
ptroller's office.

Actually no one ever told the
symphonies they were exempt
from ticket tax. But they so con-
sidered themselves under a clause
in the law passed in 1936 exenipt-
ing “charitable” ‘and “educational”
organizations. They never were in-
formed otherwise.

With the advent of the new

sales tax law, an eniarged =ztaff
in the State Comptroller's office
was mandatory. Interpretations
and ruling were necessary. One
rule defined ‘“charitable” and
“educational” organizations in such
a manner that collectors started
hitting the symphonies for back
admission taxes,
) Sen. George Parkhouse of Da'-
'las said he thinks exemption of
symphonies and similar organi-
zations was ‘“the intent of the 1936
law.” He has promised to support
redrafting of the state amusements
tax law to exempt non-profit cul-
tural institutions.

The Dallas society’s payment
‘“‘under protest” may pave the way
for a court decision. State Comp-
troller Robert S. Calvert says he
will welcome one. “Frankly, I
don’t know if symphonies should
pay an admission tax,” he ad-
mitted, “but I don’t think they
can be called a charity.”

PEANUT INSECTS SUBJECT
OF EXPERIMENT STATION

College Station - The lesser
cornstalk borer, a subterranean
feeder, is the major pest of pea-
nuts in Texas. It feeds primarily
on the pegs, pods, stems and roots.
Infestations are more severe in
dry areas or during drouth years.

Reports of severe injury to pea-
nuts in the early 1950's led to the
initiation of a research program
to develop control methods for this
pest. Principal control studies have
involved the use of insecticides,
and these experiments have shown
that applications of several insec-
ticides may reduce lesser cornstalk
borer injury.

The only insecticides which have
exhibited consistent control of this
pest and have been approved for
use on peanuts by the Federal
Food and Drug Administration are
parathion and DDT. Parathon may
not be used less than 15 days be-
fore harvest or feeding, and plants
treated with DDT may not be fed
to dairy animals or animals being
finished for slaughter.

Sprays as well as granular for-
mulations of DDT have provided
control under conditions of heavy
infestation. Best results have been
obtained with applications which
began when full-grown larvaes
were observed and were repeated
at 3 to 4 week intervals as needed.

Thrips, corn earworms and sev-
eral other insects are minor pests
of Texas peanuts. Chemical con-
trol is also effective against them.

For a complete discussion of the
insects attacking peanuts in Texas,
and recommendations for their
control, get a copy of the recent
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station publication, MP-550, “Pea-
nut Insects in Texas.” A copy may
be obtained from the Agricultural
Information Office, College Sta-

AUSTIN — Range and pasture
feed condition average 80 percent
of normal on May according to the
Texas Crop and Livestock Re-
porting Service, This compares
with 71 percent last month, 80
percent a year earlier and a 10
year average of 75 percent.

Timely April rains greatly im-
proved range and pasture feed
conditions in all areas cxcept the
Trans-Pecos and northern High
Plains. These were the only areas
that range condition did not im-
prove from a month earlier. Gen-
eral rains the first and last week
in April revived dry winter grass-
es and boosted warm season grass-
es.

Drought conditions in  south
Texas were eased, then grass and
brush began to grow. Little run-
off resulted from the rains to re-
plenish stockwater supplies.

Cattle Condition 80%

Cattle condition on May 1 in-
creased 4 points to 82 percent of
normal compared with a 10 year
average of 80 percent. A year ago
cattle condition was 83 percent of
normal.

Cattle gained flesh during April
after finishing a long, hard winter
of wide spread supplemental feed-
ing. Cattle condition was higher

Sheep Condition Improves

Sheep condition averaged 79

WESTERN RANGE STATES
Range feed conditions in most

of the 17 western range states im-

RANGE, PASTURE CONDITIONS

proved significantly during April
as many areas of short moisture
supply received good April rains.
Summer grazing outlook remains
good since most areas have ade-
quate subsoil moistures and re-
ceived moisture during April. Last
year’s drought area in the North-
ern Plains remains short of mois-
ture.

Topsoil is extremely dry in the
western Dakotas and in Montana
east of the Divide. This dry area
extends through western Kansas,
Eastern Colorado, and into the
Panhandle areas of Oklahoma and
Texas. Range grasses show very
little color in this area. A good
soaking rain is needed to start
growth.

Cattle were being moved into
Kansas bluestem pastures in vol-
ume by the last of April with the
peak movement expected to occur
during the first week or ten days
of May. Grazing prospects in the
bluestem pasture area are excell-
ent.

Warm weather and some green
feed improved the condition of
cattle and calves over a month
earlier. Most cattle were moved
off wheat by May 1 and were on
range pasture. Calving is nearing
completion in the entire western
area., Losses of late calves were
less than from calves born earlier.

The reported condition of cattle
and calves on May 1 was 82 per-
cent compared with 80 percent
last month, 83 percent a year ago
and the 10 year 1951-60 average
of 81 percent.

Sheep and lambs responded to
warm weather and green feed but
are sti)! in the poorest May 1 con-
dition since 1955. Lambing and
shearing are well along in all
areas of the west. Wool clip is
reported lighter and cleaner than
last year,

_ounty Have A Future?

What is around the corner for
agriculture in Eastland County?
Will stock farming and abundant
grass assure prosperity on our
farms? Will the decline of cash
crop farming eventually allow
grass to grow in the streets of our
trade centers? A study of the his-
tory of farming and ranching in
our area and a study of present
trends reveal some interesting pos-
sibilities.

Old timers tell of an abundance
of grass all over Central Texas
when they first settled here. They
usually state the grass reached
their stirrups on the hills and
would practically hide a man on
a horse in the flats and bottoms.
In the sandy land areas in this
vicinity grew large post oak trees
with a tall “sage” grass under-
story. On the shinnery ridges the
grass was as tall as the shinnery,
yet cattle could be seen for miles.
It was on such pasturage that the
booming cattle industry started in
the period following the Civil War.

- When the Civil War ended Tex-
as was overflowing with cattle. As
longhorn steers were worth only
$3 to $4 in Texas and about $40
on northern markets the romantic

trail drives began. Our area played
no small part in this chapter of
the history of the old West.

During this period a few made
enormous fortunes in ranching. An
expanding growing economy cre-
ated a demand for Texas beef.
Everyone tried to get into the cat-
tle business. By 1885 the unlimited
Texas ranges were dangerously
overstocked. The severe winter of
1885-86 followed by the drought of
1886-87 caused the boom to burst.
Heavy runs on the markets in
many cases to forestall foreclosure
by eastern bankers dropped the
bottom out of cattle prices. Beef
pries on the Chicago market in the
early 1880’s were around $9.00 per
cwt. They hit a low of $1.90 per
cwt. in the summer of 1887. Old
timers say that 1887 was the be-
ginning of the decline of the tall
grass in our vicinity. In 1887 drou-
ght stricken ranchers from further
west drove enormous herds to this
area from which the grass never
really recovered. The tall grass
was replaced by less productive
short grass and weedy vegetation.
As barb wire became common and
the country was settled into 160
acre homesteads brush increased
and invaded former open range-
cropland.

Cotton became the principle cash
crop for the settler. For many
years cotton was the king. With
the coming of the boll weevil and
gradual soil depletion cotton was
replaced by peanuts as a cash
Crop.

During World War II the scar-
city of edible oils and other pea-
nut products created and unsatis-
fiable demand for peanut produc-
tion. All out production became a
patriotic duty. Hampered by scar-

i | cities of labor and machinery pea-

nut farmers responded admirably
in the war effort. After the war
peanuts continued to expand and
many acres of brushland were
even cleared for peanuts. Surplus
production, as with other staple
commodities, soon brought on al-
lotments which quickly stopped
the expansion of peanut acreage.

In this period Angora .goats be-
came the salvation for many stock-
men. Thousands of acres of post
oak timber has been pushed with
heavy machinery to make excel-
lent goat range for a few years.
Those ranchers running goats who
valued their grass and watched
over it were able on most pastures
at the end of the drought to re-
place their brush with at least a
start of the better grasses which
grew so abundantly in the early
days. When good summer rains
returned as in 1957, 1958, and a-
gain in 1961 the tall grasses made
remarkable recovery and produced
an abundant almost priceless seed
crop. Ranchers who continued year
round overstocking of both cattle
and goats have eliminated their
better grasses along with their
brush. In too many pastures farm-
er seed source of good grass grow-
ing under the brush has been
lost forever to be replaced by
worthless needle grass. Grass pro-
duction on this land can be re-
stored only through drastic expen-
sive resseding measures.

In recent years mechanism  high
labor costs, and inflation has made
peanuts an expensive crop to pro-
duce. Reliable cost studies show
an actual cash cost of $40 to $50
for producing and marketing each
acre of peanuts. The break even
point, not considering any interest
on the high investment in land
and machinery, seem to be yields
of 17-18 bushels per acre. It has

Never the less those farmers on
good land and using modern con-
servation and production techni-
ques were able to make handsome
profits with 30 - 40 bushel yeilds.
It is obvious that it is only on
good land and under the best of
management that peanuts can re-
main as a profitable cash crop in
this area.
