Local stockmen and cooperating
agricultural and livestock organi-
zations are staging an all-outdrive
to raise needed emergency funds
to assure continuance of the ef-
fective program to eradicate the
screwworm in Texas and the
Southwest this year. Over the
state, $1 million more must be in-
vested by producers to meet the
required SWAHRF producer fund
goal of $3 million or the project
may be abandoned March 31.

“The thriving livestock industry
is a key factor in the economy of
our area,” declares Chas. Duran,
President, First National Bank,

In
most cases these blanks will be
brought home by children in
school. Parents should check for
completeness and  correctness,
make any needed changes, prom-
ptly sign and return the form to
the homeroom teacher of the child
that brought it home.

A school-age child is one who
will be at least six years of age
and not over seventeen years of
age on September 1, 1963.
Parents of a child who is, or
will be, six years of age by this
coming September 1, should be
sure that their child is enumerat-
ed before the close of this month.
If the child has no older brother
or sister in school, and if no cen-
sus enumerator has contacted you
by Friday, January 25th, please
call or send word to the school
superintendent’s office.

Things To Consider
About Poll Tax

The dealine for the payment of
poll tax, as a requirement to vote
in 1963, is January 31st.

Any person who claims exemp-
tion from payment of poll tax by
reason of over age, must needs
be sixty years of age before Janu-
ary 1, 1962.

Any person who reaches his
sixtieth birthday and time in 1962
1s subject to a poll tax by reasqn
of the fact that we use the 1962
poll tax as a voting qualification
in 1963.

No exemption certificate is re-
quired of such over age persons
in Eastland County.

Any person who becomes twen-
ty-one years of age after January
1, 1963, must obtain an exemption
certificate not later than thirty
days before any election, general,
special or primary, at which he
wishes to vote. And unless such
person shall obtain such certificate [
of exemption, he shall not be
deeraed a qualified elector. Art.
5, 17, Texas election code.

All voters are required by law
to vote in the precinct of their
residence, having lived in the
county six months and the state
one year, next preceding election.

You still need a poll tax to vote
during 1963. The resolution or
amendment about which voters
expressed themselves last year
gave the Legislature the authority
to abolish the poll tax, but the Leg-
islature hasn't met yet and any
action it takes won’t apply to this
year’s poll tax.

Don’t be disqualified by failure
to pay your poll tax.

The County has authorized a
poll tax sub station at Todd’s
Variety Store for the convenience
of those who cannot and do not
wish to drive to Eastland.
