Facts Concerning
Voting Certificates

It seems that the television news
casters have somewhat confused
the voters by saying that persons
over sixty years of age must ob-
tain an exemption -certificate as
a qualification to vote.

From a thorough search and the
best interpretation of the Texas
Election Code, the obtaining of
this certificate is applicable only
to inhabitants of cities of 10,000
population or more. For any over-
age person to vote without a poll
tax receipt anywhere in this state,
he must need be 60 years old be-
fore the date of poll tax levy, Jan-
uary 1, 1963. This has been Texas
election law for many years. Art.
5-16, Texas Election Code.

Any individual who becomes 21
years of age after poll tax levy
(Jan. 1, 1963) may vote at any
election, general, special or pri-
mary, by obtaining a certificate
of exemption not later than 30
days before such election. And if
such person fails or refuses to
obtain such certificate of exemp-
tion, he shall not be allowed to

vote. Art. 5-17, Texas Election
Code.
