Many farmers and ranchers will
be rebuilding fences for many
days to come, but say they don’t
mind as the rains were so bene-
ficial in so many ways.

Peanut farmers say thay have
enough moisture now to .make
their peanut crops.

A large number of country road
bridges in this precinct werc
washed out and the washouts to
roadbeds were extensive.

I have been reading in the Pro-
gress, with a measure of shock
and dismay, about the efforts of
some o bring beer to Gorman.

Marvin A. Block, M.D.,
vice-president of the National
Council on Alcoholism, gave an
interview to U. S. News and
World Report Magazine, in which
he said, “There are more than
five million alcoholics in America
today.

He wrote a song espe-
cially for his singing assistant At the opening of
the evening service he handed the song to his
soloist and asked him to sing it. The singer did
and joined others that night at the altar.

That night in 1921 when Mrs. Kirkpatrick called
her husband there was no answer. She found him.
sitting in his study chair, On the desk were un-
finished words of a song and the last verse showed
that he had worked rapidly. But he didn't quite
make the deadline. Willlam J. Kirkpatrick went out
of the world as he came into it . . .
