members of London's Mark Lane Church, his honor 
rarely missed a sermon by the renowned Dr. Watts. 

Isaac Watts was young for the pulpit at Mark 
Lane. Thirty-two he was now, but he had been at 
the big church ever since he was 26. He was small, 
just five feet—and his big head made his small 
body look even smaller and his long hook nose 
made his homely face even uglier. He was sickly, 
too. Hardly had he seen a well day since smallpox 
nearly killed him when he was 15. At Mark Lane 
he rarely preached two Sundays in succession, but 
the congregation wouldn't let him quit They hired 
an assistant and told Dr. Watts to preach when he 
felt like it. 

A few years after his illness Watts was sought 
out by a beautiful lady who fell in love with him 
through his poetry. Her name was Elizabeth Singer 
and Watts fell hand over heels in love with her. 
He proposed marriage, but Miss Singer shied away 
in disappointment and said she "admired the jewel 
but could never love the casket." Abandoning hope 
of marriage, the little man wrote. "How vain are 

all things here below . .. How false and yet how 
fair." 

Isaac Watts preached that Sunday in 1712, but 
he didn't feel like it. So the Lord Mayor and 
Lady Abney carried him out to their mansion in 
the country. A week's rest, they said, would do 
him good. 

At the Abney home Watts fell in love again—
with the three little daughters of his hosts. He 
wrote verses for them about "the busy little bee" 
and dogs that "delight to bark and bite" and a 
cradle song that began, "Hush, my dear, lie still 
and slumber; Holy angels guard thy bed." The Ab-
neys became so attached to their guest that they 
wouldn't let him leave. In 1720 Watts collected his 
juvenile verse Into his classic "Divine and Moral 
Songs for Children." The book sold 80,000 copies a 
year and six generations were raised on It. Watts 
died, still a bachelor, at the Abney home in 1748-
36 years after going there for a week's rest. 

Perhaps the little man was thinking of his pock-
marked face and dwarf body when he wrote one 
of the greatest hymns that has ever been written 

Well might the sun in darkness bide, 
And shut His glories in, 

When Christ, the mighty Maker, died 
For man the creature's sin. 

Alas, and did my Saviour bleed? 
And did my Sovereign die? 

Would He devote that sacred bead 
For such a worm as I? 

Was it for crimes that 1 bare done, 
He groaned upon the tree? 

Amazing Pity: Grace unknown! 
And love beyond degree! 

But drops of grkf can ne'er repay 
The debt of love I owe; 

Here, Lord, I give myself away, 
• 'Tit all that I can do.

We fight alcoholism with ed-
ucation - - lectures, films and 
medical advice over the radio and 
TV. We resort, to compulsory 
medical treatment when that is 
indicated. Confirmed alcoholics 
are treated at hospital and psy-
choneurological dispensaries. Treat 
ment includes hypnotism, medica-
tion to strengthen the nervous 
system and reduce the inclination 
for alcohol or even create an 
aversion for liquor. Like other 
medical treatment in the Soviet 
Union, it is free. 

Physical culture and sports, ai 
well as our many clubs for recre-
ation and entertainment, play a 
large role in the fight against al-
coholism. Then there s the very 
considerable social pressure exert-
ed on the hard drinker by neigh-
bors and workmates and the mass 
organizations he belongs to. It is 
characteristic, for instance, that at 
a countryside conference to com-
bat alecholism convened by the 
Minestay of Public Health not 
only doctors participated but also 
members of the judiciary, educat-
ors, trade union and YCL officials 
and workers from cultural and 
educational establishments: It 
should be pointed out that the 
law is by no means easy ori 
drunkards. Persons drunk in pub-
lic places are fined, and intoxica-
tion does not mitigate a crime. 
We feel that alcoholism is socially 
harmful, that it undermines 
health, destroys the family, caus-
es crime and is economically 
wasteful. We fight it with every 
weapon at our command." The 
Soviets have a strong point to be 
a nation without God. 

So if you want the "wets" to 
spend their money in another 
town, then go to the polls and 
exercise your privilege as an 
American. And if you want tit 
buy alcohol in Gorman for use 
within the privacy of your home, 
then you also have your privilege 
as an American to vote. At any 
rate, let both "wets" and "drys" 
inform themselves of the facts 
and then do something about it. 
because indifference is always 
worse than ignorance.
