An informal committee com-
posed of city, club and business
representatives, met three d¢imes
last week to discuss High School
Homecoming, Community money-

tion of the lagoons which furnish
water for the pool, the ever-pres-
ent danger of damage from flood-
ing and the present state of dilap-
idation of the pool. He also point-
ed to the continuing high cost of
upkeep and repair. Although ‘no
figures were presented relative to
costs involved in meodifying and
repairing the old pool, it was gen-
erally agreed by the committee
that $5,000 might be a realistic
figure.

Brochures were examined by
the committee from swimming
pool construction firms. Pools of
40 feet by 80 feet dimensions
equipped with diving beards, fil-
ters, chlorinators and lights costs
approximately $20,000. The com-
mittee discussed various ways of
abttempting to finance the construc-
tion of such a pool on a site which
could not as yet be determined.
The committee agreed to recom-
mend a plan of self-financing to
the people of the Gorman Com-
munity. Individual pledges from
individuals will be sought as well
as pledges from the clubs, organi-
zations and businesses in the com-
munity. Initial donations will be
asked from all and pledges over
a 10-year period will be requested.
It is believed that $10,000 cash
should be raised before definite
plans are finalized. If this amount
can be raised and ‘the remainder
is pledged, a site will be selected
and construction of a “Community
Swimming Pool” will be com-
menced. In addition, an annual
festival or celebration would be
held to help with financing the
project. Individuals will be asked
to donate with the understanding
if the pool is not constructed, they
will be refunded their money. In
the case of organizations, the
money would be used for com-
munity improvement projects se-
lected jointly by them in case the
pool is not built.

It is contemplated that the
Frank A. Gray Memorial Park at
Bass Lake will be maintained as
a park to serve the people of this
area, This park will revert back
to the city in 1966 under the pro-
visions of a 1947 Deed conveying
the propenty to the City and giv-
ing the Quarterback Club the re-
sponsibility for its operation. In
recent years its operation has been
carried out by the Community
Club, a successor to the Quarter-
back Club.

The Committee made plans for
a “Miss Gorman Day” to be held
September 30. A Six-weeks con-
test will be started on August 20
to select Miss Gorman who will
be crowned in a coronation cere-
mony on September 30. On Oc-
tober 1 an Amateur Talent Night
will be staged. Funds from both
events will be used to build the
Community Swimming Pool Ac-
count. These events will be held
prior to and will not conflict with
the Homecoming Activities on
Saturday, October 3rd.

RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS-

Section 1. That Section 4,
Article IV of the Constitution
of the State of Texas be
amended so as to hereafter
read as follows:

“Section 4. The Governor
shall be installed on the first
Tuesday after the organization
of the Legislature, or as soon
thereafter as practicable, and
shall hold his office for the
term of four years, or until
his successor shall be duly in-
stalled. He shall be at least
thirty years of age, a citizen
of the United States, and shall
have resided in this state at
least five years immediately
preceding his election.”

Sec. 2. That Section 22, Ar-
ticle IV of the Constitution of
the State of Texas be amend-
ed so as to hereafter read as
follows:

“Section 22, - The Attorney
General shall hold office for
four years and until his suc-
cessor is duly qualified. He
shall represent the state in all

suits and pleas in the Supreme
Court of the state in which the
state may be a party, and shall
especially inquire into the
charter rights of all private
corporations, and from time to
time, in the name of the state,
take such action in the courts
as may be proper and neces-
sary to prevent any private
corporation from exercising
any power or demanding or
collecting any species of taxes,
tolls, freight or wharfage not
authorized by law.

The Comptroller
of Public Accounts, the Trea-
surer, the Commissioner of the
General Land Office, and any
statutory state.officer who is
elected by the electorate of
Texas at large, unless a term
of office is otherwise specific-
ally provided in this Constitu-
tion, shall each hold office for
the term of four years and
until his successor is qualified;

Delay Peanut Harvest
If Conditions Are
Favorahle Says USDA

YOAKUM, August 17 — If con-
ditions are right, it will pay pro-
ducers to leave peanuts in the

Dr. Harrison says tests at ‘the
Yoakum station indicate that date
of harvesting has a definite effect
on the grade and yield of peanuts.

In a 1961 test, Dr. Harrison said
peanuts harvested at 102 days
from planting yielded: 2,101 pounds
per acre, Peanuts harvested at 113
days yielded 2,110 pounds per acre,
and those harvested at 127 days
yielded 2,807 pounds per acre,

In the same test, the grade, or
percent sound mature kernels,
(SMK) went from 57 percent at
102 days, to 67 percent at 113 and
finally to 68 percent for peanuts
harvested at the end of 127 days
from planting.

The péanuts in this teat were
treated with PCNB, (terraclor)
and a foilage treatment of sulfur
and copper oxide. They were also
irrigated.

Similar results were obtained
from different foliage treatments.
In every case, the grades of SMK
and the yields increased for each
delay of harvest from 102-113-127
days from planting. The highest
yields and grades were obtained
from the plots receiving foliage
fungicide, harvested at 127 days
from planting, and where PCNB
had been applied to the soil a-
round the crown of the peanut
plants.
