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Space Fuel Cell Fore-
Runner Of Power

A fuel cell, similar to the one
providing electricity for the Gem-
ini space vehicle, may be soon be
supplying the power requirements
in the home

Pioneer Naural Gas Co. is par-
ticipating with the American Gas
Association in a research program
aimed at developing a commer-
cial fuel cell for the home and in-
dustry.

A fuel cell, a device somewhat
like a storage battery, continous-
ly and silently produces electri-
city through chemical reaction.

Similar to the Gemini power
unit, the home fuel cell operates
n oxygen and hydrogen, the lat-
ter being derived from mnatural
gas. Oxygen for the reaction will
come from the air.

A. G. A, national trade asso-
ciation fr the nation’s gas indus-
try, 1s among a number of com-
panies and industry groups carry-
ing out reséarch on a commercial
fuel cell.

A G A recently reported their
fuel cell experiments had resulted
Iin a cell capable of producing
electric power output 10 times
greater than a previous model
without increasing the cost of the
elements. The experiments are
‘| being conducted at the Institute
| of Gas Technology in Chicago un-
:| der the spnsorship of AGA’S Re-
search and Development prgram.

Dr. Richard H. Gale, head of
AGA'’s Research and Development
+ | Department, said results to date
have been encouraging.

He said the natural gas fuel cell
could offer the homeowner lower
cost, reliable pwer for the home.
Unsed in conjunction with con-
ventional gas appliances to meet
space heating and cooling equip-
ments, etc. the fuel cell-equipped
home will meet its total energy
needs with natural gas. He added
the fuel cell would also have a
number of industrial nd commer-
cial applications.

AGA noted that fuel cell de-
velopment has been accelerated
‘| by space programs and added it
is another tangible benefit the
consumer is receiving from the
space race.

Books and important papers
damaged by flood waters can be
salvaged with prompt and proper
treatment.

The water-damaged books and
papers should be dried carefully
and slowly. Books should be
placed on end to dry the leaves
apart. After exposure to the air
for a time, they should be piled
and pressed to keep the leaves
from crumpling. “These drying
and pressing procedures should
be alternated until the materials
are thoroughly dry, in order to
prevent mildew.”

If the books are quite damp,
you may want to sprinkle corn-
starch or talcum between the
leaves to take up moisture, After
several hours, the powder can be
brushed off.

Joram, savory and thyme.

Store dried herbs in coverad
glass jars or tightly-closed com-
tainers, preferably away fromm
heat and steam.

Between 1953 and 1963, for ex-!
ample, the hourly earnings of
manufacturing workers increased,
46.7% in right-to-work states, but
only 41.5% in compulsory union-
ism states, The average weekly
earnings of prduction workers in
the past ten years rose 46.8% in
right-to-work states and only
42.8% in those states which per-
mit compulsory unionism. In fact,
six of the 15 states with the high-
est average weekly earnings for
production workers are right-
to-work states.

Does employment lag in those
states whech allow voluntary un-
ionism, as those who seek to re-
peal 14(b) insist. According to the
Labor Department, the rise in
new manufacturing jobs in the
right-to-work states rose 12.8%
during the 1953-1963 decade. But
new manufacturing jobs declined
7.6% in non-right-to-work states.
The number of production work-
ers in that period rose 3.9% in
right-to-work states but fell 14.1%

Annual retail sales rose 20.3%

n right-to-work states, but only | %3

16.7% in non-right-to-work states.
Value added by manufacturing
rose 733% 1in right-to-work
states, but only 41.5% - or six
percent points below the national

average - in non-right-to-work.

hicle registrations, retail payrolls,
per capita and gross personal in-
come, ete.

Whether these gains in right-
to-work states are due to the ef-
fects of voluntary unionism on
the economy can be debated. But
the statistics prove conclusively
that the scare talk -- that it hurts
the wage earner -- from those
who wish to repeal 14(b) is hardly
in line with statistics. When Con-
gress convenes, these facts and
figures will most certainly be
presented by those who wish to
preserve both 14(b) and the vol-
untary association of workers in
free unions,
