board re-.affirmed its policy on 
dress and proper grooming. It is 
the feeling of the board and the 
administration that dress and 
grooming plays a -definite part in 
education. -Simply stated the 
policy for boys is that they will 
come to school properly dressed 
with no undue flashy apparel 
that would cause a distraction 
and that they shall keep their 
hair well groomed -and cut to a 
proper length. By proper length 
is meant that hair should not 
be so long -as to extend over the 
ears, dawn over the collar, or 
down over the eyebrows. Side-
burns are to extend no longer 
than the lower part of the ear 
and must be kept trimmed at all 
times. No undue hair growth is 
allowed on the face. Girls are to 
come well groomed at all times 
and dressed in appropriate attire. 
Dresses and skirts are to be a 
reasonable length. Mini skirts and 
dresses are not considered proper 
attire for high school girls. After 
students 'have been warned of 
any violation of this policy, they 
may be 

i 
 sent home until such vio-

lation s corrected. Coaches or 
sponsors of activities in which 
students represent the Gorman 
Schools away from home may 
make other designations as to 
dress on such trips. 

Most students and parents- have 
cooperated fully with this policy 
which has been in effect since 
the beginning of school. The ad-
ministration has -tried to enforce 
the policy without having to 
send students home, but if this 
becomes necessary to carry out 
this policy, such action will be 
taken. The board is -asking the 
full cooperation of . students and 
parents in this matter. Sutdents 
will be advised of the fact that 
this policy has been reaffirmed. 
Students who will not be involv-
ed in activities representing the 
school may be given permission 
to vary from so-me of these rules 
from now through Ranch Day 
which is March 26. On Tuesday 
following Easter holidays there 
will be no exceptions made. 

Absentee voting will begin on 
Monday, March 16 in the office 
of the superintendent, which will 
be open for absentee voting dur-
ing normal office hours exclud-
ing Saturdays and Sundays and 
school holidays. The last day for 
absentee voting will -be Tuesday, 
March 31. The election will be 
Saturday, April 4 in the high 
school.

THE TRUTH ABOUT 
OUR NURSING HOMES 

"America's nursing homes are 
a stark and lonely place to die," 
This is a quote from a recent 
series of newspaper articles pre-
senitng the dark side of the nurs-
ing home industry. These articles 
do a great injustice to a large 
number of efficient and well-run 
health facilities which suffer un-
der the name "nursing home." 

There is no question the his-
tory of the nursing home is not 
a very proud one. The advent of 
the Medicare program triggered a 
revolution in the industry and 
focused public attention on a 
problem everyone apparently re-
gards as something new brought 
on by government programs. The 
problem has existed for a long 
time and the real responsibility 
for the condition of homes and 
the methods of operation does not 
rest with the government or with 
the "operators" described in the 
article but squarely on the shoul-
ders of the general public which 
all but ignored nursing homes 
much  as  it ignored those who 
were placed In them. The public 
didn't want to be bothered with 
the aged and was content to de-
posit the "old folks" somewhere 
and forget them except at holi-
day time. 

The articles in question certain-
ly presented shocking "facts" 
about what goes on in nursing 
homes but these "facts" were 
half-truths in many cases. Con-
siderable mention was made of 
patients being tied or belted to 
their chairs and beds. This was 
made to sound as if patients were 
being kept in chains to avoid giv-
ing them proper care. The real 
truth is that the use of restrain-
ing belts is a safe, sane, and ordi-
nary practice in hospitals and 
all other types of health facilities. 
Restraints, for those who need 
them, are a means of protection 
against falls and other injuries 
common to the elderly who at-
tempt to move about normally 
even though their condition pre-
vents it. Many do not realiwe 
their strength balance, and abili-
ties are below par and they need 
assistance for even the most 
routine functions. It is just not 
possible to assign a private nurse 
or aide to each patient, therefore, 
restraints are used to avoid ac-
cidents. Accidents do occur de-
spite these precautions, but ima. 
gine how many more would occur 
without use of restraints, and 
imagine what a hue and cry 
would rise over the resulting 
broken limbs, dislocations, and 
bruises. Perhaps these bruises 
would be the subject of a new 
series about mistreatment of the 
aged?' 

Abuse of drugs is another item 
that was considered in a one-sid-
ed manner. A number of state-
ments such as "drugs used free-
ly to restrain the elderly," "use 
drugs when you are short of 
staff," and "a random check in 
one home found eight of ten pa-
tients getting tranquilizers" con-
vey an impression of homes of 
horror. Tranquilizers, sedatives,

The readers of The Journal These drugs are also used to calm 
Nursing Homes speak shier patients but not to dope them 
minds. 	 into a stupor as indicated in the 

article. This calming is not for 
the benefit of the nursing staff 
but to avoid self-inflicted injury. 

Doctors also came in for their 
share of blame in regard to nurs-
ing home problems. I am sure 
the facts would show that, while 
doctors do not visit homes daily 
or weekly, they will and do see 
those patients who are in need of 
attention  as  often as necessary. 
In many cases, a patient residing 
in a home requires only basic 
nursing care, which means he 
doesn't need to see a doctor any 
oftener than he would in his own 
home situation. Most facilities 
have doctors visiting their pa-
tients at least monthly and all 
have a doctor on emergency call. 

"Nursing home" is no olnger a 
"dirty word" — it is an obsolete 
one. Many facilities today are 
new, with shining equipment, soft 
carpets, and effective patient-
care programs supervised by ad-
ministrators who really care 
about the patients its their charge'. 
There are other facilities that are 
riot so new and have well-used 
equipment. and no carpets, but 
they also provide good care and 
consider their patients' welfare 
above their profits. 

Locally and throughout the 
country, there are a number of 
facilities that meet the definition 
of this new breed. No longer does 
a patient face a "lonely, desolate, 
and empty end." Most units pro-
vide some forms of recreational 
or occupational therapy, dietary 
consultants to make sure diets 
are proper as well as good, and 
nursing care adequate for the 
patients' needs. Generally speak-
ing, the health care facility is 
simply a nice place in which to 
live or to get well.

WASHINGTON, 0. C. — "THE 
PRESIDENT, VICE PRESIDENT 
and all civil officers of the 
United States, shall be removed 
from office on iropeadhinent for, 
and conviction of, treason, brib-
ery,  or  other high crimes and 
misdemeanors." This is Section 4, 
Article II of The Constitution. 

THERE HAS BEEN MUCH 
DISCUSSION over the years as 
to what constitutes impeachable 
offenses. For many years the 
theory was maintained that in-
dictable offenses only were im-
peachable. This theory has been 
stoutly defended and stoutly de-
nied. Only one case appears to 
exist for impeachment on an 
offense not subject to indictment. 

MOSTLY WE THINK OF 
TREASON, bribery or, for that 
matter, any crime, as being clear-
ly a matter of black and white. 
In any criminal trial in our 
courts, intent often determines 
convictions, acquittal or mitiga-
tion. Intent and motive is at the 
heart of solving crime as well 
as prosecution. The courts have 
held that to convict one charged 
with advocating the overthrow 
of our Government, an overt act 
must be proved. In other words, 
action must be connected with 
statement of the accused.

JUSTICE OF THE SUPREME 
COURT, William 0. Douglas, has 
recently written a 97-page book-
let entitled "Points of Rebellion." 
It is a tirade against the "Ameri-
can establishment" — the Penta-
gon, the FBI, the CIA, Police, 
employers and educators. One of 
the strongest sentences pis that 
"violence may be the only  ef-
fective response of outraged 
youth." 

JUSTICE DOUGLAS COMA  
PARES OUR TODAY'S estab-
lishment with King George III 
of England. "George III was the 
symbol against which our found-
ers made a revolution, now con-
sidered bright and glorious," Jus-
tice Douglas wrote. The Justice 
says in his book, "We must real-
ize that today's establishment is 
the new George III. Whether it 
will continue to adhere to its 
tactics we do not know. If it does, 
the redress honored in tradition 
is also revolution." 

THROUGHOUT MS TREAT-
ISE, MR. DOUGLAS offers a 
justification for violence. In an 
appraisal of his writings, he ac-
knowledges that riot has no con-
stitutional sanctions but says that 
"injustices may pile so high that 
violence is the only answer." 

IN OTHER PASSAGES, THE 
SUPREME COURT JUSTICE ad-
vises American protesters to risk 
arrest because the police have no 
right to interfere with their free-
dom. (Can you imagine this?) 

MR. JUSTICE DOUGLAS EX-
CORIATES the military, FBI 
snooping and other law enforce-
ment agencies trying to get at 
lawlessness and writes en indict-
ment of our society M. general. 
To this criticism alone, he is en-
titled to his personal opinion. 

IT IS QUITE A HORSE OF 
ANOTHER COLOR when he at-
tempts justification of violence 
'and revolution directed at in-
fluenoing the overthrow of the 
Government of the United States 
of which he is a part. Reading 
his words there seems to be no 
distinguishable difference b e-
tween "the system," "the estab-
lishment" and established order 
under law. 

JUSTICE DOUGLAS WRITES 
THAT HE hopes the revolution-
he is talking about will not be 
like the one of 1776. The revo-
lution that is coming, he says, 
will arise from "the search of 
youth Tor ways and means of 
making the machine . . . the 
servant of man." Just exactly 
what this means is a little diffi-
cult to interpret. 

THE INTERPRETATION IS 
LESS VAGUE when he encour-
ages violence and says that it 
bothers him that the establish-
ment may not be wise enough 
not to use "its stockpile of arms" 
to suppress the dissenters, for he 
thinks that will bring on an aw-
ful ordeal. 

DATA IS BEING COLLECTED 
IN CERTAIN efforts to determine 
if impeachment proceedings will 
stand up against Justice Douglas. 
Included in the collection of evi-
dence is Mr. Douglas' past ,associ-
ation with a private foundation 
alleged to be tied to racketeers.

This is to advise you of a 
-ebortge in the liquor laws, Article 
45118-47, Vernods Texas Penal 
Code Previously the charges of 
making alcoholic beverage avail-
able to a minor, and for minor 
in possession of alcoholic bever-
age, were oil handled in the Jus-
tire of the Peace courts or in 
the city counts. The said statute 
has been amended and the charg-
es should be filed as follows: 

I. The following offenses now 

carry a minimum fine of $25.00 
wadi a maximum fine of $200.00 
on first offenses, and are to be 
tiled in the Justice of the Peace 
marl or city court: 

• A charge of a minor purch-
ming any alcoholic beverage. 

b. A minor in possession or 
cossauning any alcoholic lavers 
age unless at such time the per-
son under the age of 21 years 
ma accompanied by his or her 
parent, guardian, adult husband 
of adult wife, or adult person 
lobo whose cusotdy he or she 
had been committeed for the time 
being by same court, who is ac-
tually, visibly and personally 
_posses& at the time such alco-
holic beverage is possessed or 
cams:med. 

2. The following offenses pre-
viously filed in the Justice of 
the Peace Court or city court, are 
now  misdemeanors which must 
be filed in the County Court: 

as To,  purchase an alcoholic 
beverage for  or  Icnowingly make 
available an alcoholic beverage 
to a person under the age of 21 
yeas unless the purchaser, per-
son making available or giver is 
the parents, legal guardian, adult 
husband or adult wife. of the 
person for wham the alcoholic 
beverage is purchased, made a-
vailable, or to whom it is given 

b. It is also unlawful for any 
- parent, legal guardian, adult hus-

band or adult wife of a person 
under 21 years of age to pur-
rear, for or knowingly make a-
vailable to or give to. any pa-
mpa under 21 years of age, any 
alcoholic beverage except for con-
aimptien in the actual, visible 
and personal presence of said 
Parent, legal guardian, adult hus-
brad  or  adult wife.
