The first contact I made un-
der the Gorman license was on 
May 6, 1967 at 2:49 p. m. and was 
with -station YN1BKC in Man-
agua, Nicaragua, Central Amer-
ica. 

I operate from Gorman mostly 
on weekends, and am also licens-
ed as KEG3645 in the Citizens 
Radio Service, and N 0 HCZ in 
the Military Affiliate Radio Ser-
vice. I am a member of the Am-
erican Radio Relay League, Tay-
lor County Radio Club, and Tay-
lor County Citizens Radio Asso-
ciation. 

I guess my most memorable 
experience with amateur radio 
was in September of last year 
when I was contacted by a ham 
radio operator aboard the hospital 
ship HOPE off the coast of Cen-
tral America. Due to their loca-
tion, no one on the ship had been 
able to communicate, in any form, 
with their family for several 
months. Through the use of my 
phone patch, I was able to make 
4 long distance phone calls, and 
allow 3 doctors and a nurse to 
talk with their relatives in other 
states. 

I have listened many nights to 
stations in California talking to 
military ships at sea that have 
radio amateurs on board. Through 
the telephone hookup, the boys 
returning from Viet Nam are 
able to tell their family when 
they will be docking and when 
they can be expected home. 

Where other means of commun-
ications have failed, the radio 
amateurs can operate, and many 
have, indeed, worked around the 
clock during disasters, getting 
messages through to friends and 
relatives in all parts of the world. 
It is indeed an asset to any com-
munity to have a member of the 
amateur radio service in it. 

Many people would like to be-
come radio amateurs, and I high-
ly encourage them, as it is one 
of the finest hobbies in existance. 
I must also say that in order to 
become a ham, one must first 
have the desire and ambition, and 
second, must have the time to 
work hard on Morse Code and 
Radio Theory. In order to become 
a radio amateur in the United 
States, one must be able to send 
and receive 13 words per minute, 
without mistake, in International 
Morse Code, and also pass a writ-
ten test on advanced arido theory. 
The test for this area is given in 
Dallas. 

Amateur radio was pioneered 
by the men who invented radio, 
and in fact, many advances in 
our commercial broadcast equip-
ment came about through the ex-
periments of amateur radio op-
erators. So, as you can see, we 
owe a debt to old time hams 
who lived in the "spark era" 
(code) of radio, for without them, 
the radios and televisions that 
we all enjoy today would not be 
quite so good now. In fact, ama-
teurs are allowed to transmit 
television pictures and teletype 
messages to all parts of the world, 
and many build their own equip-
ment that enables them to see 
as well as hear the hams with 
whOrMthey are talking. 

You asked me to mention some-
thing about my banking experi-
ence. I have worked for the First 
State Bank in Abilene for the 
past five years, and am presently 
head of the Proof and Transit 
Department. I was named pur-
chasing agent for the bank in the 
early part of this year. 

I have completed both the pre-
standard and the standard certif-
icates of the school of the Amer-
ican Institute of Banking, and 
will soon receive my graduate 
certificate. 

I am a member and director 
in the Evening Optimist Club of 
Abilene, which is devoted to do-
ing boys work in the community. 

Gene, I hope I have not bored 
you with all this, but it is my 
favorite topic of conversation, 
and remember, you asked for it!

Sen. Tom Creighton 
On Legislative 
Budget Board 

AUSTIN — Lt. Governor Pres-
ton Smith today announced the 
appointment of Senator Tom 
Creighton of Mineral Wells to the 
Legislative Budget Board. Sena-
tor Creighton's 22nd District is 
composed of the southern half of 
Tarrant County, including a large 
part of Fort Worth, and the North 
Texas counties of Clay, Eastland, 
Jack, Montague, Palo Pinto, Par-
ker, Stephens, and Wise. 

Senator Creighton has also been 
named as vice chairman of the 
Committee for the Return of the 
Flag of the Alamo. The commit-
tee was authorized by Senate 
Resolution 141, which was adopt-
ed by the recent Regular Session 
of the 60th Legislature. 

The five-member committee is 
charged with the duty of treating 
with the Republic of Mexico for 
the return to Texas of the Ala-
mo's Flag. In announcing Creigh-
ton's appointment, Lieutenant 
Governor Smith commented on 
the necessity for giving careful 
consideration to the Republic of 
Mexico in this important matter, 
and said that he felt Creighton 

possesses the attributes and di-
plomacy necessary for the com-
mittee's task.  

The Legislative Budget Board 
is a permanent legislative servict' 
agency with a full-time profess- 
ional staff, which is charged with 
preparation of an estimated ap-
propriation bill to be submitted 
to the Governor and the Legis-
lature after the convening of each 
regular session. Its duties also in-
clude performance of general 
budget services for state govern-
ment. 

Senator Creighton has been a 
member of the Senate since 1961, 
and served as president pro tern-
pore during the Regular Session - 
of the 59th Legislature. For the 
last three legislatures, including 
the 60th, he has served on the 
powerful Senate Finance Com-
mittee. During the 60th Legisla-
ture, he is also serving as vice 
chairman of two major commit-
tees — State Affairs and Water 
Conservation.

From State Capitol

AUSTIN-Railroad Commission 
authorized Texas oil industry to 
produce an additional 2,268,000 
barrels of oil during the last two 
weeks of June in view of cur-
tailed supplies from the unsettled 
Middle East. 

Commission increased the June 
allowable from 33.8 per cent to 
35.9 per cent retroactive to June 
1. This figure will permit maxi-
mum oil production of 3,112,191 
barrels daily compared to cur-
rent 2,992,236 barrels. Commis-
sion postponed setting an allow-
able for July, but another mod-
erate increase is almost certain. 

State officials, conscious of the 
legislature's special tax session 
looming next year, see a possible 

• Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, Iraq, 
and Algeria have banned oil 
shipments to U. S. and Britain. 
Libya's production has been halt-
ed by a strike. 

• Arabs want to nationalize 
their oil fields or call in Spain 
and France to develop their pe-
troleum industry, replacing the 
U. S. and Britain. 

• Suez Canal may remain 
blocked for several months. Thus 
any oil shipments would have to 
round the Cape of Good Hope. 
Trip would be longer and more 
expensive. 
revenue windfall (which could re-
duce the new tax need) from the 
crisis-caused oil jump.

will be. Before the emergency 
situation, the oil production tax 
income for the coming year had 
been estimated at nearly $140-
million. 

These factors figure in the mag-
nitude of future allowable in-
creases: 

Interstate Oil Company adopted 
a resolution calling for a 12.2 per 
cent limit on the ratio of import-
ed oil to domestic stocks east of 
the Rocky Mountains. Experts 
say present situation demunstrates 
need for better government atti-
tude toward domestic production 
and industry development. 

DRIVERS POINTS - Auto dri-
vers may have forgotten, but 
they will be reminded of "points" 
starting August 1. 

That's when the new insurance 
plan adopted last July by the 
State Board of Insurance begins 
to show on insurance rates. Dri-
vers will pay 15 per cent more 
for insurance if they have one 
point charged against them, 35 
per cent for two points, 60 per 
cent for three points and 90 per 
cent for four points. 

Points are assessed for acci-
dents or traffic law violations 
which came after August 1, 1966, 
when the plan was adopted 
Penalties will apply when auto 
insurance policies are bought or 
renewed after August 1, this year. 

A driver who is assessed points 
can "work them off". Only points 
assessed after August 1, 1966, will 
count. But after three years of 
being charged more, the points 
drop off the driver's record, for 
rate purposes. 

Board believes this will lower 
the basic rates, thus will reward 
no-point drivers. 

14-YEAR OLDS CAN DRIVE-
Fourteen-year-olds who complete 
driver education before August 
28 still can get a license good 
until its regular expiration date. 

Homer Garrison Jr., Director of 
Texas Dept. of Public Safety, is-
sued the interpretation following 
numerous calls about new licens-
ing law amendments. 

New law which goes into ef-
fect in  late  August would raise 
the minimum age for licensing 
drivers with behind-the-wheel in-
struction to 16, except in unusual  

oases: Garrison said, however, he 
did not interpret the new law as 
denying "the privilege of driv-
ing" to 14-year-olds who already 
have qualified under existing re-
gulations. 

DESALTING FEASIBLE -

New study concludes that large 
scale desalting in the lower Rio 
Grande Valley can provide a de-
pendable source of good munici-
pal water at costs comparable to 
that of conventional production. 

Study for Texas Water Develop 
merit Board and U. S. Dept. of In-
terior said water could be made 
available to a metropolitan dis-
trict for about 25 to 31 cents per 
1000 gallons at a desalination 
paint. Cost of delivery to indivi-
dual cities in the Lower Valley 
would increase that figure from 
one to two cents per 1,000. 

WATER PROJECTS APPROVED 

- Texas Water Development 
Board found San Antonio River 
Authority eligible to seek $960,-
000 in state aid to -build a low 
water dam on Cibolo Creek and 
provide water supply to Karnes 
City and Kenedy. SARA also will 
seek a federal grant of $915,000. 

At the same time, Board ex-
tended for 120 days a $2,700,000 
loan commitment to the Upper 
Leon River Munoipel Water Dis-
trict for facilities to take water 
from the Proctor dam resrvoir to 
Comanche, De Leon, Dublin, and 
Gorman, pending outcome of bid 
for a federal grant.

"Most traffic accidents are 
made even more tragic by the 
fact that with the proper aware-
ness they could have been avoid-
ed," Garrison stated. "Too often 
even the best driver may let his 
attention wander . . . and a fatal 
accident can to the result. 

"If each driver will assume the 
responsibility for his actions each 
time he takes the wheel of a car, 
and if he will observe tie traffic 
laws and rules of common court-
esy on the road, the number of 
accidents could be materially re-
duced."
