NUMBER SIX ON THE BALLOT

NOTICE

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 33,
4 Axticle  XVI, Constitution of
4 the State of Texas, be amended
£o read as follows:

“‘Section 33. The Accounting
| Officers of this State shall
neither draw nor pay a war-
rant upon the Treasury in
favor of any person for salary
or compensation as agent,
officer or appointee, who holds
at the same time any other
office or position of honor,
trust, or profit, under this
State, except as prescribed in
this Constitution. Provided,
4 that this restriction as to the
4 drawing and paying of war-
rants upon the Treasury shall
4 mot apply to officers of the
4 Wational Guard or Air Na-
tional Guard of Texas, the Na-
tional Guard Reserve, the Air
4 National Guard Reserve, the

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-

stitutional amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
November 11, 1967, at which
election all ballots shall have
printed thereon the following:
