Arvel Barnett Honored As 
Gorman’s 1967 Top Farmer

Arvel Barnett of Route 1, Gor­
man has been named winner of 
the Gorman Chamber of Com­
merce’s Outstanding Farmer A- 
ward for the year of 1967.

The presentation was made by 
Jesse G. Meredith, Manager for 
Eastland County Stabilization 
and Conservation Service.

Others named recipients bf top 
community awards were Mrs. 
Berenice Jeffs, Woman of the 
Year, and Mr. E. G. Henderson, 
Man of the Year.

A native of Eastland County, 
Barnett grew up on a farm and 
has been operating his own farm 
for 25 years. He attended public 
schools at Carbon- and is married 
to the former Bobbie Joe Sand­
ers, daughter of (Mr. and Mrs. G. 
R. Sanders of Gorman. They have 
one son, Larry Barnett, who is 
employed with Texas Instru­
ments a t , Sherman, and a dau­
ghter, Mrs. Emmett Lasater of 
Arlington. .

Barnett has set an example as 
a conservation farmer. He has 
carried out conservation plans in 
mahagimg- cover crops and strip, 
crops. He also runs a livestock 
operation, produces milo and hy­
brid sudan and grows coastal 
bermuda for grazing purposes. 
Producing peanuts is definitely 
one of his specialties1. This is 
verified by his 1967 production 
of some 80 bushels per acre on 
all of his 130 acres of irrigated 
peanuts. He produced 50 bushels 
per acre on his 20 acres of dry 
land. Barnett, has been growing 
irrigated peanuts since 1965.

Other recipients of the Top 
Farmer Awards in recent years 
have been Wayne Eaves and J. 
O. Jackson, Jr.

Mrs. Berenice Jeffs, a graduate 
of Gorman High School and 
Draughon’s Business College, is 
co-owner and operator of Gorman 
Insurance Agency. She was cited 
for the improvement and con­
tinued upkeep of the Gorman 
Cemetery and the erection of 
signs on highways leading into 
Gorman, along with serving on 
the committee that completed the 
new city swimming pool. In ac­
cepting the plaque from Rev. 
Huron Polnac, Mrs. Jeffs stated 
she could -not accept -the award

The first-class postage rate will 
provide Jet Flight Service for 
Valenltines destined to servicemen 
in Vietnam and other overseas 
locations as well as Airlift 
treatment for most domestic ad­
dresses more than 250 miles from 
the mailing point.

School Board Sets 
Trustee Election 
Saturday, April 5th

The Gorman School Board met 
in regular session on Monday, 
February 12, and called the local 
trustee election for April 5, 1968. 
Three members of the board will 
be elected at that time. The terms 
of Arnold Butler, Cecil Reeves, 
and Cecil Self will expire.

At press time Butler and Self 
had filed for re-election. Each of 
these three men have served one 
term on the board.

The deadline for filing for a 
place on the school ballot is Wed­
nesday, March 6th. Applications 
may be filed with the County 
Judge (or with the local superin­
tendent.

Mr. George Hallmark was ap­
pointed as election judge with 
Mrs. Estelle Craddock and Mrs. 
Jerry Overstreet as clerks. The 
election will be in the high school 
building.

Mrs. Wynell Brown was ap­
pointed as -absentee voting clerk. 
Absentee voting will begin on 
Monday, March 18 and will close 
on Tuesday, April 2. The office 
for absentee voting will be open 
from 7:30 to 3:30 Monday thru 
Friday in the superintendent’s 
office.

The board gave Mr. Garrett a 
three year contract as superin- 
tendent and Mr. Smith a three 
year contract as high school 
principal. Other.faculty members 
will be elected at a future date.

The school insurance has just 
been renewed’ for a three year 
period. To keep buildings cover­
ed adequately, the Board in­
creased the amount o f insurance 
from $256,000 to $356,000. The 
cost for the three year program 
is $6,413 as compared to a cost 
of $2,560 for the last five year 
program. You can see from these, 
figures that cost of operation is 
increasing.

The -board voted to pay for 
the three year program now in 
order to save interest on the de­
ferred payments. The cost for a 
three year program at the same 
value that we have been insured 
for would have cost $4,175.

Nematex is a fresh market 
tomaito with moderately sized 
fruit iand is adapted to the East- 
land County area. Nematex is not 
recommended where a premium 
is placed on large fruit, but is 
recommended for home garden­
ers.

This new tomato was developed 
by -the Plant Disease Experiment 
Station at Yoakum.

Commercial plant producers, 
and especially those growing 
plants for home gardens, should 
consider providing transplants of 
Nematex for 1968 use.

Some of the farmers in the 
Lake -Leon area have told me 
they cannot raise grain sorghum 
because of the large amount of 
birds in that area.

Most seed companies now have 
bird resistant hybrid grain sor­
ghums on the market.

non-bird resistant varieties. Other 
studies indicate that brown grain 
is not as good as non-brown for 
feeding. When fed free choice, 
the brown grain is largely avoid­
ed due primarily to the remain­
ing bitterness of the grain.

In general the bird resistant 
varieties should be planted only 
where other varieties cannot be 
grown because of high bird popu­
lation.

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Know Your School
By Charlie L. Garrett 

FEDERAL PROGRAMS
The Gorman Schools receive a 

substantial amount of Federal 
m or sy each year from different 
Federal Programs. Ajt the -pres­
ent. $jme we .are receiving Fed­
eral Funds under (the Title I and 
Title II of the Elementary-Sec­
ondary Education Act, the lunch­
room  program, Vocational Educa­
tion^ the National Youth Work 
Program, and through the Reg­
ional Media Center under Title

The Title I program was set 
up three years ago to help the 
educationally and' economically 
deprived student in each district. 
The number was determined by 
the 1960 Federal Census and ac­
cording to the census, Gorman 
School District had 58 students 
that qualified for this aid. Each 
year the state determines the 
amount that can be paid per 
student based upon the total a- 
mount that Congress included in 
the education bill. The amount 
has ranged from $161.50 this year 
up .to $199.00 for the first year 
of the program. For -the 1967-68 
school year, Gorman will receive

$9,367.00.
The education bill sets out the 

things for which this money can 
be used. During the first year 
most of the money was spent for 
equipment and instructional sup­
plies. Since we are in a county 
co-op in Title I about 4% is set 
aside - for administration of the 
program. During the first year 
we purchased some much need­
ed equipment. Since the program 
started we have added two 16mm 
film projectors, three 35mm film 
strip projectors, four overhead 
projectors, a controlled reading 
devise, three tape recorders, three 
record players, a large bake oven 
in the lunchroom, and two large 
filing cabinets. For use on the

audio-visual equipment that was 
purchased we have bought many 
35mm film strips, slides, tapes, 
records, and transparences. These 
materials have been of great 
value to our teachers. Projection 
screens were purchased for each 
olass room and a large one for 
(the auditorium. We. will be add­
ing Other 'Overhead projectors un­
til we have one in each room. 
In addition to the equipment and 
audio-visual materials we have 
put shades on the windows of 
four rooms, bought some science 
equipment, books, charts, maps, 
globes, two special typewriters, 
paper, stencils, and many other 
types o f instructional materials.

During the second year of the 
program the amount of money 
was cut and the large part was 
used for hiring one full time 
teacher and a full time teacher’s 
aide. The amount mat used for 
salaries was used for instruction­
al materials and equipment.

During the current year about 
$7900 will be used for salaries for 
a teacher and an aide. The a- 
mount left -after this and the ad­
ministration of the program will 
be used to purchase one more 
overhead projector, one or two 
tape recorders, film Strips, tapes, 
records, transparences, and other 
teaching materials. We will also 
construct a storage cabinet for 
the equipment.

Under Title II we have receiv­
ed about $800 the last' two years 
and will receive about the same 
amount this year for the purpose 
of purchasing library and audio­
visual materials. No equipment 
may be bought with this money. 
With it we have added reference 
books in both buildings, library 
books, magazines, chants, maps, 
globes and other related library 
materials. With this money we 
have a much improved library 
and supply of audio-visual ma­
terials. The local school must 
maintain the same effort on' a 
local level that was maintained 
before the program started; there 
fore, this material has been in 
addition to materials bought 
through the regular budget.

The Federal help comes to the 
lunchroom in two forms. They 
furnish surplus foods and then 
reimburse the school at the rate 
of five cents for each Class A 
lunch served. Dining the last 
year we . were, reirqbursed $1400 
op. meals: served andr received 
$16.00 worth, o f surplus .commod­
ities. based on .the whole, . sale 
price. The amount ’ of commod­
ities dropped last year, afeoî t 
$10® 'from the. 1965-66 year but 
were diown almost $1808 from, 
the 'school year ,1964-65. This drop 
in commodities from 1964-65 has 
brought about, ah increase in . the 
price of lunches. . Without the 
Federal funds the 1 lunchroom 
could not operate.. With the. help 
of the Federal government we 
are able, to serve a Type A  lunch 
with milk and dessert for 35c in 
the first four grades and for 40c 
in the other grades. ‘

The Federal Government pays 
a portion of the operations ex­
penses of the Vocational pro­
grams in our school. This money 
is sent to the state and is dis­
tributed from -the state level; 
therefore, I do not have a break­
down on the amounts. The money 
is received with all other state 
money and does not indicate the 
amount o f Federal Aid.

The National Youth Work Pro­
gram is administered from the 
County -and employs youth from 
the low income families of the 
community. At present five high 
sohool students axe employed 
through this program. These stu­
dents help in the lunchroom, con­
cession stands, and help out

where needed during the regular 
school term. During the last sum­
mer the students that were work­
ing helped in1 a general repair 
program around the sohool. They 
painted the inside of the gym, 
all classrooms ini -the grade school, 
the lower hall, the hallway in 
the band hall, and the window 
trim in the high school. During 
the first year of the program 
the NYC help painted the bus 
garage and helped in other re­
pairs. During -the last year these 
students were paid in excess of 
$4000 for labor.

You can see-that we are much 
involved with Federal Programs 
in our school. If -these funds were 
withdrawn, our program would 
suffer.
