Here are the amendments in 

the order in which they will ap-
pear on the November 5 ballot: 

1. Revising provisions for man-
agement and administration of 
the state employee's retirement 
system and permitting investment 
in securities other than govern-
ment bonds. 

2. Raising the state's welfare 
spending ceiling from $60 million 
to $75 million. 

3. Permitting investment of the 
Permanent University Fund by 
UT regents in certain types of 
securities, within the "prudent 
man rule." 

4. Allowing Dallas County to 
issue road bonds on vote of prop-
erty taxpayers. 

5. Authorizing a raise in state 
legislators' salary from $4,800 to 
$8,400 a year and extending the 
per diem expense allowance of 
legislators ($12  a day) to 140 
days of a regular lawmaking 
session. (Present limit is 120 
days.) 

6. Allowing the legislature to 
exempt from property taxes e-
quipment installed by industrial-
ists to control air or water pol-
dution. 

7. Phasing out the state prop-
erty tax after Dec. 31, 1976, be-
ginning next year, except that 
portion for higher education in-
stitutions. 

8. Eliminating the requirement 
that the governor, secretary of 
state and comptroller approve 
contracts for printing and paper. 

9. Providing for contributions 
to the teacher retirement system 
on the basis of full salaries. (Con-
tributions now are limited to $504 
a year.) 

10. Allowing the legislature to 
provide for refund of state tax 
on cigars and tobacco products 
sold at retail in Texarkana. 

11. Authorizing the legislature 
to permit consolidation of offices 
and povernmental functions in 
El Paso and Tarrant Counties. 

12. Giving the legislature power 
to authorize cities and counties 
to issue revenue bonds for indus-
trial development purposes and 
permit private concerns to op-
erate plants thus financed. 

13. Exempting from property 
tax certain property temporarily 
stored in public warehouses. 

14. Spelling out that legislators 
will not be ineligible for other 
offices because their terms extend 
a few days into January.

"2. The State ad valorem tax 
authorized by Article VII, Sec-
tion 3, of this Constitution 
shall  be  imposed at the follow-
ing rates on each One Hundred 
Dollars ($100.00) valuation for 
the years 1988 through 1974: 
On January 1, 1968, Thirty-
five Cents (350); on January 
1, 1969, Thirty Cents (300);

on January 1, 1972, Fifteen 
Cents (150: on January 1, 
1973, Ten Cents (100; on Jan-
nary 1, 1974, Five Cents (6¢):

An amount suf-
ficient to provide free text 
books' for the use of children 
attending the public free 
schools of this State shall be 
set aside from any revenues 
deposited in the Available 
School Fund, provided, how-
ever, that should such funds 
be insufficient, the deficit may 
be met by appropriation from 
the general funds of the State.

Are your pecans turning white 
because of powdery mildew? Due 
to the cool humid weather that 
has prevailed in the Eastland 
County area this year, powdery  

mildew is a problem on pecans. 
There are two chemicals, Du-Ter 
and Cyprex, that wll help con-
trol powdery mildew on pecans. 
Neither chemical will completely 
control the disease, but will par-
tially reduce the number of in-
fected nuts and the size of the 
powdery mildew spots. 

There is a short supply of 
peaches in this area this sum-
mer. Several things happened to 
the peach crop. Late freezes and  

hail ruined peach crops in many 
sections of the county. Excess 
rainfall during blooming caused 
an increase in the blossom blight 
stage of Brown Rot. Continued 
high humidity throughout the 
spring has increased the disease 
problem. 

Many producers were unable 
to spray their trees at the right 
time because of the rains in the 
spring. Since they were not 
sprayed to prevent insects, many 
of the peaches were lost.
