14 Amendments |Report on Lesser Almost 2 Inches

To Be Voted on
In November

The Texas Constitution, first
approved in 1876, has been
amended 201 times since it
went .into effect, and lawmak-
ers for the state have pro-
posed 14 more amendments to
be voted on November 7th in
the General Election.

Among the items to be voted
on are these:

Amendment 1 — to provide
annual salaries of $8,400 for
members of thé Senate and
the house of representatives.

Amendment 2 — To abolish
the Lamar County Hospital
District.

Amendment 3 — To require
the commissioners courts in
all counties of the state to com
pensate all justices of the
peace on a salary basis begin-
ning on January 1, 1973,

Amendment 4 — Granting
authority to the legislature to
establish a constitutional re-
vision commission which
would report its recommenda-
tions no later than November
1, 1973, and providing that
members of the Legislature
would then be convened in
January 1974 as a constitution
al convention, to serve 60 days
for the purpose of drafting a
new constitution for submiss-
ion to the voters of Texas.

Amendment 5 — Relating to
a tax exemption on certain
property owned by a disabled
veteran, to provide that exemp
tions, which would range from
$1,500 to $3,000 be made on a
graduated scale based on the
percentage of the veteran's
disability.

Amendment 6 — To provide
that the various political sub-
divisions of the state may ex-
empt not less than $3,000 of the
value of residence homesteads
of all persons 65 years or old-
er from ad valorem taxes un-
der certain conditions.

Amendment 7 — To provide
that equality under the law not
be denied or abridged because
of a person’s sex, race, color
creed or national origin.

Amendment 8 — To provide
four year terms for the offices
of governor, lieutenant gover-
nor, attorney general, comp-
troller of public acocunts, the

treasurer, commissioner of the |

general land office, and cer-
tain statutory state officers.

Amendment 9 — To exempt
directors of soil and water con
servation districts from prohi-
bitions against dual office hold
ing and dual compensation.

Amendment 10 — To revise
provisions on the time of pro-
posing amendments to the
state constitution and the time
and method of publishing no-
tice of proposed amendments.

Amendment 11 — To provide
a salary of $22500 for the Lt.
Governor and the speaker of
the House of Representatives.

Amendment 12 — To allow
state employees and certain
other persons to serve on gov-
erning bodies of school dis-
tricts, cities, towns, or other
governmental districts without
forfeiting their state salary,
and otherwise to revise gener-
ally the restrictions on dual
office holding and dual com-
pensation.

Amendment 13 — Increasing
the maximum interest rate
which may be borne by certain
bonds issued under constitu-
tional authority.

Amendment 14 — To permit
the commissioners court of a
county to reduce the county
permanent school fund and to
provide for the per scholastic
distribution and use of the
money obtained from this re-
duction.

Under a present state law,
all proposed amendments
must be published in full text
in four successive issues of
one or more newspapers in
every county in the state. Two
of this year’s proposals are in
this issue of the Gorman Pro-
gress and will appear in the
next three issues.

Cornstalk Borer

In Central Texas

Texas Department of Agri-
culture. Commissioner John C,
White issued a progress bulle-
tin on the lesser cornstalk bor-
er infestations in peanut fields
in the Central Texas area. The
De Leon Research Laboratory
has reported a sharp. increase
in the numbers of lesser corn-
stalk borers found in the De
Leon area. Highest numbers
of born borers are in dry land
fields and in fields which have
yet to be irrigated. Some fields
checked have been as high as
25 percent. Another area close
to Comanche also has = high
infestations of corn borers.
Generally throughout the other
areas in Eastland, Erath, and
Brown counties, populations
remain below the critical lev-
els.

The continuing hot dry wea-
ther has caused the cornborer
populations to increase rapid-
ly. If general rains are not re-
ceived in the area in the next
two weeks, then populations
of the corn borer are expected
to reach critical levels through
out the area.

Farmers are urged to check

their fields for the presence
of this most serious peanut
insect. When sufficient num-
bers of the insect are found,
control measures should be
started immediately.
- Commissioner White also
said that there are two liquid
chemicals presently available
for use in dry land fields for
the control of the corn borer.
These :two liquids should be
used with sufficient water to
obtain good coverage of the
lower part of the plant. The
top growth of the plants should
not be sprayed, if possible. Ir-
rigated fields generally are
not-a real problem where
many good granular chemicals
are available.

Leafspot disease in peanuts
has failed to materialize sig-
nificantly due to the hot dry
weather. However, irrigated

symptoms of leafspot and this
disease coupled with the' high
amounts of seedling disease
already present in the fields
could cause serious damage
if prolonged rains are receiv-
ed. Commissioner White urges
that all growers maintain an
adequate program for the con-
“trol of leafspot disease as well
as the lesser cornstalk borer.
