PEANUT
CHECK-OQFF
15 IT FAIR?

By Wayne Eaves

All of the major peanut pro-
ducing states now have state
legislative authority to deduct
money from the peanut grow-
ers sales. In each state pea-
nut grower leaders clearly
saw the need for these assess-
ments and worked hard to
bring them about. All of them
except Florida, who has just
recntly passed necessary leg-
islation have organized and
are carrying out successful
checkoff programs. Some
have been doing this for al-
most twenty years.

October 6 marked the third
anniversary of the Texas Pea-
nut Producers Board. Like
most of the other states, our
act provides a refund clause
for those who feel that the
program will not benefit them
or is money ill-spent. After
legislation was passed in Tex-
as to authorize the program,
a growers referendum was
held to determine their atti-
tude regarding such a pro-
gram. A majority vote of
66 2/3 percent was required
for the referendum to carry.
The result was 84.2 percent
of those voting favored a pro-
gram to assist them in re-
search, insect and disease
control, education and pro-
motion.

As a result of the referen-
dum, the Producers Board
was created and has function-
ed in accordance with the leg-
islation since the inception.
Refunds to growers average
3.8 percent for the three years
of collections. This reflects a
continued favorable attitude
on the part of growers. How-
ever, we do have those who
say it isn’t fair to automatic-
ally withhold $1.00 per net ton
from, their sales because it
doesn’t do them any good and
the buyer should not have the
right to withhold it. But is it
fair? If it were not for the
refund provision of the legis-
lation, perhaps it would not
be. Some states do not have
this provision and the grower
cannot get his money back.
Is this fair?

The big question should be
centered on the man who pays
the bill.Is it fair for him to
pay and his neighbor ride on
his good graces? Well, per-
haps it is, especially if he can
receive gain without sharing
it with the neighbor who re-
fused to pay.

The USDA warns us that be-
cause of the rapid escalation
of their cost, the peanut pro-
gram is in jeopardy. We had
approximately a 30 percent
surplus of peanuts last year
and as long as we have a sur-
plus we are vulnerable to
modifications and even com-
plete program loss. World
market price of peanuts is
approximately one-half of our
support price. If we lose our

support price or less than the|.
we're |

75 percent of parity
presently getting, we are in
trouble.

In an effort to better organ- 1

ize ourselves and to study ef-
fectively together some means
of combating our situation,
the National Peanut Growers
Group was formed. It is the
thinking of this group that it
is better to sell our way out
of this prediccament rather
than remain so vulnerable
and find ourselves in trouble.
This calls for an
promotional campaign to in-
crease the consumption of
peanuts both domestically and

GIVE YOUR HOME A FIRE SAFETY CHECK

Every 37 seconds,
breaks out somehwere in the
United States. Of these fires,
approximately one in three
damages or destroys someone's
home. No matter what the
season, fire can be a relentless
enemy and you must be on
- guard.

Here are some hints from
experts in The Hartford
Insurance Group’s Junior Fire
Marshal program, on how to
prevent fire in the home:

Defective
heating and cooking equipment
causes one out of every three
fires.

5. Keep ashes from the
fireplace or furnace in a covered,
hole-free metal container and
dispose of them frequently.

6. Check to make sure any
flammable ligquids in the
basement or garage are stored in
safety-approved metal con-
tainers.

7. Have trash and rubbish
burned only in a wire mesh or
other suitable incinerator.
(Note: Many cities prohibit
burning of trash.)

8. Unplug the iron cord when
the iron is not in use, even for a
short time.

9. Be sure that all mops are
hung in a safe, well-ventilated
place. Check to see that oily rags
are either thrown out or kept in
metal containers. Oily mops and
rags can burst into flame all by
themselves.

10. Check on all lamps and
electrical appliances to make
sure they are not frayed or worn.

11. Make sure that all
extension cords are in the

open—not over hooks, under
rugs, or through partitions or
doorways where the insulation
may get worn off and be the
cause of fire.

12. Be I.sure

curtains, drapes, furniture, walls
and partitions. Heaters should
be regularly checked for leaks
and cleanliness.

13. Make sure that your
fireplace is covered by a metal
fire screen.

14. See if proper-size fuses are
in the fuse box . . . and that
spare fuses are on hand.

15. Careless smokers cause
more fires than anyone else.
Never smoke in bed. And be sure
that matches and cigarettes are
out before leaving them.

16. Discuss the subject of fire
with the whole family. Plan how
you would escape from each
room of the house if fire cut: off
one or more exits.

17. Check the location of
nearest fire alarm box. And

learn how to call the fire
departmént. ;

18. Remind the family that
the local fire chief is always
willing to offer advice about
individual fire problems. When
in doubt about any hazardous
condition, always seek profes-
sional help.

In 1911, 40 years after the
terrible fire that burned most of
Chicago to the ground, the Fire
Marshal Association of North
America asked that people
remember what such a holocaust
can do.

It took 11 more years, but in
1922, the President of the
United States decreed that the
week of October 9 would be
called Fire Prevention Week,

Should women challenge
men for their political
offices?
