One of the first questions
people ask when they request
information about Gorman is:
“Do you have medical facili-
ties and doctors?” Some do
not believe we have these fa-
cilities and have to be shown.
Several have moved to Gor-
man because of our hospital
and doctors.

®

The article “Total Health
Care” should erase any doubt
as to the necessity of support-
ing our Hospital Bond Elec-
tion. Without a Hospital, Gor-
man could also lose its Home
for Senior Citizens, because
these homes require the at-
tention of a doctor nearby. It
could also affect Medi-caid
and Medi-care insurance.

Comparing the advantages
against the cost of our hos-
pital, I have checked out the
following figures. If you have
a home valued at $10,000, your
tax valuation is set at one-
third or $3333. If the hospital
tax is set at 75¢ per $100 (it
cannot be over that and may
be as low as 50c) your tax
for one year would only be
$25.00.

If you have a home valued
at $6,000, your tax rate would
be based on $2,000 and would
only cost you $15 per year.

Check this cost against hav-
ing to take your loved ones
to distant hospital, plus sev-
eral other disadvantages and
I believe you will agree that
we have something we cannot
afford to give up.

Total Health
Gare Is Issue

Gorman area voters will decide on December 16th
whether to assume complete operation of the new hos-
pital facility through authorization of the sale of tax
bonds. Doctors and hospital personnel are eager for
the acquisition of the medical facility by the District
so that the original plan for district administration of

the plant and personnel can be realized,

Medical authorities generally agree that every effort
should be made to maintain existing health resources
in rural areas of the nation. This is becoming increas-
ingly difficult in Texas as pointed out in the following
Associated Press News Release copied from the Sunday

issue of the Abilene Reporter News:

DOCTOR SHORTAGE CALLED CHALLENGE

“C. Lincoln Williston, executive officer of the Texas
~ Medical Association, said in Dallas Saturday that
there is a shortage of physicians and called it ‘one of

the most difficult challenges of our time.’

“Williston made the statement in remarks prepared
for the annual meeting of the Texas Society of Internal

Medicine.

‘““He said an additional problem is the geographical

distribution of doctors.

“He said the United States has increased its physic-
ian output by three per cent each year in the past 10
years while the population has been growing at the
rate of only one per cent. But, Williston expressed
concern that only 10 percent of the new medical grad-
uates are entering general or family practice. Eighty
percent of the graduates have entered into specialties
and the remaining 10 percent have gone into teaching

or research.

““ ‘It has been estimated that this country needs
50,000 more physicians,” Williston told the medical
group, ‘but even if that productivity is achieved, we
fear that shortages still will remain in our inner cities

and in rural areas.’

“Williston said that a recent survey revealed that
the greatest needs in Texas are in the fields of pri-
mary care - general practice, internal medicine, pedi-

atrics and obstetricts.”

In considering continued medical care in Gorman
we often think in terms only of the clinic and hospital.
The local nursing home also must be included as an
integral part of total community health care. Its future
too, depends entirely upon the availability of physic-
ians to provide the care required by current federal
and state programs. At present there are 55 patients
enrolled in the Lawndale Home For Senior Citizens.
