PEANUT PROGRAM IS
MAJOR AREA ASSET

Contrary to a recent rash
of adverse publicity on the
peanut program carried on
the wires of major news ser-
vices, area growers are proud
that Texas is the No. 2 pea-
nut producing state in the un-
ion. Officials of Southwestern
Peanut Growers Association
and the Texas Peanut Produc-
ers Board point out that the
1973 crop is expected to be
worth in excess of $80 million
to the state’s growers. This
figure will be increased sev-
eral times over as the crop|
returns are plowed back into
trade channels. In addition,
revenue from peanut drying,
handling and transportation,
as well as substantial payrolls
for employees at shelling
mills, combine to contribute
mightily to the economy of
peanut producing communi-
ties. Of tremendous signifi-
cance to the agribusiness
community is the fact that
peanut growers purchase

lange quantities of fertilizer, |§

chemicals, fuel and farm e-
quipment used in the produc-
tion of their crops.

Peanut Association officials
also point to the fact that
peanut price support program
has been responsible for a|
stable and continuous supply |
of peanut butter and other
products at reasonable prices |
to the consumer, Peanut pro-
duct retail prices have in-
creased only slightly while
many other food commodity
prices have escalated at rec-
ord rates in recent years.

Peanut program modifica-
tions being suggested by the
administration through major
news media could be disas-
trous to the present peanut
industry. Administration sour-
ces fail to point out that pres-
ent escalating crop produc-
tion costs have reduced the
growers’ margin of profit sub-
stantially even under normal
to favorable production con-
ditions. Additionally, peanut
allotment sales values are be-
ing grossly overstated. Area
growers state emphatically
that program modifications
being suggested would result
in market prices for farmers
stock peanuts close to or be-
low costs of production; con-
sequently, the production of
peanuts would be drastically
reduced or shifted to other
areas where production po-
tential is substantially great-
er. In either event, local econ-
omies in present peanut pro-
ducing areas would incur
heavy losses.

Officials of the National
Peanut Growers Group, a na-
tional federation of peanut
grower associations, have also
expressed disappointment in
recent harsh criticism of the
peanut program. They remind
that National Peanut Growers
Group presented a program
modification concept to the
USDA in May following sev-
eral months of conferences
between growers and Depart-
ment of Agriculture officials.
At that time USDA officials
in Washington voiced opti-
mism relative to USDA-grow-
er agreement on program
changes.

Since the May meeting of
grower leaders and Depart-
ment officials, costs of the
1972 crop program have been
determined to be approxi-
mately $60 million dollars.
This figure comprises only a-
bout 57 percent of the orig-|
inal USDA estimate of 1972
crop cost of $105 million. Indi-
