loan rate; and transfer of the 
administration of the price 
support program from produ-
cer-run marketing associations 
to the state and county ASCS 
offices of the Department of 
Agriculture. 

"Undoubtedly these chang-
es ultimately will wreck the 
peanut industry at a tremend 
ous cost to the taxpayers."
