In these days of increased 
realization of Agriculture's 
importance, I have become 
very concerned about the pat-
tern that is developing for the 
formulation of our National 
farm policies. 

This year, the Congress 
passed a new farm bill, but 
not without a great deal of 
difficulty. Part of this diffi-
culty stemmed from the fact 
that the Congress had to write 
the bill with little guidance 
from the Administration. Tra-
ditionally, farm legislation 
has been drafted by the De-
partment of Agriculture in 
cooperation with the Congress 
ional Agriculture Committees 
and then carefully considered 
by the Congress after full 
public comment during Com-
mittee hearings. This has re-
sulted in legislation being writ 
ten with the combined exper-
tise of the Administration, the 
Congress and the interested 
public. However, this year, 
the Congress was forced to 
shoulder the entire task of 
drafting legislation without 
formal proposals from the De-
partment o f Agriculture. 
After lengthy, careful consid-
eration and constructive corn-

ments and suggestions from 
the people, a good farm bill 
was written — but the job 
was made more difficult by 
the lack of cooperation by 
the Administration. 

The 1974 programs for rice 
and peanuts are additional 
examples of why I am con-
cerned that our policies are 
not being formulated in the 
best manner. 

Many people believe that 
the Administrative guidelines 
for the 1974 rice and peanut 
programs were purposefully 
written by the policymakers 
so as to be harmful to our 
farmers and consumers. It is 
felt this action was taken so 
as to force the Congress to 
change the basic rice and 
peanut laws. 

I am very concerned if this 
is the case. If changes are 
needed in the law, then there 
is a proper procedure to gen-
rate those changes. 

Congress will gladly consid-
er suggested legislation to 
change the laws, and I am 
sure the Agriculture Commit-
tees would feel it their proper 
duty to call public hearings 
and give the proposed chang-
es every consideration. How-
ever, if the policymakers of 
the Department of Agriculture 
hope to force these changes 
by wrecking the present rice 
and peanut programs through 
harmful administrative guide-
lines, then there is more than 
sufficient reason for my con-
cern. 

One unfortunate effect of 
this type of procedure is the 
impact the announced guide-
lines have had on the rice 
and peanut farmers. Their 
confidence has been strongly 
shaken by the administrative 
guidelines, and as a result, 
the 1974 production of these 
crops is uncertain. I believe 
this action to be completely 
contrary to the intent of Con-
gress, and have expressed 
this belief to the Secretary of 
Agriculture in asking him to 
re-consider the guidelines. 

Congress and the Admini-
stration must work together 
to formulate this Nation's 
agricultural policies. T h e 
stakes are much too high to-
day for it to be otherwise. 
It is my strongest wish that , 
steps will be taken quickly } 
to correct, and improve the 
procedure our Nation relies 
on to formulate agricultural 
policies.

In November, 1971, the first unit of the 
lignite coal-fired Big Brown generating plant 
near Fairfield began producing electricity. 

It added 575,000 kilowatts of power to. 
the generating capability of Texas Electric 
and two other electric utility companies who 
cooperated in building the plant. 

The first unit of the new lignite-fired 
Monticello plant will become operational in 
1974. It duplicates the first unit at Big 
Brown, right down to the last kilowatt. 

But there'll be one major difference -
the cost. Equipment for the Monticello unit 
was ordered only three years after Big 
Brown. But during that period the cost of 
the same equipment had increased 25%. 

We need these new lignite plants 
because supplies of natural gas and oil, 
our traditional boiler fuels, are becoming 

increasingly difficult to obtain. 
To diversify our fuels even furrnnywere 

planning to have our first nuclear power 
plant, near Glen Rose, operational by the 
early 1980's. 

Unfortunately, lignite plants now cost 
about twice as much as traditional gas/oil-
fired plants. Nuclear plants cost more than 
three times as much. 

But, clearly, we have to build them if 
we are going to meet the increasing needs for 
electricity. We must spend $230 million on 
new construction in the next two years alone. 

We're working to supply the electricity 
you need, but it's costing more to make it all 
the time.
